will be chairman of tne Foreign Affairs
Committee of tho Senate, as the result
of Senator Bacon's death, may, however,
set off the powder mine of public debate.
Senator Stone admitted yesterday that
he contemplated offering a resolution
committing the Senate to recognition of
the belligerency of Villa. In view ot the
Mexican warrior's summary execution of
Benton, such a proposal would bring out
Into the open Senate violent opposition
to the "watchful waiting" policy.

Consul Edwards yesterday was In
structed by the Senate Department to de-
mand of Villa that the body of Benton
be turned over to his friends and rela-
tives, who, so far, have been unable to
recover It. Friends of the dead man
declare that an examination of the body
will show other Injuries beside the gun-
shot wounds from which he is supposed
to have died. I

Mr. Pesquelra yesterday telegraphed
Villa urging that he surrender the body
of Benton at once. Mr. Pesquelra, while
firm In the belief that Villa suffered
great provocation from Benton and that
the execution of tho Britain was Justified
and according to law, admits that It was
extremely impolitic and liable, to affect
seriously and adv ersely the attitude of all
outsiders toward tne constitutionalist
cause.

Third Demand for Probe.
Replying to statements that Villa Is

far stronger than his chief and that Car
ranza is not In a position to dominate
his general. Mr. Pesquelra declared that
Villa Is In all respects amendable to Car
ranza'a directing influence, and that the
latter now is on his way to take personal
charge of Villa's campaign against Tor- -
reon.

Imperative telegrams again were for
warded to consuls In Mexico by the State
Department yesterday to lose no time In
finding out the true details connected with
the execution of William S. Benton.
This is the third demand sent to Consul
Edwards, and Deputy Consul Carothers at
Juarcx ordering them to get to the bot-
tom of the latest outrage.

r.ffect 3Ioy Be Serious
Official Washington read yesterday with

grave interest press reports of the state-
ment made to the British House ot Com-
mons by Francis Dyke-Aclan- d, parlia-
mentary undersecretary for foreign af-
fairs, on the Mexican situation and
Great Britain's attitude.

The statement was construed here as
confirming the belief that Great Britain,
acting as the representative of other Eu
ropean powers, la exerting continuous
pressure upon this government to bring
order out of chaos in Mexico, and that
the British foreign office has been taken
more fully Into the confidence of the
administration as to Its plans, than any
officials of this government, with the pos-
sible exception of the late Senator Bacon,
chairman of the Foreign Affairs Com
mittee.

That Villa's summary execution of Ben
ton may have a direct bearing upon the
International situation, and that the
British foreign office expects'the attitude
of Great Britain and European nations
to be reckoned with as an Important fac-
tor, is indicated by the statement made
later in the day by Sir Edward Grey,
secretary of foreign affairs. In a formal
communication to the House of Commons.
Sir Edward declared that Secretary of
State Bryan had been advised by the
British Ambassador. Sir Cecil Spring- -
Rice, that the public opinion of Europe
is liable to bo seriously affected by
Villa's act.

The British undersecretary stated in re
ply to a formal demand for Information
that while the office desired pacification.
It believed that British Intervention in
Mexico "would be both futile and im-
politic." He declared that the British
foreign offlco had been In frequent com-
munication with Washington on the
Mexican problem, and added.

"The most interesting papers In the
British foreign office, however, are com
munications made at various times with
tho government of the United States con-
cerning Its policy and Its views regard-
ing Mexico. Some of these are of a
confidential character and I cannot In-

clude them In a Blue Book without ask-
ing tho consent of the United States gov.
eminent."

"Will you use your Influence to per
suade Washington government to de-
mand Immediate surrender of Benton's
body to nroDer authorities here, and
also have competent medical examina
tion before the body Is decomposed? I
am certain the body, will show great
abuse In addition to gunshot wounds.

It is not likely that the Mexican sit-

uation will be discussed In open Senate.
Even Senators like Mr. Clark, of Wyo-
ming, and Mr. Fall, who have resolu-
tions pending, and who have suggested
that they may call them up within a
day or two for discussion, have prom-
ised they will carry on the debate be-
hind closed doors.

Judging from the expressions, some
of the former supporters of the Presi-
dent were shocked by Secretary Bryan's
attitude.

It Is possible that the Senators who
art-- disposed to be aggressive In the mat-
ter of a Mexican policy may forego any
action, pending the meeting of the For-
eign Relations Committee Wednesday.
Late yesterday afternoon Acting Chair-
man Shlvely said he saw no necessity
for calling the committee together at a
special meeting, and that unless some
contingency arose, he would wait for the
regular meeting day, Wednesday.

"ENGLAKD CAN DO NOTHING,"
SAYS SIS EDWARD GREY

London, Feb. ZX. "We, ourselves, have
no means of exercising any Influence in
this region under present conditions.'

This utterance by Sir Edward Grey
formed part of the official statement of
the foreign secretary In the House of
Commons this afternoon regarding the
circumstances of the murder of William
S. Benton.

Sir Edward gave no direct Indication
of action by Great Britain In connec
tion with the matter beyond saving that
he was pressing the United States gov
ernment- - to make an Inquiry Into the
facts.

Sir Edward Grey's statement which
shows the apparently helpless attitude of
Oreat Britain In the matter. Is In soma
nuarters read as a veiled Intimation that
he has called on tho United States to
Intervene

"I should like to add. ' uid Sir Ed-
ward, "that the fact that we are com-
municating with the United States does
not imply that they have any responsi-
bility for what has taken place. Tha
communication has been made, because
the United States alone can in this In-

stance exercise any Influence to dis-
cover the truth and get Justice done. I
am still In communication with Sir Cecil
Spring-Ric- e and the government of the
United States as to what further steps
ran be taken."

'WEIL PROVE BENTON WAS ,

A CITIZEN OF MEXICO"

Kl Paso. Tex.. Feb. 3.-"-W'e hope to
prove William S Benton was a citizen of
Mexico and had renounced British citi-
zenship," said Frederico Gonzales, who Is
the legal adviser of Col. Fidel Avia, Jua-
rez's jefe de la arms.

"Officers In Chihuahua arc now looking
through the records of the statehouse
and believe they will find proof ot Ben-
ton's having taken out Mexican citizen-
ship papers. He held different govern-
ment offices In Mexico under the Diaz
administration, and could not have done
this without having been a Mexican citi-
zen, by birth or naturalization. When
we secure the proofs as to his Mexican
citizenship we will make a report and
forward the proofs to Washington."

Denial was made by relatives of
Benton that he bad renounced his Brit-
ish citizenship. They said that deeds
to Mexican property will show that he
was still a British citizen. When the
detds were drawn he had the words
"William S. Benton, Scotchman, citizen
Great Britain." written In the docu
ments.

The body of Benton has not yet been
recovered and the request of the United
States State Department that Villa turn
over Bcntons body to ins relatives
haa not been granted. In fact the con-

stitutionalists have not replied to
George C. Carothers, State Department
representative, who made tne request
of the constitutionalists.

AMMUNITION AND MABINES

Washington Is Covered Over

with Seven Inches
of Snow.

MERCURY DROPS TO 15

Force of Several Hundred Men WiD

Be Put to Work Clearing

Practically every section of the United
States Is gripped In a blizzard that has
wroucht untold Injury to railway and
river transportation. Trains are.,runnlng
hours late.

Washington Is blanketed In a seven-inc- h

covering of snow, with the prospect of
another flurry early this morning.

Telegraphic reports reaching Washing-
ton told of the damage done by the bliz-
zard In the way of delaying trains and
Interrupting wire communications in
many sections of the country. Rivers
through the West were made unsafe for
navigation by floating Ice.

Clearing; to nesln Toda.
A force of several undred men will be

worked by the street cleaning depart-
ment of the District today in orier to
clear the streets. Profiting by tho ex-
perience of the last "storm, when they
waited until the show hardened Into Ice,
employes of tne street cleaning depart-
ment will pitch In Just as soon as the
flurry ceases. Besld-- s the regular force
of "white wings" at least 500 laborers
will be employed to shovel the snow
from the streets In the business districts.

Trains from the West were marked up
late at the Union Station last night.
Those arriving from Chicago and other
Western points today are expected to be
several hours behind time.

The mountains of Northwest Tennes-
see generated the storm that struck the
East and which may reach the propor-
tions of a blizzard. The snow was ac-
companied by high winds and the tem-
perature was fifteen degrees above zero.

Kansnw City Is Hit Hard.
Kansas City. Mo, Feb. II. Kansas

City today was the geographical cen
ter of a wldo area 01 country wmcu
suffered the worst blizzard of the win-
ter, but the fiercest fury of the storm
has been spent. Many railroad trains
due In Kansas City during the night
have not been heard from.

epidemic that would attend the block-
ing of the city's residence streets. He
pointed out the menace that a possi-
ble thaw held, and admitted that his
entire force would require seventy
days to remove the snow If every ard
of it had to be carted from the streets.
