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Fifty Years Ago.

DAY

March 17, :864—The lkrish Brigade, Army of the Potemac, Celebrated St.
Patrick’s Day in Winter Camp, Brandy Staties, Va., with Races and
Field Sports, Following a Military Mass—Loyalty of the lrish Soldiers.

Fifty years ago loday the Irish Bri-
gEade, Army of the Fotomac, celebrated
Bt. Patrick's Day at the winter camps
near Brandy Station, Va., beg‘nning the
day with a military mass. laces and
fleld sports fdllowed the religlous service.

The celebration strikingly Hlustrated
the devetion of the Irish soldiers alike
to their racial customs and to the cause
of their adopted country. In thelr wor-
ship as in their sport they did not for-
get the flag for which they were fight-
ing. It was carried to the altar and on
the fleld of sport as reverently as It was
ever carrjed in battle,

In the warious diversions of a winter
in camp the Irish Brigade had borne an
important part. Indeed, when fun and
frolle were not to be found in the camps
of the Irish Brigade everything looked
wenernlly blue In the Army of the Po-
Llomac,

In the course of the winter many of
the officers had visits from thelr wives
Friends and relatives came to the camp,
and festivities of a harmless nature
served to keep up the good spirit of the
troops In the period of military inactivity.

A large hall had been buiit for army
purposes, which, belng at the disposal
of the division commander, was used for

The old Sixty-ninth re-enlisted and was
Jolned by the Eighty-elz ith and Bixty-
second New York Regiments, which wers
nccepted for “three years or duration of
the war.”” To these New York regiments
were gubsequently added the Twenty-
clghth Massachusetts Infantry, as well as
Hogan's and McMahon's batteries.

“Irish Brigade.” It was commandsd by
Brig. Gen. Thomas Francis Meagher until
after the battle of Chancellorsville. Tt
was in the First Division, S8econd Army
Corps.

The brigade early distinguished itself
for impetuous, pern ent fighting. It
was at Frederigksburg, Chancellorsvills
~nd Gettysburg. taking an honored part
and losing many men.
