three members by the President to In-
vestigate taxation conditions and the
fiscal relationship and to report to the
President Representative Pronty has a
resolution calling for the creation of a
Joint Congressional commission to Investi-
gate and report as to the advisability of
restoring a form of to
the District and. in the event that the
commission considers such a step advis-
able, to recommend the form of a char-
ter granting necessary powers.

The question almost certainly will
come up Monday with discussion of the
emasculated George bill. Both George
and Prouty will offer their resolutions
as amendments to the bllL As the bill,
if it passes In the amended form, even
in the House.

BARBER SHOPS RIGID
I

Proprietors of Alexandria Establish-

ments Interested in Health

Board Regulations.

Alexandria. Va.. March 19 Much In
terest Is shown here in the' new rules
and regulations governing barber shops
and the establishments of manicurists
and chlronodlsts. which have lust been
made public by the State Board of Health.
and which are supposed to Deeome oper-

ative at once.
The new rules are rigid. CMiIes of tho

rreulatlons are reoulred to be hung In
a conspicuous place In each barber shop,
barber school, public bathhouse, bath-
room, and hairdressing parlor.

The regulations are as follows- - No
person with any disease of the skin of
the face shall be shaed In a public
barber shop; barters mu"t wash their
hands thoroughly with soap and water
before attending any person: no alum
or other astringent shall be used in
stick form: If used at all to stop flow of
blood. It must be applied In the form of
powder: use of powder puffs Is prohib-
ited: no towel shall be used for more
than one person without being laundered
or sterilized; the use of sponge" Is pro-
hibited; mugs and shaving brushes must
be thoroughly washed after use on each
person: combs, razors, clippers and scis-
sors shall be cleansed after every separ-
ate use thereof: floors must to swept or
monped every day, and all furniture and
woodwork kept free from dust: running
water shall be prmlded wherever It is
possible to be had; all bath tubes shall be
thoroughly cleansed with soap and water
after each separate use; all tools or in-

struments used by barbers outside of the
shop In serving any person suffering
from infectious or contagious diseases
are reaulrcd to be thoroughly and efll
ciently disinfected with 15 per Cent for- -
maiaenyue, nr a;j uumu;. uijurwnti.
after using same: no person suffering
from any Infectious or contagious dis
ease shall serve any person In any
barber shop, school, public bathroom or
bathhouse or hairdressing parlors In
this State.
