April 11 The statement
made at Sins tins prison today that
"Dago Frank" Clroflcl had signed a writ- -

ten confession In the presence of Warden
Clancy before bla electrocution proves to

be juntrue. The much-heralde- d "written
confession" proves to be a verbal state-

ment made by Clroflcl to Warden Clancy,

and the only written document In the
matter Is a statement given out tonight

by Warden Clancy and.Superintendent of

Prisons Riley. The facts are as follows:
Warden Clancy telephoned Superinten-

dent Riley Just before the execution at
6 a. m. today that he had secured a

confession--' from "Dago Frank" which
he thought "let Becker out." Riley di-

rected Clancy to bring it to Albany as

toon as the "gunmen" were put to death.
n.tifv reached here at 4 p. m. He

and Riley consulted behind closed doors.

and Riley announced that as soon as a
tni.ment had been submitted to the

governor the much sought "Dago Frank"
--onfesslon would be ready.

statement by Warden.
Illlev and Clancy slipped out the side

door and up to the back room oj. the
executive chamber. There they met the
governor. About :30 r- - m. Riley sent
word that the "confession" was at his
office. Instead or a signed statement
from "Dago Frank," a single sheet of

paper was handed out reading: "The
warden's statement:

About S o'clock Sunday uigbt, Rosen-

berg asked me to save Frank, saying

he had nothing to do with the shooting. I
asked Frank why he did not tell the
truth. He reptSed that he knew what
was going on. but was not there when

the shooting took place. I advised him

to tell the whole story. He said. If he
did they would kill his brother. I asked
whom he meant by they. He replied
there were fifty men In New York whom

he could name.

1 Dill nt Shoot.
"I caused Frank to be brought from

the condemned cell house to the prin-

cipal keeper's office about I o'clock lion-da- y

morning. He made the following,

among other statements, in the presence
' of myself. Principal Keeper Melncrney.

He
said- - 'I don't fear for myself, but I
do fear for you.

BRYAN CRITICISED IN SENATE

Aroused at the sectional opposition
which is bein; worked up against the
confirmation of Judge Robert II. Terrell
to be a municipal Judge, a large number
of Senators have agreed to prevent any
confirmation until Judge Terrell's nomi-

nation shall have been approved, ac--
cording to a report yesterday.

Terrell Is opposed most strongly by

Senator Vardanian. whose fanatic oppo-

sition lo the co'ored race was well known
In Washington before Vardaman reached

antipathy for Juage Terrell's race resent
the character of opposition which Sena
tor Vardaman is invoking.

Sharn criticism of the Secretary of
8tate by Democratic Senators was heard
in the executive session late yesterday
afternoon. The trouble arose from the
alleged Interference by the State Depart'
ment In an effort to have the Senate re
consider Its action last week rejecting
the nomination of James C. McNally, of
Pittsburgh to b-- . Consul at Nuremberg,
Bavaria.

It became known Saturday that a mo-

tion would be made to reconsider the
nomination. Senator Sheppard, of Texas,
made the motion yesterday, and It de
veloped that several Democratic Senators
Jtad changed their attitude since the
Senate voted.

Word came through an administration
Senator that the department had been
disappointed because the Senate failed to
confirm the nomination.

The Senate agreed to go into executive
session vesterday afternoon and consider
the McNally case. Much of the session
was taken up by Senator Williams In
discussing the case. On the motion to
reconsider the vote was 21 to II and, u
this fell short of a tyuorum, the Senate
adjourned shortly after 6 o'clock with
the McNally cate still In the air.

It was further stated
that no Insult had been .offered to the
flas; of the United ttatea.

Confronted by what is generally re
garded as one of the most menacing
predicaments of the Mexican Imbroglio,

the administration yesterday emphasized
the obvious gravity of the situation by
placing an embargo on all news from
Tamplco.

Fositlve assertion of confidence that the
salute demanded of the federal com-

mander at Tamplco by Admiral Mayo

last Thursday will be rendered was made
at the White House. Beyond this state-

ment, not a word was obtainable from
any official on the situation at Tamplco.
and the State and Navy Departments
decline to divulge any of the contents of
their dinpatches from Mexico.

It is known, however, that while Ad

miral Mayo made bis demands upon Gen.
Zaragosa, commanding at Tamplco, the
administration has taken the matter out
of his hands and is putting it up to
President Huerta. In that procedure
lies the danger of the situation, accord-
ing to the belief here, because of the
possibility of Huerta'a refusing to ac
cede to the demands of the United
States. In fact, there was a well de-

fined report In Washington late jester-da- y

to the effect that Huerta again had
defied this government, and had told
Charge O'Shaughnessy that he had made
all the reparation for the Incident at
Tamplco which the usage of naUons re
quired, and that he saw no reason for
going any further.

Interrentlcn la Kenred, i .,

It has Ions been the opinion In Wssh-Irgto- n

that Intervention !n Mexico would
come upon the Wilson administration
through the making of some demand
upon the- one faction or the other which
the dignity of the United States wotilJ
rcciulre must be backed up by force
in the event of stubbornness upon the
part of the Mexicans. It is obviously
the present Intent of the administration
to insist upon the salute being given the
American flag at Tamplco, and conse-
quently, with the possibility of Huerta
proving unvielding In mind, there are
many who fear that the present situa-
tion Is the one that has for months been
dreaded.

The secretlv eness of the. administration
in the present situation was emphasized
by the arrival of John Llnd, after his
eight months of Isolation In Mexico as
the President's confidential agent. Mr.
Llnd went almost directly from the naval
yacht Mayflower, upon which he made
the vojage from Vera Cruz, to the office
of Secretary Bryan, where he spent prac
tically the entire day. He declined flatly
to entertain any questions about condi
tions In Mexico, and said he was un
certain about his plans. It later was an
nounced that he will see President Wil
son at 10 o'clock this morning.

The poliUcal aspects of the situation
with which the United States is con
fronted at Tamplco were brought out to-

day for the first time, and were offered
In part as an explanation of the strange
shifting of the administration's position
with regard to whether or not Admiral
Mayo's demand was to be fully sup-

ported.

Feared Forrlnc Demand.
Mr. Brjan. it has been understood, was

opposed to Insisting upon any demand of
which there was danger that It might re
quire the use of force, or the threat of It,
for its execution. On Saturday the Sec
retary of the Navy expressed utmost con-
fidence that there would be no demand
for a salute; that It would be withdrawn
in view of Huerta's statement of regrets
delivered to Charge O'Shaughnessy.

On Sunday the official attitude had
undergone a great change. Every confi-

dence was felt, it was said, that the
salute would be rendered, and It was
positively stated that Admiral Mayo
would be backed up. And this Is the
atUtude which prevailed yesterday.
though there vas a total lack of Infor-
mation as to when or how the admiral's
demand was to be enforced.

The explanation offered Is that Presi-
dent Wilson wired from Hot Sulphur
Springs his approval of Admiral Mayo's
acUon at Tampico, putting starch Into
the attitude of Washington. Had It not
been for tbe complacency with which
officials In Washington at first accepted
the sltuaUon. it Is asserted that the sa-

lute would have been rendered, as Ad-

miral Mayo demanded, not later than (
o'clock on Friday evening last.

There Is no doubt but that the ad-
ministration has been smarting under
charges that it has been , delinquent In
maintaining tho prestige of the United
States and of American citizenship In
Mexico., The opponents of the tolls ex-

The "startling" discovery of Senator

O'Gorman. leader of the Democratic
to the tolls exemption repeal,

that the Colombian treaty furnishes re

markable grounds for his attitude. Is

causing some amusement among leaders
who have been able to digest the merits

of the repeal controversy.
Following the announcement of the pro

posed treaty with Colombia, Senator
O'Gorman "discovered" that the treaty

contained a provision exempting vessels
or Colombia.

Far and wide this "disclosure" was
heralded us an absolute vindication of

Senator O'Gorrnan's position. The sub
sidized Dress wrote columns about the

Inconsistency" of President Wilson's at
titude as exposed by Senator O'Gorman.

The fact of the matter is that this
provision, part of the consideration paid

the original sovereigns of the land
through which the canal has been con-

structed, has been one of our treaty
for sixty-eig- years.

Dates Dark to 1S41.
Four years prior to the negotiation of

the Clayton-Bulw- er treaty of 1K0. the
United States negotiated a treaty with
the government of Colombia, then New
Grenada, to make possible the. construc
tion of a coast-to-coa- st canal or railroad.
either or both, through territory belohg--

lng to New Grenada.
Provision was made in this treaty to

Insure the transportation of troops, mu-

nitions of war, and, in the case of
canals, all official vessels of New
Granada free of charge.

--it was substantially stated for the privi-

lege therein granted the United States of
constructing through the territory of New
Grenada, now- - Colombia, an Intercoattal
railroad or canal.

This treaty never ha been abrogated or
superceded. The same clause substantially
was contained In the treaty which Colom-

bia refused to ratify before
revolution. As It mas a most natural con-

cession to the nation through whose terri
tory the canal or railroad was to pass.
Great Britain acceded to Its Inclusion In
the Colombian treaty, which was nego-

tiated, ratified by the United States Senate
and repudiated by the Colombian legis-

lature after the ratification of the
pact.

Obllcnlrit to Colombia.
While we purchased the territory tra-

versed by the canal from the republic of
Panama, a revolting section of Colombia,
we recognized that we were obligated to
Colombia because of our prior treaties.
and because it was largely through our
attitude toward the Colombian revolu-

tionists that the republic of Panama was
placed on a sound footing.

The treaty with Colombia now pro
posed by the State Department recog-

nizes this obligation, proposing to pay
Colombia $23,000,100. which she would have
been In a position to collect except for
our practical Interference and support of
the revolutionists. We recognized this
obligation in the preceding treaty which
the United States Senate ratified and
which Colombia turned down. We then
offered her a smaller sum of money anj
the same exemption for her official ves-

sels.
Kver since the Panama railroad was

constructed, under the obligations of
the old treaty we have granted the
government of Colombia the privilege of
using the railroad for her troops and
munitions of war and official duties free
of charge. The same privilege has been
extended to the Reoubllc of Panama.

Compensation of this nature is custom
ary. The Knedlve of Egypt received
similar concessions from the company
operating the Suez Canal, and for years.
In addition, received an annual gratuity
of money.

Xo AnsloKj- - Possible.
It Is pointed out that plainly there Is

no analogy between an exemption of
tolls on the official vessels of a nation
which had the moral right to demand
such an exemption as part payment for
territory purchased by us for the con
struction of a canal, and between the ex
emption of tolls on commercial vessels
of any other nation.

The attempt to confuse the real Issue
Involved In the tolls controversy by
bringing In other falsely grounded Issues
In addition to those on which the oppo
sition already has based Its case. Is ex
pected to prove a boomerang against Its
originators.

Proponents of the repeal declared yes
teraay that Senator O Gorman's "mare's
nest" would not be permitted a promi-

nent place In the deliberations of the
people on the merits of the repeal pro-

posal.

MR. PR0UTY ADMITS PURPOSE

Says in Effect Object of Changes in

What promises to be a long-draw- n out

legislative battle over the amended!
George bill, an attempt to repeal the half-and-h-alf

law by Indirection, commenced
and was waged In the House for six hours
jesterday. When the House adjourned!
at 6 o'clock nothing had been accom
plished except about 40,000 words of ar--'
gument and The Indica
tions are that it will require at least,
two more District days to reach a votei
on the measure. Two Mokdays a month
are set aside as District days.

The George bill, as amended and re

ported by a slim majority of the com-
mittee, fixes a tax rate of 15 mills on a
full, valuation and applies this rate to
real estate and tangible and Intangible
personalty, thus increasing by about 109

per cent the taxation of property owners
in the District.
'The minority bill, favored by Mr. George

and a strong minority of the committee,
requires assessment upon the basis of a
full valuation, but leaves the District
Commissioners annually to tlx the rate
of taxation in conformity with the esti-

mated requirements pf the District
budget. It applies the rate of taxation
so fixed to all personalty now taxed under
existing law.

The debate tore the mask from vh-- ? ;

friends of the Prouty amendments and;
caused Mr. Prouty to admit in effect-tha- t

the real object of the amendments
was so to increase the revenues of the
District from taxation that it would b
unnecessary for the Federal government
to contribute.

This purpose demonstrates conclusively
the evil of the apparently harmless pro-
posal contained in ection of the Dis-

trict appropriation bill, a it passed tho
llcusc. Section S provijes in effect that
the District shall contribute what Con-
gress shall require through regulation of
the tax rate, and that Corsrcss then shall
contribute whatever amount it es fit
to supplement this amount.

Would Kill llnlf-and-IIa- lf.

The effect of section S. working in con-
junction with the Proutv amendment,
would be to deprive the District of all
Federal contribution, as tin Prouty
amendment would it.sclf to overtax the
people of the iMrtrict that the amount
o raised woi.ld be sufficient to defray

all the expends of the local govern
ment. I'ndcr section ?. then. Congress
would not feel called upon to contrib
ute an thing or to relieve the condi
tion in any wav.
