If these steps mean war, war
will be welcomed. Huerta's insults and expressions
of contempt .exhausted the people's patience and f

before they did the President's.
Huerta's last opportunity to stay our hand ended

at 6 o'clock last night. A blockade, at least, is now
inevitable. As rjuerta was fully aware of this, it
follows that he invited the blockade, doabtless with a
motive. That motive, it is logical to assume, was his
own personal safety, realizing that the end of his dic-

tatorship is near. Mexico is nothing to Huerta. With
wealth at his disposal, the dearest things to him now
are life and liberty. With the United States in control
his chances for both are vastly superior to what they
would be should he fall into Villa's hands.

A blockade in itself does not mean war. It means
the isolation of Mexico and it means that we must
guard our borders with a .strong force, even if Huerta
does not make retaliation for the blockade an excuse
to throw the throttle wide open and declare war him-

self. Whether we stop short of actual vvir or not,
there will be work for our forces on land and sea,
and they are ready for it. Today will witness a dem-

onstration of patriotism throughout the nation such
as has not been called for since the day just sixteen
years ago when William McKinley asked of Congress
what Woodrow Wilson will ask today. If volunteers
are needed they will rush to the flag. There will be
no politics and no hyphens before the word American.
We will be one people.

Apology Dooms Treaty.
If the treaty between the United States and Co-

lombia, which was signed at Bogota on April 7, con-

tains the words quoted in dispatches from Paris, and
there, is no reason to doubt that it does, it should
not be ratified by the Senate, and it probably will not
be ratified.

The treaty provides for the payment to Colombia

of the sum of $25,000,000 for the reason, principally,
that we recognized Panama when it seceded from
Colombia and thereby acquired the Canal Zone by
payment of $10,000,000 to Panama. The treaty further
proides that Colombia's official shipping and ships of
war shall be granted perpetual free passage through
the canal. But the vital objection, and the one which
should insure its rejection by the Senate, is an apology
to Colombia couched in terms obnoxious to the Amer-

ican spirit of independence.
