Sundays ex-

cepted.
Racing In laryland owei its existence

to the Maryland Jockey Club for the rea-

son that Its officers have always been
composed of gentlemen of the highest
class, whose aim has always been to pro-

tect Its patrons by the enactment and
enforcement of rules and regulations
based upon fairness and wisdom.

Several weeks ago The Herald called
attention to the abuse of selling races,
which compose about 75 per cent of the
scheduled races. The abuses complained
of consisted of the entering of stake
horses by wealthy owners, In selling
races, thus depriving the turfman of
moderate means of the only purses for
which his horses were able to compete.

The article was widely copied and com-
mented upon by racing men throughout
this country

It is pleasing to note the following
statement. Issued by the Maryland Jockey
Club:

"While handlcappers are only human,
and therefore liable to error, nevertheless
it must be conceded that, speaking gen-
erally, no conditions can be framed,
which will bring horses together upon
fairer terms than those of a handicap
conscientiously made.

"Acting upon the belief, the Maryland
Jockey Club has. so far as possible,
eliminated from Its books those forms of
selling race which have given opportunity
for some persons, by reason of their
greater wealth. Influence, or other ad-
vantage, to successfully violate the cor-
rect principles governing such races: and
in lieu thereof, offers Its patrons a variety
of "Free Selling Handicaps." which it is
hoped will afford equality of opportunity
to all. and special advantages to none."

Up to Orrnera.
This rule leaves the entering of horses

entirely with the owners, and If the
handicapping Is right and prope- -. It will
go a long way towards eliminating one of
the worst features of racing.

The Mar) land Jockey Club, through the
introduction of the Parl-Mutu- system
of betting, has demonstrated the fact
that a continuation of the racing of
thoroughbreds does not depend upon the
bookmaker As a money maker for rac-
ing associations, the bookmaker occupied
an Important position in the old days.
out. alter )ears or experience, it was
discovered that, instead of being a bene
ni to real sport, the bookmaker was
the original source of all the trouble
which has been heaped upon racing as- -
sociatlons.

Getting a Start
IT IS FOOLISH ECONOMY
(Copmtnt. 11K )

I am acquainted with the business,
professional, and social life of several
millionaires, s, col-
lege professors, and scientts of na-

tional fame. I am familiar with their
careers from bojhood Io the real-
ization of their ambitions.

All, or practically all, of these men
admit that, whi'e their success was
largely due to ability, persistency,
and hard work, the practice of econ-
omy in money, or the conservation
of labor, which is economy, had much
to do with their attainments. All
men of money were economical at
the start; and all professional men
of mark, while not financiers, and. as
a rule, not appreciative of the value
of money-savin- g, have economized
their time and practiced in their
laboratories the same principle of
economv that was a part of the early
life of their wealthy brothers.

This principle of economy of
money-savin- g and the conservation
of energy remained with them and
became a part and parcel of the very
fiber of their being, and all of them
continue to practice some form of
economy.

These great men each a genius
in his line realize that it is neces-
sary fo protection, for the carrying
out of a life principle, to continue a
practice, which, theoretically, may
be no longer necessary. They know
that they are not perfect: they do
not care to take chances with their
imperfect selves; consequently, as a
matter of habit, or rather as one of
principle, they continue the practice
of small economies, believing that by
so doing they can better handle the
great problems and will not lose the
benefit of the principles which laid
the foundation of their success.

They are laughed at, and they
laugh at themselves, but still continue
in these economics.

He
lues in a palace surrounded by serv-
ants, and his dinners are famous, et
lie limits the cost of his lunches to 15
cents. Is he foolish? No The nt

economy holds him hack, en-

ables him to maintain bs balance.
Another friend of m ne. with a

few hard earned million1!, travels on
a slow train in preference to paying
excess fare on a limited. His time is
worth a hundred dollars an hour;
but he is willing to sacrifice dollars
in order to continue the principle of
the practice of economy.

Still another fnend of mine prides
himvelf on two economies; the cost
of telephoning and the purchase of
fresh eggs He will wait an hour,
so as lo make one telephone message
take the place of two or three; and
his chauffeur drives fifteen miles
back to obtain a saving of 5 cents
a dozen on his eggs. Of course, this
is false economy, but the principle
of economy holds good.

I have talked with these men, and
they have discussed this
false economy in a most serious way.

hile they admit that it is foolish
in the abstract, they believe that do-
ing away with these small econo-
mies would result to their detriment.

No man is perfectly balanced. No
great accomplisher is completely
sane. He has his "outs" as well as
his "ins." He is a creature of circum-
stance. He has won his place in the
world by following
methods and principles. To depart
entirely from the road of his youth,
which landed bira in the land of
profit, would carry him too far away
from the main track of accomplish-
ment, and endanger his prosperity.
