In order to understand how this is
done, it should be explained that a
kinematographlc projector has been fitted
to the large Leitz epidiascope, which
enahles the apparatus to show ordinary
films of surgical operations, an improve-
ment greatly appreciated by lecturers In
hospitals.

Into the illuminating box of the ap-
paratus, a receptacle rodghly two feet
square, any opaque object. living or
