Mr. Ambrose.

"Ambrose told me," testified Merlllat
"of a coolness between himself and
Judge Wright Ambrose said he became
satisfied that the evidence in the case
was a 'frame-up- .' He said he would not
stand for this, and reured.

"Ambrose said he told Judge Wright
he was going to get out of the ease be-

cause the testimony was crooked. He
said the judge urged him to continue
in the case.' but he refused, and a cool-
ness bad arisen. Ambrose said he told
Judge Wright then that 'that woman
hanginxr around your private rooms so
much will get you. Into trouble.'

Ura-e-d Him to Coattne.
"Ambrose said he had never stayed

in a case where he tholght the testi-
mony was crooked, and that he believed
this to be true In the Rauscner case."

Chairman McCoy asked if the rela-
tions of the witness with Ambrose and
Judge" Wright were still friendly, and
received -- in affirmative reply.

Mr. Merlllat testified he was attending
to certain legal matters for Ambrose at
the time.

Attorney Darlington, on
asked If It were possible that

Merlllat had confused the conversation
with Attorney Easby-smlt- h. The wit
ness said not

"Do jou know anything of any rela
tions between Judge Wright and Mrs.
Rauscher?" asked Attorney Darlington.

"Nothing whatever," responded llr.
Merlllat

When Mr. Ambrose was called. At-
torney Darlington asked:

"Did Judge Wright at any time urge
you to continue as counsel for Mrs.
RauschcrT'

"No."
"Tou heard Mr. Merillat's testimony?

What about it?"
I have no positive recollection of that

conversation. I have no doubt I com-
mented upon Mrs Rauscher at the time,
but I have no recollection of saying that
Judge Wright urged me to stay in the
case."

He explained that further disagreement
had arisen at a luncheon at the Raleigh,
when Judge Wright asked him for the
particulars about a loan Mr. Ambrose
said he had made "for a member of
Judge Wright's family."

"Judge Wright found out about the
loan some time afterward.

strumental in obtaining It At the Ra-
leigh luncheon h asked me about the

Senate leaders were predicting yester-
day that Congress would probably be In
session until July 3) or August L They
admitted that the plan, set on foot a
week ago at a White House conference.
to bring about an adjournment on July
30. had been practically abandoned.

"I predict that we will adjourn some
time In the month of July, and that Is
the best I can say at this time," said
Leader Kern.

The. Senator made no move yesterday
to fix a definite date for a final vote on'
the canal tolls bill, and Intimated that
he would not bring the matter up again
until all of the speeches for which 'notices
have been given In the Senate have been
uttered.

Mr. Kern denied a report that the
President had been Insisting upon the
enactment of the radium bill and other
conservation measures. In which Secre-
tary Lane has evinced such strong In-

terest
Senator Kern added the President had

simply said, that he was writing at the
request of Secretary Lane, to say that
he was not opposed to the bills and
would be glad If they could be passed,
but did not Indicate a date before which
he would like to hae them passed.

"Jt Is Idle to talk about passing the
tolls bill, then passing the trust legisla-
tion and going on home by July 10," raid
Senator Brlstow, of Kansas, yesterday,
"Not even this proposed trade commls-missi-

hill can be passed by that time.
A bill to regulate trusts Is one of the
most Important issues confronting the
country today, and no slipshod methods
In the drawing of the law will be tolerat
ed.

"The House may pass such a bill at
the request of those higher up, but the
members, anxious as they are to get back
to their districts. Would pass such a bill
trusting to the Senate to study It care
fully, and knock out the dangerous por-
tions.

"That is what was done In the cur-
rency bill. If the bill, rushed through the
House, had been enacted It would have
been a crime."

Opposed to Commissioners'

President Wilson's stand, which has
been said to have been in sympathy with
the District Commissioners as favoring
public ownership, as opposed to public
regulation through the utilities commis
sion, was shown to have been the re-
verse. Quoting from the President's
work, "The State." Gen. Harries read
the follonlng declaration of the author:

But the proposition that the govern-
ment should control such dominating or
ganizations of capital may by no means
be twisted to mean by any necessary
Implication that the government should
Itself administer those Instrumentalities
of economic action, which cannot be used
except as monopolies.

"Government regulation may in most
cases sufHee. Indeed such are the diff-
iculties In the way of establishing and
maintaining careful business manage-
ment on the part of the government that
control ought to be preferred to direct
administration In as many cases as pos t
sible-- ln every case In which control
without administration can be made
effective." I
