Sanitary work has really only been
learned since the- time of the Spanish-Americ-

war. It used to be axiomatic
that disease killed more than bullets in
a war. This was strikingly true of 1S5S.

Two years ago J.000 troops
were encamped several months "at San
Antonio, Texas. There was only one
case of typhoid, and not a single death
from .that cause. In 1&8. 11,000 ' were', in
camp at Jacksonville, Fla., for about

'the, same length of time and under simlr
lar conditions. There were 8.C33 cases
pf "typhoid, and '2t$"poor-fello-ws died.
Nothing could better Illustrate army
progress In preventing disease.

The Mexicans In Vera Cruz, who were
familiar with conditions In their own
fighting force marvelled at the prepara-
tions the American trops made(to war
i.pop disease. The trim, active surgeons,
the long lines of mules and wagens, the
complete equipment were somewhat of a
revelation. StiU more did they marvel
when the soldiers were put to work
leg muck, from the streets and straighten
ing iip 1n' thejlrst days of the occupa-- .

Infield, which did so much damaga
throughout the Wesf early ln.the season,
looks bad minus Wagner. As rhave hint-
ed heretofore. Clarke has not the sec
ondary strength to carry him through
any hosMtal list

The Giants do not fear the Pirates as
much now as e did before wc left home.
Our club has always been able to beat
Pittsburgh consistently, especially at
Forbes" Field, and we certainly ran true
to form on this trip. Then, the Giants
have taken a big batting brace recently,
which is encouraging to McGraw. as the
team was very weak with the stick ear-
lier in the season. Also, what was con-
sidered before the race to be one of the
weak rpots of the team has turned out
to be one of the strongest I" refer to
third base.

Little Milton Stock has been playing
great. ball for. us there and has been con-
tributing his share of hits and more.

'London May a The. police carried. their
nrar against the militant, sunragettes
Ato lbs enemy's camp today by raiding
the headquarters of the Womsn's So-

cial and Political Union at Klngaway
House. Arrangements for the raid were
made secretly, 'and ho intimation of the
police plans behame known until .they
descended upon ' the headquarters.

Leading officers of. the organlzatlon;were
arrested, and. documents andbooks, show
ing the activities of the militants, were
seized. The raid Is believed to be the
first step In 'a campaign ordered by the
government to crush the militants..

No opportunity, was given to the suf
fragette leaders to escape. The build
ing was surrounded by a large force of
policemen, and every means of exit was
carefully guarded. While the police were
searching for' the documents and books
that will be used as evidence against the
suffragettes, theyjield their prisoners In
the building.- -

Telephone calls to the headquarters
were answered by 'detectives, who re-

fused to give any' Information as to what
was transpiring.

Reporters who approached the building
were turned back.

Titer 'Want Oar Coin."
When suffragette leaders learned of the

raid on their headquarters, they declared
that the police were trying to seize the
funds of the organization.

They didn't get It however." said one
of the women. "We. have a large amount
but Its safely deposited."

Nearly one hundred detectives were
usea in me rata, n was wunessea ny a
large crowd Including many Americans.
It was made alter Scotland Yard had
learned that the militants were planning
for a big demonstration for next week.
The defectives also' hoped to secure In
their Invasion some trace of the place
where the Suffragette, the militant's of-
ficial organ Is printed.

While four of their comrades were be-
ing sentenced to two months at hard
labor today for smashing windows In
Grosvenor square, two militant suffra
gettes Invaded Museum and
indicted heavy damage with small axes.

' They smashed several exhibits and
tried to destroy the mummies of Kgyptlan
Rome, but were seized and overpowered
before this purpose could be accom-
plished.

,t Get Jail lrncri.
Both struggled desperately when seized,

but were""overcome, hustled Into taxicabs,
and taken.no the Bow Street Station
where they ''gave their names as "May"
and "Wheeler." Tbey were given sen-
tences,of one and two months, respec-
tively.

Freda Graham, the suffragette who
raided the National Art Gallery yester-
day, struggled like a maniac today when
ararignod In the How Street Police Court.
She reviled the magistrate, shrieking
"You tyrannous dog." snd continually
Interrupted, the witnesses against her.
When she was committed for. trial she1
refused to leave the courtroom' and had
to be carried out still crying defiance.

After Miss Graham had been commit-
ted., several suffragette sympathizers
were fined for the demonstration they led
outside the court on Friday.

BLIND TO STRIKE DANGER

Jurist Says Rockefeller Should Awake

to Conditions that Will Surely

Overwhelm Him.

New Tork. May 3. Judge Ben LInd
' of Denver. Issued a statement to

the public tonight, explaining exactly
why he came dast to place Information
concerning conditions In the Colorado
mine strike before President Wilson, and
John D. Rockefellr. Jr.

He declared that criticisms of his ac-
tions, which emanated from business or-
