proceedings. There were rumors early In
the day that the United States govern-
ment would prevent a general blockade,
but might allow Huerta's gunboats to
hold up the AntlllaTon the ground that
she was earning contraband. Such an
outcome of the present situation would
relieve this government's embarrassments
as regards mediation, but would greatly
Incense the constitutionalists. Any com-
promise of this character seemed, though,
to be discredited by the last sentence In
the Navy Department's statement, which
says that It is the desire of the United
States government that "the port of
Tamplco shall be open to all commerce."
Inasmuch as the statement contained a
direct reference to the Antllla. the use
of the words "all commerce" was Inter-
preted as Including the Ward liner and
her cargo.

Furthermore, It is believed that United
States officials appreciate that any com-
promise of this character simply would
be postponing the evil day, for It would
not be long when another vessel would
appear at the port of Tamplco, loaded
with arms for the constitutionalists.

Xo Rxplanaflon Given.
No official explanation has boen given

as et of the extreme importance that
the United States attaches to the keeping
open of this port. It nas said that the
original order was Issued because of the
vast supply of oil that had been accu-
mulated there from the gushrn Great
Britain and Holland had insisted that the
port be kept open. Since then the situa-
tion as regards the oil supply has been
relieved through the sailing of many

I tank steamships.
In Washington there Is practically

unanimous opinion as to the rurpo--
that the United States government has
in mind, and that Is to keep this port
open as a avenue for the constitutional-
ists to obtain their war supplies.

It Is known that this goernment has
been informed that Villa no lacks am-
munition to carry on a campaign to
Mexico Citv, and that a replenihment
of his supply is absolutely necessary If
he is to make his way to the capital.
While the United States desires to see
a peaceful settlement of the Mexican
situation through mediation, there Is no
doubt that Carranza and Villa are the
aids upon which this go eminent is de-
pending as a last resort.

o Official Word.
Considerable Importance seemed to be

attached b this government to the fact
that nothing had been heard officially of
a notification b liuerta to other nations
or his intended blockade Dispatches
from Mexico City, honeer. Indicated
that formal notice had been sered by
the dictator on all the foreign legations
there This course would be necessary
to establish a blockade, and in order to
have It recognized liuerta also will be
obliged to make It absolutely effective

Huerta's notification to this govern-
ment consisted merely In a dispatch to
the Spanish Ambassador asking him to
transmit the notice to the State Depart-
ment. It was not contained In a formal
note, and up to a late hour last night
there had been no reply by the United
States This reply Is likely to tike the
form of a warning to the commanders of
the Mexican gunboats

As the rrsult of deelopments of the
Iat twent-fo- hours, it Is expected
the fate of the mediation conferences
will be decided soon. There is grate
doubt in Washington as to whether the
mediators themselves may not feel In-
censed at the United States een If
liuerta s delegates do not make the Tam-
plco Incident the basin for a refusal ti
continue the negotiations The Antllla
is not expected off Tamplco before Wed-
nesday morning, and bj that time it will
be settled whether the Niagara Falls con
ferences are to go on or whether the I

aampico oiockaue win Dnng tnem to an
end.

MEDIATION ON THE ROCKS;
A. B. C. DIPLOMATS MAY THROW

UP SPONGE IN A FEW DAYS

hrectal to Th Washington Herald.
Niagara Falls, Ontario, June 7 The

American delegates tonight Informed the
A. B C. mediators that the United States
would Insist that Tamplco remain an
open port The message was transmitted
immediately to the Mexican delegates,
who retired Into secret session. When
asked If It would cause their withdrawal
from the conference, they declined to
answer

The Mexican delegates decided tonight
to fight the entrance of Carranza Into the
A. B. C. mediation councils, unless the
rebel leader quits waging war and the
United States government abandons Its
support of the revolutionists

The Mexicans believe that Carranza
would have capitulated to mediation long
ago v,ere it not that his head had been
turned by Secretary Bran's favoritism

As one of the delegates said- - "If Car-
ranza can retail the support of the United
States, he Is not going to nudge an
inch. If the United States navy helps
him to get the war supply on board the
Antllla by preventing the Mexican gun
boats to hold up the Antllla at Tamplco.
mediation will go on the rocks and Car-
ranza can arm his troops for the ad-
vance on Mexico City.

The Mexicans emphasize the point that
President Wilson could force, Carranza
Into an armistice within twenty-fou- r
hours. Instead of sending warships to
facilitate the shipment of the munitions
of war to the rebels the President could

summarily cut oft the supply. If Carranxa
could thus b prevented from getting
any more smjn'unltlon he would be com-
pelled to stop fighting.

The Mexicans ask themselves these
questions and shake their heads.i Could
(hey act as their feelings prompt them
they would abandon Niagara Falls this
minute. ,

Senor Kson. of the A. B. C. plenipoten-
tiaries, and Senor Rabasa, head of the
Mexican delegation, took a walk tonight
across the upper bridge to the American
shore. Senor Rabasa looked more dis-
couraged than at any time since media-
tion began. He constantly shook his
head.

It was learned that the mediators have
been Induced by the American delegates
acting under Instructions from Washing-
ton to let down some of the bars against
Carranxa. The mediators have been told
that unless Carranza was let In, media-
tion would be a fare, that after media-
tion had set up a provisional government
Carranza and Villa would knock it down.

In so doing Carranza and Villa would
come In conflict with the United States
and this government would finally be
forced to Intervene. Furthermore the
upset of the mediation structure would
be a historic slur upon careers of three
peace loving diplomats.

CONSUL'S EEPORT SHOWS
: HOW WAK HAS WRECKED

NORTHERN MEXICO'S TRADE

A striking review of the chaotic com-
mercial condition In Northern Mexico
Is given In an official report Just filed
by American Consul Theodore C. llaram,
of Durango He says.

"From every viewpoint the ear 1913

was one of the most disastrous ever
known In this consular district. All In
dustrial enterprises have been forced to
suspend operations, either In whole or
In part. Wholesalers, retailers. Importers,
exporters, and, in general, all having
an thine to do with the commercial, ac- -
tltlty of this district, report a most
unsatisfactory jear and show considerable
balances on tho wrong side of the ledger
as the result of the tear's transactions.

"Unfortunately, 19H opened with no
better prospects. Retrenchment, uncer-
tainty and gloom prevailed tn all lines
of Industrial enterprise or commercial ac-
tivity. At the beginning of the new year
scarcely a wheel was turning. Inter-
change of commodities was rendered Im-

possible on account of the lack of com-
munication, the ranches and mines were
deserted, merchants were severely han-
dicapped In bulng and selling on ac-
count of the existence of many different
kinds of paper, or Hat currency, which
has compulsory circulation within the
district, but has no purchasing Doner
without, tn short, conditions were most
chaotic and rapidly approaching the Im-
possible

"The state of Durango has been with-
out railroad communication with the
United States since the early part of
March. Torreon and the Laguna district
had a spasmodic sen Ice up to the
month of Ma. since which time no
train has run between this district and
any American border point, or Tamplco
on the Gulf coast As a consequence
imports from the United States were
only a tithe of their ordinary volume.
Declared exports to the United States
were the smallest since the establish-
ment of the Durango consulate, amount-
ing to only S2.254.415, or 3 per cent of)
those declared In the preceding year and
a bare 16 per cent of those of the ban-
ner j ear. 1310."
