Carefully
every Inch of soil Is watched as the last
baskets of earth are removed. Every
fragmust be saved and laid away until
everything has been uncovered.

"Think of the-- disappointment when.
for example, a magnificent statue comes
out headless. Think of the conjectures
as 'to the whereabouts of the missing
piece and the furor when, perhaps, weeks
afterward, the lost Is found. There Is an
air of hushed expectancy, a supposed
excltement'hoverfng over that keeps men
up under the most tense strain under
which the work Is of necessity conducted.

"America has Joined hands with the
Old- - World in prosecuting this work.
Wonderfurare the results attained. Every
student of history and literature, every
student of the Bible, is vitally concerned
In the confirmations yearly coming to
lights from the sands of Egypt. There
is need of haste. To extend the arable
district of Egypt Is an economic neces-
sity. Accordingly the British government
has erected at Assouan the great dam
whose ninety-five-fo- ot head has sent the
waters of the Nile back over great areas
of hitherto dry ground. Already a doten
temples have been flooded, and ere long
will be forever lost to sight-- Already
beautiful Phlla, at the head of the first
cataract, is gone. The soil is becoming
infiltrated, and the stores of treasures,
especially the papyrus manuscripts, are
being ruined, even before the waters
cover the ground above."

Ftftr years ago today Qen. Grant with
drew his army from the trenches al Cold

Harbor, .near Richmond, where for nine
days It had beeajacing the fortified lines
of Gen. Lee, and started It on a flank
march past Lee's position, with the ob-

ject of crossing the James River and
cutting off the Confederate capital's rail-

road connections with the' South.

field of operations ranks among the bril-

liant aeeomcllshmenta of Its kind In the
war. All the details were arranged by
Gen. Oeorse G. Meade, commanding the
Army of the Potomac under Grant, and
Gen. Meade's highly efficient chief of
staff. Gen. A. A. Humphreys. The stra
tegy of the movement was Gen. Grant's,
who Indicated how the various corps of
the great force, numbering 115,000, should
be moved in a manner to mystify ,the
Confederates.

The movement began at night, and un
der cover of darkness the great army,
which would have formed a column
twenty-on- e miles long had the men
marched two abreast, disappeared silent
ly and completely from positions in some
places only fifty yards from the Con
federate Intrenchments. Pickets were lert
to allay suspicion, and toward morning
these quietly withdrew, leaving the
miles of strong works that the Federals
had occupied for nine days empty and
silent

Plans for the withdrawal had been
progressing for a week. In fact, orders
for assembling pontoon boats on the
James River, for the bridges for the
army's use In crossing, had been given
before the army reached Cold Harbor.

To protect the army If should be at-
tacked when starting to retire. Gen.
Grant had caused a line of works to be
built some distance In the rear of the
advanced line. The purpose of building
these works had puzzled the soldiers who
labored on them.

No alarm being raised as the army
withdrew, the march was taken up ex-

actly as ordered. A cavalry division
first advanced, riding the site of Long
Brldga on the Chlckahomlny River, te"n
miles below Gen. Lee's positon. Here
the cavalrymen waded the muddy bed
of the stream, drove off a few Confed-
erate cavalry pickets and threw a pon-
toon bridge, by which the Infantry of the
Fifth Corps began crossing the river.
Once over, this corps was to push out
on the roads to Richmond, as If to
march on the Confederate capital.

The purpose of this movement was to
screen the passing of the rest, of the
army, which was destined for Wilcox
Landing, on the James River, ten miles
below City Point. The army must march
fifty miles to reach its objective point.
Petersburg, beyond the James.

The ISth Corps, which had been with
the army at Cold Harbor, was started
back to the James, from which It had
come, by transports from White House,
on the Pamunkey River. This corps
made a fast night march of twelve miles
to Its boats at -- White Hose, moving
without guns or wagons, which were
started with the rest of the army on the
march to the James.

Follovrtnc: Oritrlltstl Plsvn
The march of Grant's Army away from

Cold Harbor marked the end of the so- -
called overland campaign against Rich
mond, a campaign that had witnessed the
bloodiest continuous fighting m the his
tory of modern times.

Grant had set out with 116,000 effective
men, and had lost In forty days 54,926, as
follows: Killed. 7,631; wounded. 3S.333;

captured or missing, 8,966. The sick eent
back numbered about 6,000. The losses
had been made good by reinforcements.

What Gen. Lee's losses had been con-n- ot

be learned. He had set out with
about 62,000 effectives. He had received
15,000 He probably lost
between 25.000 and 30,000.

At Cold Harbor on June 3 Grant had
ordered an assault upon Lee's works that
cost him 7.500 men and brought no com-
pensating result. This had shown him fur-
ther attempts at crushing Lee by attack-
ing him in Intrenched positions would In-

terfere with the execution of his original
plap of campaign.

Before starting from the Rapidan River
camps on May 4 Grant had foreseen the
possibility of Lee's making an Immov
able stand outside of Richmond, and had
provided a means of meeting by mov
ing around him and crossing the James.
This was not an alternative movement.
but his original plan of campaign a fact
not generally understood. The alternative
would have been to follow Lee to the In
trenchments of Richmond had he retired
tn them. Grant feared that Lee might do
this groundlessly, as events proved and
his strategy and tactics in the campslgn
had been directed to the object of pre-
venting him from doing It. Grant wished

crush Lee in the open, either In direct
battle, or by getting between him and
Richmond, cutting him off from his sup-
plies and reducing him to surrender.

Lee'g generalship had rendered either of
the objects unattainable. He had placed
Grant at disadvantage In each of their
battles In the Wilderness by fighting
him In a tangle of swamp and forest with
which he was familiar and Grant was
not; at Spottsylvanla by Intrenching tln a
strong position before Grant couM get
his army up for battle; at the North
Anna River twenty-fiv- e miles from Rich-
mond, and again at Cold Harbor In the
same way.
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There had been no luck or chance in
this for Lee. He had been able to handle
his army the better. It being smaller and
more cohesive than Grant's and operat-Ing-l- n

Its own eountrjr. where every road
and stream was known to him and every
resident was a friend.

the Prosmnt of Attrition.
Thus Grant, his hopes of crushing Lee

In the field checked, continued his origi-
nal process of wearing him down by
"mere attrition." The movement from
Cold Harbor to the James was part of
this process in keeping with Grant's dec
laration to the government, made on
May IL that he purpesed "to fight It out
on tnis line If It takes all summer."

Many readers of history have supposed
that In quitting Cold Harbor and moving
to the south side of Richmond, by way
of the James, Grant acknowledged de-
feat of his original plan and abandoned
"this line." An understanding of what
Una he had In mind when he wrote his
famous dispatch about "fighting It out"
shows that this was not the fact He
had set out with the purpose ultimately
of reaching the James and supplying his
army by way of that river.

The movement of the troons under
Gen. Grant's personal direction In the
field were but a part of his general pro
gram tor breaking the military power
of the Confederacy. He had another
army In the Shenandoah Valley, and
another on the James near City Point.
each Intrusted with a part of the pro
gram. Each of these had failed to per
ioral me work Intrusted to It, which was
to cut Richmond off from rail connec-
tion with the rest of the Confederacy.
These failures made Grant's personal
tasic me naroer, and made It necessary
for him to waste no time In cracking the
jiuts that Lee put before him, to the
detriment of his original plan of cam-
paign.

The generalship of Lee had doubtless
been something of a revelation to Grant,
but It had not swerved him from his
original purpose.

Graat Ontwlts I.ee.
Grant's method of marching around

Lee every time the latter made a stand
and could not be shaken had often
been represented as puzxllng to Lee.
There Is ample evidence In the war
tecords that Lee was never unprepared
for Grant's flank movements and that
he failed to anticipate the scope of
only one. That one was the movement
from Cold Harbor.

Lee expected that Grant would make
another flank march, but he expected
that it would be only long enough to
take him around the right end of the
Confederate works at Cold Harbor and
across the Chlcahomlny River, on the
direct roads to Richmond. For such
a movement he was prepared.

The Federal army was withdrawn
from Its intrenchments with so much
skill that Gen. Lee's pickets did not
learn of Its departure until the follow
ing morning. Then Gen. Lee accepted
the movement of the Fifth Corps as
evidence that Grant was attempting
to move on Richmond, and began
forthwith to march his men across the
Chlckahomlny bridges In his rear and
out by roads that crossed those leading
from the Fifth Corps' position toward
Richmond.

While the Confederates were thus
engsged Grant's main force, screened
by the decoy Fifth Corps, was pacing
off the miles to a crossing place on the
James, thirty miles below the Con-
federate capital.

The transfer of the Federal army to
Its ultimate field of operations was to
be made In such a short time that Gen.
Lee, according to Gen. A. P. Alexander,
Longstreet's chief of artillery, "refused
for three days to believe It." The rec
ords bear out this statement, as they
contain a dispatch from Gen. Lee, writ-
ten after Grant had crossed the James
(dated June 16, 10.30 a. m.), beginning
"I do not know the position of Grant's
army." "
