to be made, it is confidently predicted
that four will be carried by the Republi-
cans.

The Republicans will fight to the finish
to regain control of 113 districts now rep-

resented by Democrats. They enter the
fight confident of success In at least
ninety-thre- e of these districts. There are
at present 13 Republican members of
the House of Representatives. This gain
of ninety-thre- e would give the Republi-
cans a membership of 2H and control of
the House.

In addiUon to the prospective Repub-
lican victories In districts now represent-
ed by Democrats the Republicans should
gain seats In the Senate In these States:
Oregon, Indiana. Missouri. Colorado,
Maryland. Nevada. Oklahoma, and Ari-
zona.

So far the Mexicans had made the only
concessions. The United States had made
none.

What Is regarded as an Indication that
Washington Is parleying with Villa was
the dispatch from Torreon today that the
rebel general had appointed two delegates
to Niagara Falla. Col. Enslebo Calxado
and John W. Roberts. It was also re-

ported that Villa waa negotiating with
other rebel generals to bring them Into
an armistice agreement.

Inasmuch as the mediators have not
conferred with the Mexicans since Dr.
Kaon's return. It Is generally believed
that the mediators Tegard that the fate
of the Niagara Falls conference depends
on Washington, not Mexico City. The
Mexicans say they stand exactly where
they have always stood They will light
the rebels rather than surrender to them
through mediation.

OFFICIALS HEBE HOPEFUL.

Ylelillnir by Mrtlcann or Conees-lon- a

by Mediators Might Help.
Washington officials again professed

hopefulness last night for the success
of the Niagara Falls mediation confer-

ences. They maintained thir show of

hopefulness in the face of the fact that
the United States is determined to stand
firmly by IU ultimatum that a consltu-tlonall- st

must be selected as head of the
proposed provisional government.

In iew of this stand by the United
States, there are apparently only two
possible developments that could give
ground for such encouragement. These
would be a yielding by the Mexican dele-

gates from their Insistence that a neutral
be named as provisional president, or.
second, that the mediators themselves
would make concessions which would
permit of the admission of the constitu-
tionalists to the Niagara Falls confer-
ence.

Hope la Renewed.
Indications In Washington last night

pointed altosether to the belief that the
renewed hope of the President and other
Washington officials Is due to negotia-
tions in regard to the admission ot the
constitutionalists to the Niagara Falls
gathering and not to any yielding on the
part of the Huerta delegates.

The understanding in Washington Is

that the United States and the media-
tors, realising that the medlaUon was
about to go on the rocks, have been
considering a)s and means of prolong-
ing the conferences In the hope of some
favorable development offering a solu-
tion of the difficulties.

Constitutionalist representatives ac-
knowledged though that ther knew of no
developments affecting the fundamentals
of the Mexican problem which would
warrant the administration's expressing
hopefulness. The Interpretation put
upon these expressions by Washington
generally was thai the United States
desired to prolong the conference and
to put the most encouraging face pos-
sible on the general situation.

All speculation In regard to the future
of medlaUon. so far as the Washington
government Is concerned, was, however.
In confusion as a result of the state-
ments Indicating that the break between
Carranxa and Villa .was widening, and
that Villa had proclaimed Qen. Angelea
proIslonal President of Mexico. At the
same time reports were received that
Gen. Carranxa had deposed Gen. Felipe
Angeles as acting minister ot war.

Xo Confirmation Here.
No official confirmation could be ob-

tained at the State Department ot thes
reports and the constltuUonallst leaders
In Washington were able to throw no
definite light on them. They had been
In communication with Carranxa late In
the afternoon and he had said nothing
about such developments. It was .ap-
parent though, that the members of the
constitutionalist Junta ere greatly wor-
ried over the latest reports from North-
ern Mexico. "

The altenUon of the Secretary of State
was yesterday called to what purported
to be a criticism of the conduct of Mr.
Douglas as attorney for the constitu-
tionalists. He was asked whether or
not the criticism was well founded. He
replied:

"Nov It Is not well founded. Any crlU-ds- m

of Judge Douglas' conduct In the
Mexican .matter would be ery- - unfair
to him. We have found him very frank
and candid In all his communications,
and we hae esteemed ourseles fortu-
nate In being able to communicate witn
and receive communications from the
constitutionalists through so trustworthy
a medium."

DENIES ANGELES IS CHIEF.

Constitutionalist Junta Here Con.
trndlrts IlnmorN

v Denial of the report from Niagara Falls
that Villa had designated Felipe Angeles
provisional president of Mexico was con-
tained In a telegram received by mem-
bers of the Junta here last night, com-
ing from an official of the Carranxa gov-
ernment, who conferred with Gen. Car-
ranxa yesterday.

The telegram also denied the report
that Gen. Felipe Angeles had been de-
posed by Carranxa from the posIUon ot
acting secretary of war of the consti-
tutionalist cabinet. Thls'report was based
on a rumor thajt Angeles failed to carry
out certain Instructions given blm by
the --first chief of the rebels, who
showed his displeasure in this form.

EXEMPTION FROM OPIUM BILL.

Physicians, surgeons and nurses will
be exempted from compliance with the
provisions of the opium bill. If an amend-
ment Introduced yesterday by Senator
Pomerene. ot Ohio, be adopted. Tho
amendment provides that 'physicians,
surgeons and nurses shall be allowed to
handle and dispense opium when such
action la necessary." .

week.

No concerted efforts have been made by
friends of the Commissioner to brine
about his nomination. Inasmuch as he ob- - '
Jected to any Influence being brought In
that direction. To Commissioner Oliver
P. Newman and other friends who ex-

pressed a willingness to aid toward his
elevation to the bench. Commissioner
Siddons has stated he was not a candi-
date, and felt that he ought to remain In
his position at the District Building to
carry out such policies to which he was
committed.

However, a few of his friends suggested
to Attorney General McReynolds that his
name be mentioned to the President for
the position.

While Mr. Siddons' appointment has
not been definitely decided upon, it is
practically admitted at the- - Vy'hlte House
that he Is the logical man for the post- -
tlon. I
