Getting a Start
(Cfeprrlsat int.)

The argument of this article ap-
plies to every walk of life, and to
every department of endeavor, but I
am especially addressing it to em-
ployes of every grade and station.

The memory cannot be depended
upon unlesr it is abnormal, and ab-

normal memories are too scarce to
be considered.

Let us suppose, for example, that
you are a bookkeeper or stenogra-
pher. You come in close touch with
the conduct and policy of the busi-
ness; and, although you may not be
allowed to take the initiative, the
business of your employer passes
through your hands, or before you,
like a series of moving pictures. It
is for you to say whether you will
fasten down, so to speak, what you
see, record it somewhere so that you
will not forget it.

Your-emplo- yer has told youi or
dictated a letter in which he says it,
that he will meet a certain person at
a certain place at a specified time.
Record the fact on the calendar, or
in your memoranda book, and bring
the matter to his attention, either on
the day of, or the day before, the
appointment

Your employer may say to you, "I
think that we would better write to
John Blank in a week or ten days."
Make a memorandum of this and re-

mind him of it
Your employer receives a letter,

hands it to you, and says, "L will not
answer this now, but later." Make a
memorandum of the letter and date.

Ascertain, if you can, your em-
ployer's regular appointments. He
may be a director of a bank and the
meetings may be held every Tues-
day; or he may occupy some official
or social position which requires his
attendance or attention at regular in-

tervals. Make memoranda of these
dates, and remind hira on the day
preceding each one, and also on the
day itself.

Corp ia Frost of Petenharr, Drinar fcpaeatt is Peak Before Theea,

tad Captarkf 1,760 Prkoaerj A Revelation of the Condi-

tion of Gnat's Army.

t Fifty years ago today the Confederates
made a sharp sally at the Second Army
Corps In front of Petersburg and turned
its name driving regiments in panic be
fore them and capturing 1.700 prisoners.

This blow wasa revelation of the weak-
ened condition of Grant's Army, result-
ing from his campaign against Lee. The
men had been worn down physically and
In morale In the forty-eig- ht days ot
ceaseless .fighting and marching through
which tbey had passed since leaving the
Rapldan.

The pace set by Grant had proven more
than the hardiest troops could bear with
out deterioration. The Second Corps, led
by Gen. Wlnfield B. Hancock, had been
th premier corps In the army. It had
carried on Its rolls at the beginning ot
the campaign no less than 43.000 names
and had 28,000 men present for duty. It
was. In fact an army In size.

Throughout the campaign th corps had
been chosen for the most dangerous and
arduous parts of the fighting. Whenever
a great assault was to be made on Lee a
breastworks It wss the Second Corps that
came first In Oen Grants plana. The
men and officers of the corps had always
Justly considered It the elite corps of
the army. .

Gen, Grant's battles hsd cost the Second
Corps n.000 men. and many of Its most
brilliant officers. In th assault at Cold
Harbor the corps was so badly shaken
that It was never thereafter the ssme
command. In the assault on Petersburg.
June IX. It had also lost very heavily.

history said little of the
condition of Grant's army when It ar
rived before Petersburg, but the official
records make It plain that the army
greatly needed rest This fact doubtless
had Influenced Gen. Grant in his decision,
on June IS. after three days ot fruitless
assaults on Petersburg, to drop aggres-
sive tactics and begin a siege.

Enemy Seised Opportunity.
The movement of the Second Corps on

June 21 was made a part ot the program
for Investing Petersburg. As yet the
Federal lines extended only three miles
from the Appomattox River, on the
southeast side of the city. It wss Grant's
purpose to extend the lines. If possible,
until they reached the river west ot
Petersburg. His first objective point In
the extension of the lines was the Wei-do- n

Railroad, the line running from
Petersburg to North Carolina.

To extend the lines to the railroad the
Sixth Corps and the Second Corps were
withdrawn from the lines where the as-

saults of May 8 had been made, and
were ordered to march on the afternoon
of June a to the vicinity of the Jerusa

KEEPING TRACK OF THINGS -
I suggest that you keep a card

catalogue or memoranda of names
and addresses, even though most of
these may be in the letter file; and
I should go further and recommend
that you carry on file names and ad-
dresses of visitors, with their busi-
ness or specialty, even though their
calls may seem to be unimportant at
the time.

If you have anything to do with
the telephone, keep an alphabetical
list of persons frequently called,
which can be readily consulted.

Have in your desk the time-tabl-

of all railroads running from your
town or city. At any moment jour
employer may desire information in
regard to a certain train, and the ar-
rival of that train at its destination
is second only in importance to the
time it leaves the home depot Your
employer is likely to say to you,
"What time this morning can I leave
for Blanktown. when --shall I arrive
there, and can I get a train returning
this evening?"

If the office does not supply you
with a memoranda calendar or diary,
purchase one at your own expense.

Do not, however, make the mis-
take made by a friend of mine, who
was systematic to the extreme as far
as recording things was concerned
and putting everything down, but
seldom looked at his calendar or
memoranda book.

You should consult your calendar
or memoranda book every morning
and glance at the pages of dates at
least a week ahead.

If your employer does not carry
some sort of a card catalogue, look
the matter up and report to him re-
garding it

To sum up, make memoranda of
everything, even though some things
may be of slight Better
have too many entries than too few.
Refer constantly to these memoran-
da and keep track not only of "your
employer's movements, but of all
those who come in contact with him.
