We are bound to say that the Senate proposal
seems to be more' equitable and practicable than that
which originated in the House. It was considered by
the best lawyers in the House and was even the opin-

ion 61 the Attorney General, if we are correctly in-

formed, that the result of the Clayton bill, if enacted
into law, would be to place decided impediments in
the working of the Sherman law, rather than to
clear away obstacles that have been already found
lying in its path. The terms of the Sherman law are
broad, simple, and inclusive. This is the great merit
of the law from the point of view of . prosecuting
officials or of any complainant wishing to bring any
particular practice withitr the purview of the statute.
An agreement or combination, or anything else that!
tends to restrain trade or commerce in any manner
or degree whatsoever, is illegal under the Sherman
law. To attempt to specify in terms of a supple-
mentary statute just what is legal and just what is
not legal under the Sherman law is, obviously, to re-

strict the operation of the law," and is not a good
thing from the point of view of those who are de
sirous of waging warfare upon trusts and monopolies.
Aside from this defect, which is plain on its face
een to a Iajman, the Clayton bill is extremely ob-

noxious to the business interests. It would interfere
in a grievous way with existing practices in business
and commerce that have been in common use for a
time when the memory of man runneth not to the
contrary; and an effort to enforce such meddlesome
restrictions would needlessly harass the smallest busi
ness man in the country as well as the greatest. The
merit of the amendment offered in the Senate, which
bears the name of Senator Newlands, is that it sweeps
away all these involved definitions and restrictions
and leaves the sole ground of action under the ami
trust law "an unfair competition" whenever it is found
that exists. In principle, a regulation of sort
is the same as that which already exists under the
Sherman law.

But the Newlands amendment seems to us itself
very objectionable on other grounds and, while it is
better than the bill fathered by Representative Clay
ton, is, nevertheless, a measure that can only cause
bother and trouble to our sorely distressed business
concerns. It may be said that it only involves the
enforcement in a somewhat larger way of the methods
already in practice by the Bureau of Corporations;
but any more detailed and exhaustive prying into
business by the government than already exists would
be an unbearable nuisance. The pith of the whole
proceeding in any instance would be to establish what

and what is not "unfair competition." In the last
result would have to come before the United
States courts just as it does now; and what the New-lan-

amendment proposes is to establish a great
intermediary body with power to send for persons
and papers and muss into everybody's private affairs,
all for the purpose of informing this body as to some
thing the vague and general domain of "unfair
competition" which must finally come before the
courts for an independent and final adjudication.

The more subject is turned over and con
sidered, the more it will be discovered that the Sher
man law had better be left just where it stands with-

out amendment or amplification, and that any at-

tempt to narrow the debatable ground under it will
only make ground wider.

The Rural Trolley

At first it seemed such a blessing. One could get
on at the old farm gate and go any time. At the
pasture bars, where the boy milked the cows at twi-

light, the spruced-u- p young fellow an hour later got
on the trolley for an evening in the far-aw- little
city. Indeed, everybody on the farm at first laughed
for joy when the trolley line was surveyed over the
hills.

But the trolleys eat up money as a flock of sheep
denude a pasture. Few rural lines are content with
a lo-ce-nt fare, and many ask twice that The farmer,
realizes it at last as the hole in his pocket And it
eats up time, though on the face of things the promise
was of a saving of time. The net result, on the
ledger of time, is a severe loss. For it seems so easy
to go that going is more than quadrupled.

The trolley is inimical to the product of the farm,
because the laborer has gone somewhere else rather
than to the corn field. And the laborer does not get
to bed early. He comes in from the village on "the
last trolley," which is nigh to midnight It is hard
to get up at sunrise, in the old way. The trolley
farmer is sleepy-eye- d half the mornings of the week.
And it certainly tells on his health. He is less robust
than the old

The trolley interrupts knitting, the stocking-dar- n

ing and the general needlework which grandma and
the girls do on the summer veranda. The temptation
to "see who is on ihe trolley" as it creeps up the hill,
the open car, is irresistible. There is nothing done
with the needle till the trolley is passed out of sight
This waste of time is enormous in the course of a
season.

The trolley does not fit the landscape. It is not
poetic like the old stage coach with its magnificent
horses. It contrasts to the shame and confusion of the
ox-ca- and the handsome-face- d, roughly dressed boy
driver gets down to hide behind the cart tail till the
trolley passes. A trolley car would not paint well
side by side with a load of hay or pumpkins. No
artist would attempt such a grotesque.

And when the car has to slow down to get by a
herd of Alderneys the shapely cows outshine the non-
descript vehicle in the scarlet shafts of As
for the colts in the pasture, they refuse even to be
frightened, and do no prancing. They stare contemp-
tuously at a conveyance that has come to do the heavy
work and release the horses to errands of pleasure
or "courting" moonlight drives.

The trolley has no use for the picturesque water-
ing though falling into neglect, nor for the guidepost
at the four corners, nor for the "thank-ye-mams- ," the
water bars, in the highway now fading away. The
wayside spring no longer quenches thirst with its
glorious elixir, at least I do not see people kneeling
to it The trolley would not stop for that. The wild
flowers along the way bloom unnoticed, for the trolley
is such a speeder that only the distant landscape gets
any attention.

The buzz of the motor is not a musical sound
along the valley. There is nothing more dissonant
The winds do manage to make cheery music of a
mowing machine's laughing clatter. But no wind can
get up an echo by wafting the trolley's roar against
the hills. The noise is disturbing. It tells vou some
one is coming and rouses you from your hammock
that jou may sit up and take note who is on the cars.
The invasion is constant, by night as well as by day.
The sublime solitude of the hill country is desecrated,
an intruder is in the temple with a gong !

There arc no police along the countryside, to be
sure, and it used to be our boast that none were
needed. But now we hear of a possible rural con-
stabulary. If you 'are a woman returning home from
the village church at evening, you favor the con-
stabulary. For the conductor will not put off the
intoxicated man, whom in pity he transports to the
fellows own farm gate. There are few situations
more embarrassing to women than a rural trolley at
night when roystering vouth think their license is the
proper end of "making a day of it"

Mr. McClure answered, "but I cannot
say. because I do not know, whether th
payment I made for these memoirs waa
the largest ever made by an American
magazine publisher for work of that
kind.

"It wasn't nearly as as th
amount paid to John Morley for writin
the biography of Gladstone. When I waa
in England recently I waa told that Mor-
ley received S50.0QO for writing that book
