Diplomat and Author Has Proposal to

Extend Friendly Relations of
Two Nations.

Rome. June 27. Preceding his depart-

ure on a brief sojourn In New York and
Washington. Ambassador Thomas Nel-

son Page declared that the chief reason
for his trip home was not a vacation, but
a desire to give concrete form to his
plan to consolidate the present friendly
relations between Italy and the United
States.

He also intended, he said, to discuss
with Secretary Bryan a number of pend-
ing questions.

Dealing with his pet project of Improv--
llng internalonal relations. Mr. Page said:

Adverse criticisms oi American poli-
cies and captious comments on Ameri-
can domestic affairs which appear from
time to time In Italian papers are the
direct outcome of a lack of knowledge
on the part of the public as to the true
condition of affairs at home. In my
opinion, while we have grown more sen-

sitive to foreign criticism, as shown by
the attitude of our press during the Pan-
ama tolls question and our controversy
with Mexico, little has been done to
spread a wider knowledge about our
Ideals, policies, and Institutions.

Italy's iKnornnce of I. S.

Take the case of Italy. Notwith-
standing the large number of repatriated
Immigrants who made fortunes In the
l'nlted States, whose love for our coun-
try Is sincere and deep, we, as a people,
are very little known here. The average
Italian knows little about America be-

yond what he In newspapers, which
often Is not the best that can be chron-
icled about us.

Unfortunately the same applies to th
American press, which Is ready to chron
icle the evil exploits of a few degenerate
Italians, but seldom finds room to praise
the good deed of thousand whose work
helps swell our national exchequer The
result Is a deplorable misunderstanding
and the absence of those sentiments of
mutual esteem and appreciation which
foster friendship between nations.

$100,000 EXPERIMENTS
WITH NOVEL SEAPLANE

English Company Is Perfecting a Ma-

chine that Will Withstand Much
Buffeting by Waves.

Spreitl Cable to The Waihiorton Hrrald.
London. June 27. Experiments, the cost

of which is already J100,OIX), have recent-
ly been made by a west of England aero-
plane company with a'noel kind of sea-
plane. This machine Is fitted with a
marine addition to an aerial propellor.
As a matter of fact, the seaplane has
not yet got aloft, as the experiments
hava been confined to a
marine engine, but It now appears feas-
ible to flt the larger engine required.

The advantage of this machine will be
that It will enable the pilot to navigate
his craft on the surface of the water
when he Is forced to descend through
lack ot petrol, engine failure or other
causes. The vessel will have: to be con-
structed to withstand much buffeting.

If this seaplane is successful It will
probably foreshadow a type of huge sea-
going craft able to travel alongside the
fleet or patrol coasts like a destroyer.
Such a machine would also be able to
carry a ton or more of ammunition or
fuel, and it would enable the lighter du-

ties of aircraft and scouting from ships
at sea to be performed by the float type
of machine. rilng from or alighting on
the deck of a battleship.

SALVAGE EXPERTS' EYES

ON WRECK OF EMPRESS

Agree There Is a Chance to Recover

$1,000,000 Worth of Silver

Aboard Sunken Liner.

PERILOUS WORK IS DESCRIBED

Hrl CaKe to Th WajduBrlnti Hfrald.
London. June 27. Salvage experts here

agree that there Is a fair chance of re
covering the million dollars' worth of
silver said to be aboard the sunken Em-

press of Ireland. R. H. Davis, managing
director of the salvage company, called
attention today to the following success-
ful operations of this sort. An example
follows:

Four thousand one hundred snd twenty-si- x

bars of sliver of the value of JI.SS1.900.
forty-si- x boxes of gold, of the value of
Jl.000,000. and nine boes of silver, of the
value of S3.K0. a total value of CCC.TSO
recovered from the Oceana, which was
wrecked In about thirteen fathoms of
water off Eastbourne.

The Empress of Ireland is said to be
lying on her side ln seventeen fathoms
IOC feet of water.

"At this depth," Mr. Davis said, "a man
cannot remain safely for a longer time
than thirty or forty minutes. He would
have to allow himself, moreover, about
half an hour to get to the surface, the
ascent from the depth being a painfully
slow business.

"When a man works at these submarine
depths he Is subject to an abnormal pres-
sure which Is Increased by four and a
half pounds for every ten feet he goes
down. At work beneath fathoms of water
his blood tissues become saturated with
nitrogen.

"For this reason he has to bo most
careful ln ascending to the surface, for
otherwise a sort of effervescence would
be set up ln the blood vessels and caure
paralysis.

There Is no difficulty In getting divers
for salvage operations. Most of our men
are navy divers, who are with-
out doubt the most scientifically trained
in the world.

WAGES WAR ON AEROPLANES.

New "Destroyer" Is Most Terrible
of Aerial Flshlera.

Paris. June 27. The military aviation

commission ha finally adopted a type of
aeroplane Intended solely for destroying
an enemy's aeioplanes and dirigibles.

For obvlpus reasons it Is not posslb'e
to give the secret details of Its construc-
tion, hut the fact that It has passed satis-
factory tests means that it is a machine
armor-cla- d with special steel plating,
capable of carrying a pilot and passenger
and a sufficient quantity of petrol and
special bombs and other projectiles. The

Christian Code.

of Delhi, was lecturing on the Mo-

hammedan faith at Caxton Hall, there
suddenly mounted the platform an ex-

ceedingly attractive young Englishwom-
an, who announced -

"I am Gwendolln Fair, and I here pub-
licly declare that I embrace the faith of
Islam absolutely and entirely "

She repeated the Arabic formula:
"La Illah Ilia Man Muhammad Ra-su- lu

'illah (There Is no God but God. and
Mahomet Is the prophet of God ) She then
received the blessing of the lecturer and
resumed her seat

The Right Hon. Syed Ameer AH, who
presided, said that there were many er-
roneous views prevalent about the re
ligion of Islam. One of the most pro-
nounced was that under Islam women
were downtrodden. The exact contrary
was the fact, he said. Under Islamic
laws women had many more strictly de-
fined rights than thy had under the
Christian law. For Instance, a woman
had a right to a share of her father's
fortune one-ha- lf that Inherited by the
son. As a married woman she had an
absolute right ln all her own property,
and further.' as a mother, she had a
legal right to a share of her son's for-
tunes. Under Islamic law a woman could
take up any profession and might even
become a Judge. There was no room,
he added, for a suffragist movement In
any Mahometan country.

In November last Lord Headley public-
ly announced his conversion from Chris-
tianity to Islam, giving as his reasons
Its "purity and simplicity. Its freedom
from dogma and sarcedotallsm. and Its
obvious truth." The late Lord Stanley
of Alderley was another convert In the
English peerage.

FRENCH EXPORTS SHOW
$10,000,000 DECREASE

Customs Figures State Increase of
$40,000,000 in Imports Due to

Bad Harvests.

Paris. June 27. The French customs
department has Issued the statistics of
the export and import trade of France
with her colonies and foreign states for
the first four months of the year. These
figures show altogether as compared
with the corresponding period of 1913. an
Increase of nearly M0.00C.COO ln imports,
but a decrease of over 110.000.000 In ex-
ports.

The Increase In Imports is almost en-
tirely In agricultural products and raw
manufacturing material, owing to the
bad harvest ln France, wljlle there Is a
slight deficit in the Import of ready-mad- e

goods The export of manufactured goods
shows 'a decrease of tQ,(1X.V1. and food-
stuffs dropped by over J7.500.000. which
practically balanced the Increased export
of raw material.
