Indeed the recent history of European
royalty would lead to the belief that the
mysterious theory of "equal birth" 13
rapidly breaking down. Since beautiful
Princess Sophia, of Saxe-Welm- killed
herself because she was restrained from
wedding --a simple nobleman, the disinte-
grating tendency has been still stronger.

Queen Starr Fnctor.
Probably the greatest single factor in

breaking down the walls of Hohenzollern
tradition ot exclusiveness Is the curious
position of Queen Mary of England.

She Is the granddaughter of a German
morganatic marriage. Her grandfather,
eon of Duke Alexander of Wurttemberg,
renounced his royal rank to contract a
morganatic union with the Polish Count-
ess Claudtne von Rhedy. He then was
created Prince and Duke of Teck.

So the Tecks do not belong to the
TUgher nobility" of Germany. This class

includes only those who held the title
under the Holy Roman Empire. If Prin-
cess Mar- - of Teck had remained in
Germany she could only have been the
morganatic wife of even the younsist
son of a reigning German family.

Indeed, her marriage with a member
of a family which had once reigned, but
long ago- - lost its possessions, would have
been morganatic

By this Quaint theory of "equal birth,"
a marquis or even a duke may not save
the "equal birth" of a plain count. kup-posi-

the count's family is in the musty
old list of the Holy Roman Empire and
the duke and marquis are not.

The Inconsistency of the "equal birth"
theory was once admitted with much
sang frold by Kaiser Friedrich. father of
the present Emperor, according to an
anecdote widely quoted. A country gen-
tleman of the lowest rank was discussing
families with Friedrich and finally ex-

claimed: "I can't say I understand all
these rules, but I claim my family is
quite as good as the Hohenzollerns!"

"Very true," quoth the Kaiser, "but the
Hohenzollerns have got on faster!"

Some Fnmnni 3Inrrlni;rs.
Perhaps the better standing of "unequal

marriages" is to be attributed to the al-

most uniform felicity of such matches.
Two nonroyal marriages In the English
reigning family, that of Queen Victoria's
daughter Louise to the late Duke of Ar-
gyll, and of King George's sister Louise
to the Duke of Fife, turned out most

to the parties directly lnvolve.1
and at the same time did much to build
up the present good feeling between the
English rulers and their people.

In Germany, Frederick William II,
Kln?of Prussia from 1744 to 1797, bought
off his royal wife to agree to a separation
so he could morganatlcally marry Frau-lel- n

von Voss. a maid of honor to his
daughter. Princess Frederick. The Klnics
father-in-la- the old Duke of Bruns-
wick, actually arranged the ration
of his royal daughter and the morganatic
marriage with her rival. There was 'lt-tl- e

romance about this transaction, but
the King proved happier with his nor.
ganatlc wife than he had been with bis
mate of "equal birth."

So eajrer was Prince Constance of
Hohenzollern to marry morganatlcally
the daughter of Baron Schcnk that he
abdicated the governorship of the ty

of Hohenzollern In 1S50 in fnvor
of the King of Prussia. The King gra-
ciously created the bride-to-b- e Co.:ntess
of Rothenberg, and "they lived hart II;
ever afterward."

That same year Prince Adalbe-- f. ot
Prussia, for whom the present Kaiser',
third son is named, made a morgcjiatlc
match with the famous German dancer,
Theresa Elsser, who had been create!
Baroness of Barnlm.

Married nn Arlrrmi.
Then there is the famous struggle of

Duke George II of to
secure recognition for his wife, avho was
Ellen Franr. a popular actress. She was
the daughter of an English woman and a
Neurmburg schoolmaster. On their wed-
ding day In 1S7X- - or immediately there-
after, every one of the court Mlgnitaries
and all the ministers of state resigned.
.All sorts or downright insults
heaped upon the head of the talented
woman until her tormentors received the

title "souls of lackeys.'
The colonel of a Prussian regiment sta.
tioned in Meinlngen forbade his officers
to greet the wife of the duke (now a
baroness) when --she passed them. The
Hohenzollerns Ignored her.

By a curious coincidence, on the day
when his son publicly announced his
coming morganatic marriage the Kniser
for the first time sent a message of

"After Wllhelm heard her sing-h- e could
not resist her," is the saying with regspj
to the removal .of the Kaiser's opposition.
She Is not strikingly beautiful, but he- -
pieasing appearance has made her a
brilliant star In the stodgy court of the
German Empress, All .the other women
attached to the Empress' service have
been in her service since the early days
or her marriage, and all are old enough
to De grandmothers.

The countess' best friend in her love
affair has been the Crown Princess

whose brother Is the Grand Duke
of Mecklenburg, of which the countess'
father is minister of state. Coming from
the same place to Berlin and with the
same vivacity, good looks, and pleasure
in pretty clothes and piquant society.
they naturally formed an alliance against
the stiff and conventional surroundings.

The day after the marriage of Prince
Oscar and Countess the royal ts m

will confer a settlement upon his
wife. This is the "morgengabe" (morn-
ing gift), from which the term 'mor-
ganatic" comes.

The marriage ceremony differs from the
usual custom In that the bride joins her
right hand to the bridegroom's left hand
(a token of their unequal birth) and for
this she cannot Inherit the .estates of her
husband or receive his royal name.

Hence, the day after the marriage he
bestows a new title upon her, according
to the arrangements of the state, and-- a

financial settlement.
This morganatic marriage Is consid-

ered as founding an entirely new family:
The Kaiser will grant the family a new
name and Prince Oscar will be paw a
lump sum instead of his princely allow-
ance.

Morganatic marriages have from time
to time been attacked ds equivalent to
concubinage.

This is a mistake, for the whole sys-
tem of morganatic marriages has been
built up by the Protestant Church to pre.
serve the purity of the marriage relation
and at the same time preserve the .taas-tit- y

of royalty.
The royal bridegroom cannot marry

again In the lifetime of his morganatic
wife unless she. is regularly divorced.

The children take the title and rank of
the mother, but they invariably obtain
high office and rich emoluments from the
royal family when they are grown and.
as In the case of the Tecks, frequently
marry into royalty.

"Gen. Angeles was a commander In the

federal army; he was sent on a commis-
sion to Europe by Huerta: he stayed
there until the month of October. 1913:

He received
money for his family and for his trip; he
was welcomed by Mr. Carranza. who. In
view of Angeles being a technical mili-
tary man. appointed him ry of
his war department. His nomination was
well accepted by the revolutionary lead-
ers, as "they considered him entirely edu-
cated in politics under the federal Ideas.
As a matter of fact, he always tried to
keep apart from Mr. Carranza and the

leaders.
