LURTOFS SUCCESSOR SOON;

OLD RULE BLOCKS TAFT

The death of Justice Lurton means
that President Wilson wiirbe called on
to make his first appointment to
Supreme bench.

Before the death of Justice Lurton.
the Supreme Court was made up of six
Republicans and three Democrats. By
the death of Justice Lurton the Demo-
cratic representation on the bench Is
reduced to two Chief Justice White and
Associate Justice Lamar. It Is gen-
erally assumed that a Democratic Presi-
dent will feel Impelled, under such cir-
cumstances, to name a Democrat to suc-
ceed Justice Lurton. Furthermore, there
has been an unwritten rule in the Sen-
ate, which must confirm the nomina-
tion, that the minority representation
on the Supreme bench shall not fall bo-lo- w

three at any time.
This situation will confront eminent

men of all shades of political belief, who
would be glad to see the President nom-
inate former President Taft as the suc-
cessor of Justice Lurton. Mr. Taft went
on the Federal bench originally when he
was a young man in the expectation that
he would reach the Supreme bench be- -
fore he closed his career.
