HUERTA NOT TO MEET DIAZ

Special Cable to The Washington Herald.
Mexico City, July 27. The delegates of

President Carbajal left Mexico City over
the Mexican Railroad at 6 o'clock to-

night for Saitillo. They will be met at
Gonzales JuncUon by an escort fur-
nished by Carranza. Gonzales marks
the southermost boundary of the terri-
tory controlled by the constitutionalists.

It Is understood that Carbajal's dele-
gates are Instructed to demand com-
plete amnesty for federal officials .and
military as a price of the surrender of
the capital to the cpnstltutionallsts.
There Is much speculation here as to
the outcome of the conference.

Kingston, Jamaica. July 17. Gen.

would start a new revolution in Mexico.

"Such a report is unfrue." said Huerta

SLDDONS ON LOOKOUT

FOR PENSION FUNDS

Commissioner Hopes to Have Police

and Firemen's Bill Passed at Next

Session of Congress.
Commissioner Slddons hopes with the

would like to see it so arranged
that when a fireman 'or policeman reach-
ed a certain age he could be automatical-
ly retired. Now It Is necessary for him
to become physically unable to do his
duties before he can be pensioned.

ANGLICANS DISCUSS KTKUYU CASE

London, July 27. Fourteen bishops of
the Anglican church. representing
churches in Great Britain and the colon-
ies, met today at Lambeth Palace to
reach a setUement of the heresy con-
troversy known as the KIkuyu case. The
Archbishop of Canterbury presided. The
four representatives expected from
America were not present

The charges were brought some months
ago by Xhe Bishop of Zanzibar against
the missionary bishops of Uganda and
