Railways and the Mails.

It may reasonably be assumed that not even Sena-
tor Cummins or Senator La Follette will find fault
with the activities of the Committee on Railway Mail
Pay in seeking to restrain Congress from taking hasty
action upon the Moon bill, which would compel the
railroads to tramsport the mails at a rate of compen-
sation to be determined by the Postmaster Ceneral
The railroads are opposing the Moon bill for the ex-
cellent reason that the author of the measure has
estimated that its effect would be to reduce the mail-
carrving revenues of the roads §3,000000 a vear, and
Fthis item has assumed serious proportions since the
disappointing decision of the Interstate Commerce
Commission regarding increased freight rates.

The railroads have many other reasons for ob-
jecting to the Moon hill—concerming which they were
denied a hearing—and among them 1s one which espe-
cially appeals to the common sense of the public. For
two years past a Congressional commission, of which
Hon. Jonathan Bourme, jr, is chairman, has been
conducting an exhaustive investigation into the ques-
tion of compensation for mail carrving, and now
when the commission is about ready to submit its
report to Comgress, action is being urged pn the
Moon bill, prepared without reference to the work
of the Bourne Commission. Such proceeding surely
indicites the absence of any desire to ascertam the
truth, to profit b+ == investigation of an extremely
intnicate subject or to legislate with any regard for
the equities of the cave. Two years' work of a Con-
gressional commussion is to count for naught

The present system of determining the rates to be

'mid the roads, by a weighing process every four

vears at a large expense to the governmment, is anti-
quated and indefensible, and apparently inflicts an in-
justice upon the roads, whose officials claim they are
at present underpaid about $15000000 2 year. The
Moon bLill perpetuates the objectionable features of the
present system and reduces the roads' revenue by sev-
eral million dollars annually.

Whatever may be the view of the postal authorities
and thE advocates of the Moon bill, it is a safe asser-
tion that the American people are making no demand
that the rallroads carry the mails at a loss. They, of
course, cannot refuse to perform this public service,
and in their present condition of depleted revenues
and increased operating expenses, it certainly would
appear to be an injustice to deny them a hearing upon
a measure that would compel them to transport the
mail at a rate which they claim can be o0 determined
by the Postmaster General as to amount to confiscation.

At all events, intelligence and simple economies
dictate that action on the Moon hill should await the
forthcoming report of the Congressional commission.

The Rhine's breast-pilk gushing cold and bright,

Pale ns the moon and maddening as her light
is rum, Sir, T repudiate the loathsome vulgarism as
an insult to the first miracle wrought by the Founder
of our religion. 1 believe in temperance, nay, almdst
in abstinence, for healthy people. I trust that I prac-
tice both. But let me tell you there are companics
of men of genius into which I sometimes go, where
the atmosphere of intellect and sentiment is so much
tore stimulating than alcohol, that if T thought fit
to take wine it would be to keep me sober. Among
the geptlemen [ have known, few if any were ruined
by drinking My few drunken acquaidfances were
generally roined before they became drunkards. The
habit of drinking is often a vice, no doubt—some-
times a misfortune—as when an almost irresistible
hereditary propensity exists to indulge in it—but
oftenest of all a punishment.”

Near the town of Franklin Gen Rou-
seau made another attack ppon the rald-
era, but was repulsed The Confederates
Jost a number of killed. including Mnaj
Gen. John H. Kelly.

Early in September, while Gen Wheel-
er was recruiting In Middle Tennessee,
he received peremptory orders to rejoin
Gen. Hood's army. Leaving about 1200
of his men to re-enforce Gen. N. B. For-
rest. who had invaded Tenneases from
Missisaippl, Gen. Wheelor made his way
back to Georgia and united with Gen
Hood about two weeks after tha fall of
Atlanta.

Wheeler's cavalry, destroying and dam-
aging railroads, had taken about 5% pris-
oners. Their losa, according to Gen.
Wheeler's report, was not more than 15
men killed, wounded, and missing. “I
brought out more than 2,000 recruits for
my own =nd other commandw'™ Gen.
Wheeler wrote, “and brought out at least
50 absentees fromm the zrmy who wore
returned to their proper commands.™
