How to Levy a Tax.
It is not probable that Chairman Underwood will

follow the advice of John Boyle in preparing a war
revenue bill, however much confidence he may have
in the veteran financial writer's experience in raising
revenue or his understanding of, the effect the Euro
pean war may have upon our finances. Mr. Boyle
advises the Ways and Means Committee to levy a
war tax of $5 a head "on the Prohibitionists because
they do not now contribute their share of revenues
for the support of the government, whereas the men
who smoke and drink contribute $3 a piece to keep
the government going. The statement Sf facts pre-

sented by Mr. Boyle is probably correct, but the con-

clusion he draws that a tax of $5 er head on all
Prohibitonjsts would produce $150,000,000 revenue is
no more warranted than the various predictions as
to what will be the final result of this great Euro
pean war.

Mr. Boyle innocently bases his calculations on the
prophecies of Capt. Hobson and other milium heroes
of prohibition, shut Mr Underwood has had con
siderable experience in testing the windmills of Capt
Hobson's fancy, not only in" his latest crusade for
prohibition in Alabama, but in the numerous mythical
invasions of the Japs the captain has produced when-
ever a naval appropriation bill was under considera-
tion. Capt Hotison has so many times blocked the
harbor entrances of this country against tooth foreign
and domestic foes that Mr. Underwood has come to
find more entertainment in Hobson's militant move
ments than in those of Don Quixote and his faithful
squire Sancho Panza against the windmills of Europe.

If Mr. Boyle will drop the lamentations and
prophecies of Capt Hobson and his good squire Dr.
Dinwiddie, and turn to the election tables he will find
that the Prohibitionists in 1912 numbered just 207,--
yjy voters or 1 -3 per cent or uiose who went to
the polls on election day. A tax of $5 a head would
produce $1,030,705 in one year or less than the amount
the smokers and drinkers voluntarily contribute to
the Federal Treasury in one day. Such a tax would
not pay the expenses of Uncle Sam even on election
day when he takes an official census of the Prohi-
bitionists.

- Mr. Boyle will see that his suggestibn cannot help
Mr. Underwood in drafting a bill for collecting a
war tax when we have no war. There might, how-
ever, be found a way to reach these people of whom
Mr. Boyle complains as paying no part of the gov
ernment expenses. That would be by a tax, even
a small tax, on the speeches of Hobson and Din
widdie and the other militant Prohibitionists who are
raging up and down this part of the earth com
manding mythical armies greater than those of the
combined forces of Europe to fight imaginary dragons
with their tongues. We might raise more millions
than Mr. Boyle dreams of and fill the Treasury to
overflowing by such a tax, if wie could only collect it

Time to Restore the Sugar Duty.
Of all the products of daily consumption which

have advanced in price since war began in Europe
sugar easily takes the lead, hatirlg almost doubled
in cost to the consumer in the last ten days. The
enactment of the Underwood tariff bill dealt a stae- -
gering blow to the sugar producing industry of the
United States, reduced the national revenues Sen.- -
000,000 but" failed to reduce the cost of the product
to the consumer to any appreciable extent. The out.
break of the war finds us with our own sugar in-

dustry paralyzed and our people forced to pay famine
prices for sugar without putting one additional penny
in the .treasury.

With importations of all products from Europe
practically suspended, cutting off our customs rev-
enues from that source, the administration is con-
fronted with the problem of raising $100,000,000 an-
nually by additional taxation. With the income tax
already in operation, to offset the reduction in cus-
toms revenue brought about by the Underwood bill.
and with food prices soaring to unheard-o- f heights
the government is at its wits' ends to discover a
means of raising the moneyi It seems almost in-

evitable that it must restore customs duties in some
directions. While our trade with Europe is prac
tically shut off, we are still importing valuable car
goes from other parts of the world and these should
be made to restore our depleted revenues to a con
siderable extent. Above all, the duty on sugar-shoul-

be promptly restored, not primarily because of any
immediate revenue that may thus be produced, but
iorder to rehabilitate the sugar producing indus
try in uiis country. 11 may De argued that the pre-
vailing war prices offer sufficient encouragement fo'r
the resumption of production, but producers who
have been driven out of business by the tariff law
and forced into other enterprises cannot be ex-
pected to return to the, sugar industry merely to
take advantage of an emergency, with the prospect
ot peing left in their original plight when it passes.
The sugar industry can only be rehabilitated bv a
permanent tariff provision to insure it a profitable
existence.

before she was adaptable to commercialuses. The somewhat obvious question
of a clear title to the ship 'did noi ap-
pear to occur to him, notwithstanding
mine oi saie was signed by Capt.
J. D. Bulloch, naval agent of the Con-
federate States. The fact that the Brit-
ish cuttom-hous- e Issued a register to
the vessel, under her new ownership, ap-
peared to satisfy Mr. Bates as to thevalidity of his title.

Before the refitting of the Georgia was
completed, a representative of the Por-tuguese government offered to chartetthe vessel of Mr. Bates, to ply betweenLisbon and Portugal's possessions In
Africa. The offer was advantageous, anathe charter waa effected.

When, on August 11. the Georgia, underthe British flag and a Porfuirii char
ter neither, of which changed Mr. Ad-
ams' views as to her status sailed from
Liverpool, the American consul theresent a message to Commodore ThomasT. Craven, commanding the U. S. SNiagara, then at Lisbon, to watch forher.

Commander Craven had been at Liver-
pool to observe the Georcia. and han
sajica nence tor Laoon August S, ar-
riving Ujere August 11. Salting from thatport August 14. he. laid In wait off the
mouth of the Tagus. at a point on the
coast- - which the Georgia must pass to
make port.

The expected prise appeared as ex-
pected, being sighted at 9a) a. m. Au-
gust 15. In fifteen minutes she was
Drought to with a shot from the Niagara.

Unarmed, the Georgia could make no
resistance. A prise crew was put on
board, and the ship was ordered to Bos-
ton for adjudication of her case before
a prize court--

After a slow voyage, due to machinery
trouDies, sne put in at Hampton Roads.
Thence she proceeded northward. Off
Montauk Point her machinery was ren-
dered useless by the breaking of her
condenser. Her prise commander Act-
ing Master Jacob Kimball, succeeded In
getting her under sail Into New London.
arriving there September 2.

Thence the Gorgia was taken to
Bedford, where she was duly libelled
as a prize. In the proceedings for her
condemnation Mr. Bates submitted evi-
dence that he acted In good faith In
buying the Gorgla. .The court con-
demned the Georgia aa a prize of war.
The case went to the Supreme Court ol
the United States, which In 1SS con-
firmed the of the lower court.
