Press the
mixture Into a claret glass and set on
the Ice. Remove the loaf formed and
cut Into thin slices for the salad.

CITSTABD.

A good way to make baked custard Is
to drop the yolk of an egg in a custard
cup, add a big teaspoonful of sugar, two
gratings of nutmeg, and about five table- -
spoonfuls of unskimmed milk, put the
cup In hot water and bake slowly until
the custard Is firm until a knife thrust
In It comes out clean. Beat the white
stiff, add a small tablespoonful of sugar,
beat again and pile on top of the custard
and garnish with a maraschino cherry In
the center of the nterlngue. Cool and
serve.

THE ECONOMY OF VARIETY.

One of the greatest foes to successful
economy In cooking I. monotony. Who
like, to eat rice when rice la always
plain boiled rice, flavorless and colorless,
made palatable only by the addition of
salt or sugar and milk? To be sure, plain
boiled rice Is acceptable now and again,
but the housewife who want, to make
use of the high economic values ot rice
must be full of resources and must seek
variety in serving it.

A lade of variety seem, to be one of the
worst fault, of American cooking: To
many a farmer', wife there Is but one
possible way of serving any of the sum-
mer vegetables. Squash Is always boiled
and mashed, beets are always boiled and
served In vinegar, potatoes are either
boiled or fried, corn Is always "on the
cob,' and cucumber, are, of course, for-
ever cold raw sliced. But there are a
dozen ways of serving each of the vege
tables, and the successful housewife never
allows herself to get In a rut where va-
riety Is unknown. It is probably because
we American housewives have been so
well provided with nature!., bounty that
we have not had to learn the lesson of
variety before this. To the French or
Italian cook, who has fewer vegetables
and fewer kinds of food, variety U nec
essary. The Italian cook knows fifty way.
of cooking macaroni. It Is a subject for
endless possibilities.

Of course, we will have to admit it. lack
of variety shows laziness not. laziness ot
body, but mental laziness. It is the cook
whose mind has but one Idea of any one
article who wearies us with a monotonous
diet. Sometimes monotony diet Is a kinder each various possible ays
sign that the cook needs a rest, that she
should take her mind for a while off from
the endless task of three meals a day, so
that she can later come back with a new
way ot looking at her task of cooking.

Cheese gingerbread One-ha- lf cup of
molasses, one-ha- lf cup of sugar, four
ounces of cheese, two cups of flour, one
teaspoonful of soda, two teaspoonfuls
ginger, one-ha- lf teaspoonwul salt three-quarte- rs

cup water
Nut and cheese roast One cupful grat-

ed cheese, one cupful chopped English
walnuts, one cupful breadcrumbs, two
toblespoonfuls chopped onions, one table-
spoonful butter, lemon Juice, salt and
pepper. Cook the onion until It Is soft
chop and mix with other Ingredients.
Moisten the whole with water and bake.

WORTH REMEMBERING.

To remove the rusty appearance from
black suede shoes, rub with equal quan-
tity of olive oil and black Ink.

Rub paraffin on the thread of a foun-
tain pen before screwing on the head and
It will arevent leaking.

Adding a little sugar to water for cut
flowers keeps them fresh longer.

When putting away silk waists tako
out shields, as they are apt to crack the
silk.

WORTH KNOWING.
