Agriculture to look out for army-worm
moths with one artificially colored wing.

The department’s entomologists are
eatching army-worm moths where they
are pientiful. coloring one wing of sach,
and then llberating them In the same
territory, »o that they may determine
whether these moths iy directly west, or
north, and how guickly and {ar they will
spread. A better knowledze of the hab-
ita of this pest should enable the depart-
ment to control lts spread No moths
arg o be let Joose where thelr liberation
could possibly add to the natural dam-

The moths are already showing them-
selves In Vieginia and in Maryland, and
the department’'s agents are catching
specimens at Portamouth and Charlottes-
ville, in Virginia., and Hagerstown. In
Maryland The agents at Portsmouth
ars applying a red staln to one wing of
each specimen causht, those at Char
lottesville a biack or yellow stain, ana
thoss at Hagerstown a viclet color. Then
the moths are left tn follow the natural
eourse they would have pursued.
