If your market basket, clothes baaket, |
or waste-paper basket of willow ahows |
a fow loosse ends, put It to soak for
twenty minlites in lukewarm water, Reat
it on the part that is to be repalred,
then furn In enough water to soak this
part.

Never try to bend willow
srips while they are dry. as they will
be sure to snap off, If you use liquid
glue for mending, cover the mended joint
with shellac varnish after the glue hul
dried. During damp, muggy weather
glue ia apt to loosen andvallow the mend-
ed article to come apart. Shellac var-
nish is Impervious to molsture and mo
prevents the glus from being attacked
It ls also of & neutral color and does
not show,

When the cane seats of chairs have be-
come stretched, take a teaspoonful of
washing soda and dissolve It In & guart
of boiling water.
