"EUROPE LOOKS TO AMERICA"

Representing millions of spirited
women In Europe who earnestly look
to the United States as a savior, Mme.
Rosike Schwlmmer, of Budapest, Hun-gar- ).

Is In Washington and will see
President Wilson this afternoon In an
effort to effect European peace.

"I have everything for ail eternity to
come to gain by this Interview with
President Wilson and I do not wish to
put one possible obstacle In my path-
way," she said.

Mme. Schwlmmer, who Is secretary of
the International Woman Suffrage Al
liance, gave some personal Ideas of the
great conflict and declares that a state
of despair reigns over entire Europe.
Europe.

"As soon as one decisive battle Is over.
all hope of mediation will be lost. That
is why my visit is so urgent, she ex-

plained.
"And If war la not settled by arbi

tration or mediation, then it will never
bo settled." said Mme. Schwimmer.

"Never was such profound hatred exist-
ing between warring countries. And
even If the war Is settled by fighting, we
can never have peace In Europe. It
will take forty ears to grow another
generation for the army, but they will
fight again and again and we will never
see peace."
