BOMBS RAIN

London, Sept 26. Delayed dispatches
which reached here tonight by way of
Folkestone told of three bombs dropped
on Calais, the nearest French port to
England, by the Zeppelin which dropped
bombs on Boulogne yesterday.

The aerial bombardment of Calais pre-
ceded the raid on Boulogne. In which
a dog was killed, and was even less
harmful. One of the three bombs was
atmed at the railway station, but fell
harmlessly In the street 100 yards away.

A second, aimed at the fort of Nleu-la- y,

went wide and fell in a garden. The
third was dropped on a doctor's house,
and was the only one to explode. It did
little damage. The other two bombs
were picked up and given the military au
thorities for examination. They are pear-shape- d.

Fir Over Antwerp.
Antwerp, Sept 26. Two bombs were

dropped by a Taube aeroplane from the
