Anna Brassey, the author of one of
the most successful books of travel ever
written, "A Voyage In the Tacht Sun-
beam," was born seventy-fiv- e years ago
today. Her husband, who later became
Lord Brassey, was a veteran yachts-
man and with his wife took extended
cruises in all parts of the world. At
first Mrs. Brassey's writings were cir-
culated only for the benefit of her friends,
but so greatly were they enjoyed by
a narrow circle of readers that Mrs.
Brassey consented to have them pub-
lished. The result, "A Voyage in the
Tacht Sunbeam; Our Home on the Ocean
for Twelve Months," was a book great
popularity and Mrs. Brassey literally
awoke and found herself famous. The
book went through nineteen editions and
was translated into French, Italian,
Swedish, German and Hungarian. So
great was the demand for this book
that a cheap sixpence edition was put
out which was the first cheap edition of
a copyright book ever published In Eng-
land. Mrs. Brassey wrote other suc-
cessful books of travels which, it has
been said, "were read with pleasure by
Prince Blsmark aa he smoked his even-
ing pipe aa well as by girls at school."

Kate Josephine Bateman. who was born
In Baltimore. McL, seventy-tw- o years
ago today, was a very auccessful Ameri-
can actress, who waa known to all the-
atergoers a generation or so ago.

Caroline Anne Sputhey who wea bom
October T. 17 was celebrated aa the
second wife-o- f. the poet Southey. Caroline
had few attractions, she waa practically
penniless. She was unprepossessing with a
face very badly scarred by smallpox and
her life until she was forty was one of
retirement.

It waa through a poem that she wrote
that Southey first became acquainted
with his future wife. It was not till
she was fifty-thr- and Bouthey was on
the verge of mental collapse that be of
fered himself In marriage and. although
there was little to gain by tbia alliance.
It was accepted. After a short wedding
tour the poets mind became. a blank
and Mrs. Southey life for the next three
years until her husband died was spent
in devoted attendance on the unhappy
man.

To do her share In shouldering the
burden of the present hard times there
Is much that eery housewife can do.
In fact, the brunt of the burden comes
upon the housewife, who finds prices
soaring as her own purse Is, very likely,
growing lighter. Especially potent are
efforts to relieve the situation when she
goes shopping.

This Is what the dry goods merchants
have asked you to do. To buy within
your Income. That Is buy only what you
can pay for within a reasonable time.
At the same time continue to buy as
much as you are able. That Is, do not
keep your money just because you are
not sure that you are going to have as
much next month as you have this. And
last-b- ut quite as Important as the other
injunctions when you buy something
from a store, don't return It, , There is
a surprisingly great number of women
who make a rule of buying much more
than they think of keeping, and then
returning what they do not want after
they have had a chance to Inspect the
results of their shopping at home.

This always Is expensive and ulti-
mately, of course, the consumer pays for
It. At present, says the merchants, this
practice la one of the expenses that
strain their business a little more than
they can endure. It Is one of the straws
that might break the camel's back. All
that each Individual buyer has to do Is
to take a little more time In selecting
what she wants to buy to make the
selection In the store where she buys
rather thin in her own home. It Isn't
much for any one Individual to have to
do, but It Is one of the things that may
help your dealer from feeling the strain
of hard times beyond endurance.

With some women the task of selecting
what they want to buy seems to be a
very difficult one. Especially In the
store, with a persuasive saleswoman at
their elbow, doea it seem well-nig- h Im-
possible to act deliberately and wisely.
