Daniel WlHard. president of the Balti-
more and Ohio, ia sending to atockholders
a letter calling attention' to the Impor-

tance of the forthcoming stockholders
meeting- to be held November IS.

It la planned to Issue a new mortgage
covering the entire system and subsidiary
lines. Total amounts of bonds issuable
will be limited to JWW0.00O. Mr. Wlllard
calls attention to the Baltimore and Ohlq
mortgages now existing, aggregating

The circular continues:
"The market for other securities not

having been favorable In the recent past
it became necessary for the company to
Issue short-tim- e notes for Its require-
ments; the Issue of such notes at present
outstanding amount to $35,000,000, matur-
ing June 1. 1915

"With the exception of the first mort
gage, which provides for a further Issue
of 11.009,000 of bonds each year for nine
years, the several mortgages of the com-
pany afford no provision for future re
quirements, tjonsequenuy. mere naa dko
under consideration for some time past
a plan for making a mortgage covering
the entire system and subsidiary lines,
under which bonds may be issued to re-

tire existing Indebtedness as It matures,
and to provide funds needed from time
tn time for additions to and extension of
the company's railroad and propertyj
necessary for the further development oi
the important territory occupied by your
lines and to care for the constantly ex-

panding traffic
The atockholders will be asked o con-

sider a plan to meet the financial require-
ments of the company as above Indicated
and. If approved, to authorise the execu-

tion of a, mortgage covering the entire
system and subsidiary lines, under which
bonds may be issued In series from time
to .time for refunding and other corporate
purposes. Each series' issued will bear
such rate of Interest and generally be In
such form as to best meet then existing
conditions; but all will be equally secured
by the same mortgage. It is proposed to
limit the amount of Donas wnicn may De

issued under the mortgage to X600.000,000,

unless the stockholders should later give
further consent to additional Issue, but
at no time shall the amount outstanding,
together with all prior debt, exceed three
times the capital stock of the company."

Pnbllo "Utility Dlvldemds.

In the past two months there have
been more dividends of public utility
companies either passed, reduced or de-

ferred than in any other stellar period.
This, of courser was. sf,ti-en- exception,
brought about by the European war. The
one exception Is' the Capital Traction
Company, of this city, which reduced
its quarterly dividend from VA per cent
to VA per cent and gave as its reason
the traffic requirements which have been
imposed upon It by the utilities commis-
sion of the District of Columbia, which
did not result In Increased earnings
commensurate with the expenditures
made.

In practically no case, however, can the
recent dividend action of pub,ic utility
companies, in which a change. In rate
was made, be attributed to any falling
off In earnings. In fact, operating In-

come of the properties has Invariably
shown advances over the same period of
1913 and In many cases the normal in-

crease has been maintained
The tightness of money, caused by the

war. is directly responsible for the re-

duction In dividend disbursements. Un-

der the prevallng conditions It Is practi-
cally Impossible for utility companies to
obtain funds for construction purposes
the sale of securities. With this avenue
of financing closed. It Is necessary that
construction work be paid for out of In-

come, which of course, reduces the funds
available for dividend disbursements.

Canadian Fadle Stork.
It has now been clearly established that

the heavy liquidation In Canadian Pacific
previous to the suspension of business on
the exchanges was largely for Berlin ac-
count. The fact that Germany sold Its
holdings of the stock, while there were
markets In which selling could be don.e In
a large way, may be an Indication of the
development of a warlike feeling long be-

fore the actual outbreak of hostilities.
Prior to the inauguration of the selling
movement, that stock enjoyed a high de-
gree of favor in Germany. large amounts
being held hy the Imperial set Even the
Emperor was supposed to be the holder of
large amounts of Canadian Pacific stock.
held In the names of others, and it 'may
be that those in exalted stations were
among the first in the liquidating move-
ment giving an example that was fol-
lowed throughout the empire. According
to International bankers,
other stocks which, were formerly held In
a large way in Berlin have been liqui
dated nearly as thoroughly as Canadian
laclflc In this respect particular men-
tion Is made of Baltimore and Ohio,
which might be found In position to give
a good account of Itself, marketwlse, if
the Eastern railroads obtained from the
Interstate Commerce Commission the
Very reasonable measure of relief for
which they are asking in the present
emergency.

Sonthern Dividend Snip.
The Southern Railway Company yester

day declared a dividend of 2 per cent
for the half year, making 4 2 per cent
Instead of 5 per cent for 1914. but the
dividend Is payable in scrip due in five
years, bearing Interest at 4 per cent

After the meeting of the directors the
following statement was issued:

'The board of directors of the South-
ern Railway Company took action today
on the. deferred semi-annu- al dividend on
the preferred stock. Although the full
dividend of 21-- 2 per cent for the period
has been earned, the board deems that
in view of the falllng-of- f of revenue and
the consequent necessity for retrench
ment of expenses. It was fair that the
stockholders should share with the em
ployes and officers of the company, a sac
rifice of their current Income.

P "A dividend of 2 per cent was accord
lngly declared, making 4 per cent for the
year Instead of the full b per cent and
the dividend so declared was made pay
able in scrip due in five years and mean'
while bearing Interest at 4 per cent
