RESTRICTS WARSHIPS

Belligerent Ships Cannot Enter Both
Panama City and Balboa to
Secure Their Supplies.

PORTS OF THE SAME COUNTRY

The use of the ports of the Republic |
of Panama and of the Panama Canal |

Zone as bases of supply for belligerent
wnrships is materially restricted by a
protocol migned by Acting Secretary of
State Lansing and Don Euseblo A, Mo-
riules, minister of Panama. The proto-
col provides that henceforth, In this con-
nection, the ports of the Canal Zone and
of the Republic of Panams are practi-
cally to be considered ms ports of the
sme country.

There have been cases of belligerent
ships calling at the port of Panama
City, which s In the Republic of Pan-
ama, getiing supplies and shortly after
entering the adjeining port of Balboa,
which s in the Panama Canal Zone, and
replenishing their suppiies. TUnder the
new agreement a visit of & belligerent
warship to & Panama port shall deprive
that vessel of the right to the hos-
pitality of & Canal Zone port for the pe-
riod of three months, and vice versa.

The text of the documen: is as fol-
lows:

“The undersigned, the acting secretary
of state of the United Btates of Amer-
jea and the envoy extraordinary and min-
Ister plenipotentinry of the Republic of
Panama. In view of the close amoclation
of the interests of their respective gov-
