cates Failure of Use of
Short-ter- m Notes.

BACHE CO. ON CONDITIONS

New York Finn Point to Desirability

of Exchange's Opening Local
Financiers at Conventions.

In fairly rapid succeslon the Important
railroad companies are moving- - to escape
the limitations of their existing financial
organization which hamper them in
their attempts to meet the requirements
of investors. Railroad manacers real-
ize as they never have before not only
the inadequacy but the dangers of piece-
meal financing-- . With the sale of stock
rendered practically impossible by the
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low margin of their own profits and
the state of the Investment markets, the
exhaustion of the authorised amounts of
most of the older mortgages has driven
them mors and mora to the expedltnt of
short term notes, too frequently with
embarrassing results.

Baltimore and Ohio's proposed new
mortgage belongs In the same class of
Indefinitely expansible financing mediums
as those of the New York Central and
the St Paul. The .limitation of 1600,000.-00- 0,

a little less than three times the
amount of the company's outstanding
stock. Is only temporary, to be removed
'by vote of the stockholders under cer-
tain specified conditions making It safe
to do so. Chief of these, aside from the
general judgment of the directors and
stockholders as to the necessity of a
large Issue and the sufficiency pf the
net revenues at the time to assure the
payment of Interest, is the condition that
at no time shall the bonds outstanding
under the new mortgage, plus the out-
standing prior debt, exceed three times
the capital stock outstanding.

In other words, the new mortgage pro
vides a margin of approximately 1361,000.-00- 0

for additions and Improvements, but
wnen these have been used up the stock
Issue must have been increased beyond
the 210,000,000 now outstanding before
more bonds may be Issued.

Need r Moelc Market.
J. S. Bache & Co. say: As long as the

Stock Exchange of a country Is closed
capital Issues are held up and the whole
country feels the damaging effect.

Because the exchange is closed and
securities cannot be sold, cities, counties
and States have ben forced to drop im
provements and thousands of manufac-
turers have, reduced their production and
cut their payrolls.

The barrier to reopening the exchange
is the menace of a great mass of foreign
sales threatening to engulf It, and this
sltuaUon Is aggravated because a very
large part of American securities is dis-

credited by the disastrous sltuaUon of
the railroads. If the railroads of the
country were making liberal earnings our
securities would be the most attractive In
the world, because they would be the
highly profitable Issues of the only great
country In the world at peace. Holders
abroad then, would keep back hundreds,
and perhaps thousands, of millions of
these securities, because they would be
eager to hold them, believing In their
stsbllity and liability to advance. On
this new basis these securities would
be the last hlngs they would part with,
as they would be far safer than the

of any other country or than
money in hand with Europe at war.

Gas and Electric Redactions.
The annual report of the Consolidated

Gas. Electric Light and Power Company..
ot Baltimore, for the year ending June
30, 1914, shows the results of the first

ears' operations under the reduced rates
which were ordered in effect by the Pub
lic Service Commission of Baltimore.

The new schedule of rates is probably
the lowest on the Atlantic Seaboard at
the present time, the maximum rate for
gas havlns been scaled down from 90 to
SO per cent net per thousand cubic feet.
and the maximum rate for electricity
from 10 to 8 cents per kilowatt hour.

Despite the drastic cuts in rates, gross
Income of the company during the past
year amounted to 1S.190.S36. as compared
with JS.11I.3T3 for the previous year when
higher rates were being charged. This
le an Increase of 1235,922, or 4.76 per cent.
Operating expenses and taxes, however,
showed a heavy Increase over the pre-
vious year, and resulted In net earnings
cf J3.OS7.074, a decrease of JS1.718. or 2.7
per cent. This falling off in net from 1912

is largely attributed to increased cost of
gas oil, taxes and rate reductions.

Because of sharp declines In receipts
the Southern Railway Company appealed
to the North Carolina Corporation Com-
mission, asking that It be permitted to
hold up Improvements, which had been
ordered until business recovers from nar
effects The commission was also asked
to approve the discontinuance of sixteen
passenger trains for the time being.

The commission granted Ahe request for
a hold-u- p In Improvement expenditures
and Issued an order allowing the tem-
porary discontinuance of eight passenger
trains

Revenue of the Southern during three
weeks of September declined $34,131
gross. It Is stated that the S25.000.000
borrowed for double tracking part of the
Southern's lines from Atlanta to Wash-
ington and for widening tunnels would
not be diverted to other purposes.

The head of a large equipment con-
cern says that his company has not
reduced salaries of its executive force
as yet and does not Intend to unless the
present depression continues for a lone
time, tie says:

MORE FEMALES THAN MALES.

Colored naee Only One In IT. S.

Which Lends In that Respect.
The colored race, is the only race In the

United States In which there sre more fe
males than females, according to statis-
tics just Issued by the Census Bureau. It

also shown that mortality Is higher
among the colored than among the white
population and that the rate of Increase

lower, Nesrly three-fourt- of the
colored population of the country live In

country. In all, there were S.K7.763
colored people In the country In 1910. or

per cent of the entire population.
The school attendance percentage was

much lower for the colored than for the
white race. A total of 30.4 per cent of the
colored people over ten years of sge were
illiterate. This figure .shows a great de-

crease from 1500 and a still greater de-
crease from 1S90. indicating that illiteracy

being lowered In great strides.
