“Fourth—a commercial treaty snabling
German goods 10 enter France free of
duty for twenty-five years without reci-
procity and then a resumption of the
tarms of the Frankfory treaty.

“Fifth—the suppression of recruiting in
France for twenty-live yearn

“Sixth—the demolition of all
fortresses.

“Seventh—France o surrender 2,000,000
rifies, 2000 guns, and 4000 horses

“Eighth—free patent rights without
reciprocity for twanty-five yearn

“Ninth—France to abandon diplomatic
relations with England snd Russia,

“Tenth—a treaty of alliance with Ger-
many for twenty-five years.™

““We shall buy her and then exterminate
England. The intter will attack Russia
for treachery and both would call on us
for help

“Above all we must crush France and
reduce her to the condition of Portugal or
