NAVY LEAGUE DECLARES

FOR NATIONAL DEFENSE

S "Trie Monroe Doctrine Is Only as

Strong as the United States Navy."
It Asserts in Statement.

WARNS AGAINST YELLOW PERIL

The executive committee of the United
States Navy League. In a public state-
ment Issued last night draws attention
to the fact as pointed out by Representa-

tive Gardner In the House during the last
two days, that battleships, submarines,
guns, and soldiers and seamen cannot he
Improvised for national defense at the
outbreak of a war.

"It requires three years to build a
Dreadnought and many, years to make
efficient naval officers and seamen." says
The statement "It requires several
months to make a lUnch gun and front
three to five years to make an efficient

'seaman gunner. It takes one year to
build a submarine and many years to
train a submarine crew.

"If war should threaten five, ten, or
fifteen years- from now.'now Is the time
to prepare for that .crista. Chaos and
anarchy still prevail In. Mexico, and the
United States army Is pitifully small for
a country of 100.000.000 people.

"Upon the 00,000,000 yellow and brown
men of Asia Is now dawning an age of
steam ana electricity ana easy commu
nication. Rallndads and steamihlp lines
will encourage the Asiatic to "migrate.
Hundreds ot Hindus recently made a des-
perate effort to land In British Columbia.
The Japanese and Chinese are steadily
migrating to South, America, and the
Southern republics are considering he
restriction of Oriental Immigration.

"National defense Includes not enly the
Monroe doctrine and the neutrality of the
Panama Canal, but alto Includes the
Question of race purity.

"The Monroe doctrine Is only as strong
as tne united states navy, and the,day
Is dawning when race purity also will
depend on the united .states .navy."
