Cus-
tomers read in the dally papers of call
money offered at 6 per cent and object
to Interest charges of 9 per cent, although
many louses "have been unable to get
their rates reduced owlntr to the Inability
of clients to furnish collateral satisfac-
tory to lenders.

Rates vary with the difference In the
standing of the commission houses and
the quality of the collateral behind loans.
Steady pressure is notable against non- -
navable dividends securities and many

setocks ahd bonds that were acceptable
early In July are not acceptable in loans
today

Disappointed Over Dividend.

COTTON WANTED ABROAD.

Germany and Austria Will Take
7(5,000 Bales Monthly.

Ambassador Gerard has cabled the
State Department from Berlin that Ger-
many and Austria are prepared to take
75,000 bales of American cotton a month.

According to the Ambassador's Infor-
mation, Germany will take BO, 000 bales a
month If it can Bet them, while Austria
will take 5,000 bales monthly The chief
difficulty Is the quenion of ships, and
officials here are confident that they can
be found. Robert Bose, of the State De
partment, Is now In New Tork ascertain-
ing the number of neutral vessels likely
to be available for carrylns cotton to
Europe.

As far as Is understood here tbe cotton
mills of Germany and Austria are oper-
ating. Large numbers of women are em-
ployed In these mills, so that the war has
not deprived them of all their employes.
