DESTROY AIRSHIP

Zeppelin No. 5 Brought to

Earth Near Soldau by
Czar's Horse Battery.

ENTIRE CREW IS TAKEN

Apparatus Badly Damaged and Hull

Later Blown Up Capt. Gruener

and Lieut. Renting Prisoners.

cavalry brigade with a hone battery
was proceeding In marchlnn order from
village near Soldau. In the dlroc
tlon of auburb .

Accordlns to the admission of Capl

Gruener, the airship ai vitally injured
by our first dlscharce. but Its dirieibil-It- y

was cjmjiletcly destroyed bj the fire
from the eecoTTd position When our rj

commander asked. "Hon could
you dare to steer so lmpudentl direct
for our battery" Gruener replied that
he had more than once been under can-
non fire, and had always come out suc-
cessfully.

The hull "at eventual! blown up by
the Russian cavalrs. but a lame num-
ber of trophies vt ere carried off. They
Included an army flat with Ihe name
"Zeppelin Five" anil the embroidered
Prussian eagle Insignia of the order
