Cordoba.-Mexi- co (by cable via Galves-ton- ).

Nov, 8. First Chief Carranza today
defied the convention of generals at
Aguas Callentes. which demanded bis
resignation as President of Mexico, and
followed this up by declaring: his Inten-

tion of fighting Villa.
Upon being Informed officially of the

action of the convention In electing
Eulallo Gutierrez' provisional president
of the republic the first chief ordered
"all generals, representatives of generals
and others Jefesw at Aguas Callentes to
quit the convention by 6 p. m., November

. adding:
"All generals and jefes shall place

themselves under the orders of the first
chief, and take command of their forces
Immediately."

The manifesto, which virtually Is an
ultimatum to the convention to disband
immediately, continues as follows:

Will "Throw Villa Oat."
Those forces whose generals have

pressly declined to recognize the first
chief, and those which, by the 10th of
the present month, at S o'clock in the

t evening, shall not have expressly recog
nized him, will remain under the, orders
of colonels and Immediate superiors, to
whom let It be known that If, by the 10th
of November, at I p. m.. the brigade
commander sJal not have presented

forces under the orders of this Jefatura,
they shall assume provisional command
and proceed to elect a new commander."

To the commission of generals who
were sent down by the Aguas Callentes
convention to notify Carranza of the elec-

tion of Gulterrez as provisional presi-

dent or the republic, the first chief re-

turned this reply:
"If Villa has not been thrown out, I

will proceed to throw him out. Let
him retire so that the nation will remain
In other hands. It he does not, we shall
not. We will fight him and will see if
we can not get rid of him."

Voice Their I.oynlty.
Gen. Obregon, chairman of the

committee declared: "We do not intend
to take the part of Francisco Villa, In
whom we can never place confidence."

Both Generals Obregon and Eduardo
have pledged themselves to continue
their allegiance to the first chief. up

The duty of taking Carranza's ulti-
matum to the Aguas Callentes conven-

tion was delegated to General Luclo
Blanco.

Mexico City, Nov. 9. Practically all
hope that the long anticipated clash
between the farces of Gen. Carranza
and Gen. Villa might be settled by the
Aguas Callentes convention or by some
compromise, or even by a miracle has
been 'abandoned, and tonight Mexico
City looks for hostilities within forty-eig- ht

hours.
It Villa tries to advance farther to

the south, "First Chief Carranza's
orders to Gen. Gonzales at Queretaro
are to resist to the las' man. It is
announced officially that Gen. Gonzales
has at least 40.000 well-srme- d men and
plenty of artillery at his disposal.

Here In the capital, under command
of Gen. Alvaro Obregon, there are
14,000 men and they have an enormous
supply of ammunition. Gen. Francisco
Coss has 10,000 men; Gen. Jesus Car-
ranza. brother of the "first chief,"
7,000; Gen. Francisco MugulanI, .,000;
Gen. Candldo Agnllar at least E.000, and
the Arrleta brothers and Gen. Ramon
Iturbe are reported to have 15,000.

Scattering forces whose commanders
6have assured Gen. Carranza of their

loyalty bring the grand total up to at
least 100,000 " troops. The government
figures are 120,000.

Unofficial reports reached here that
Carranza has partially yielded to the
demands of the United States and has
published a decree giving some of the
guarantees required by the Washington

RUSHING TO PACIFIC

Seven Seen on Way via Panama Canal

to Help Japanese Avenge Cradock

Defeat in Chilean Waters.

New York, Nov. '9. Several British

Dreadnoughta are racing under forced

draft to the Pacific Coast to 'join the
Japanese squadron and ferret oat the
German cruisers that defeated Admiral
Cradocks fleet off the Chilean coast last
week. Jt, Is believed the battleships will

use the Panama Canal in their voyage to
the Pacific, thereby raving the time and
coal that would be consumed by a trip
round Cape Horn.
'Lieut. James Cavanaugh, Royal navy,
retired, who reached here today on the
Surinam, declared there could be no doubt
but that the warships sighted were
Dreadnoughts of a late class.

It has been rumored In the West In
dies for some time," he said, "that a
squadron of Dreadnoughts would arrive
to put an end to the depredations of the
Karlsruhe, Kronprinz Wllhelm; and Dres
den.

CANADA AND 3 STATES

PUT UNDER QUARANTINE

Hoof and Mouth Disease Found in

Cattle in Rhode Island, Dela-

ware, and New Jersey.
Three new states and the Dominion

of Canada were added to the Federal
quarantine area yesterday by Secretary
of Agriculture Houston, to prevent the
spread of the hoof and mouth disease
among- cattle.

In Rhode Island, two cases of Infec
tion were located; In Delaware one
case was located In Wilmington: In

Jersey, a case was found In Hud -
on County.
It was stated at the department

that no .Infection was located in Can-
ada, and that Canada was placed in
the area merely as a precautionary
measure and to give the department's
Inspectors opportunity to Examine ship
ments and take steps to disinfect cars
which had been In the infected area.

in
fection were discovered as arising In
Canada, the quarantine would soon be
withdrawn.

According to figures furnished by
the Department of Commerce, cattle
Imported from Canada Into the United
States during the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1914, numbered 141,331, and
were valued at $5,697,137. During the
month of September the number was
26.796, and were valued at $1,076,216.

The entire number of cattle Imported
into the United States during the fiscal
year numbered 8SS.36S, and were
valued at S18.69C.718. - The entire sum
ber Imported for fhe month of Sep
tember amounted to 53.574, valued at
J1.639.S91.

Tokyo, Nov. 9. The final meeting be
tween Japanese and German military rep-

resentative to arrange the details for
the surrender of Klaochcw to the allies
was held this morning. The commander
of the British forces which assisted' in
the reduction of the fortress of Tsingtau
agreed to any conditions which suited
the Japanese.

The Japanese will take prossession of
Klaochow tomorrow and win probably re--
pair the forts which the Germans were
compelled to surrender.

The admiralty has ordered the work ot
clearing up the Klaochow Harbor to be-

gin at once. Navigation has been made
nearly Impossible by mlnea and ships.

Want Territory Retained..
The opinion expressed by the authori

tative Journals Is that German influence
In tho far East has been wiped out for-
ever.

The final disposition of Klaochow Is
not certain. Political leaders are
coming forward to urge the retention
of the territory. These leaders de-

clare that In the scheme for territorial
aggrandizement the program to be
followed should be this: Germany's
ninety. nine-ye- ar lease with China for
Klaochqw should be broken and a

''sse granted Japan. 'Germany themay be paid an Indemnity for the loss
of her Chinese territory, but It Is doubt-
ful

The terms of surrender provide that
Gov. Gen. Meyer Waldeck and all the
surviving German soldiers shal be
made prisoners of war and that ail the
property of the Germans In Klaochow
be handed over to the Japanese In its
present condition.

Siskin Military riana.
Students of International politics in

the far East are having some difficulty
understanding the reasons for Japan's
sudden military and naval preparations
at this Ume.

The military and naval parties for
some years have been attempting to
push through ambitious schemes for
expansion, but always have failed. As
recently as last spring the Tamamoto
camuei was iorcea out or omce large-
ly because it stood sponsor for a plan
to Increase the navy.

London Is Alarmed.
.Something of uneasiness was caused

here tonight by the receipt of a semi-
official report from Petrograd that the
Russian commander-in-chie- f. - Grand
Duke Nicholas, plans to postpone the
Invasion of Germany until the mission
ot Russia toward the Bosphorus has
been accomplished.

That the Czar, after the execution
of the most brilliant feat of the war
In pushing the Germans back Into
East Prussia and occupying Posen,
should abandon his thus far masterly
offensive in this direction caused great'
surprise. Should Russia decide to end
her long quarrel with Turkey and
gratify her own. national ambition to
take Constantinople for her own before
attending to what the other allies con
sider the more Important business of
the hour, the subjugation of Germany
and Austria, a great national burden
will be thrown upon France and Great
Britain, for they, with Belgium, will
alone be forced to wear down Ger
many.

Tnrks Invade Esypt.
Even the maintenance by Russia of her

advanced positions, reported' to be part
of the proposed plan, while Insuring
against German aggression on Russian
soli, still would Increase the burden on
the remaining allied nations, because
Germany, too, could be content to hold
Its line In the East, while devoting her
greatest strength to the offensive In the
West.

England is not deeply concerned over

This line Is from Messlnes, past Ypres
on the east, to north of Langemarck.

When It Is considered that the Ger-

mans now occupy Ypres and that great
concentrated forces of fresh troops have
been driving at the French and British
positions in the environs of the town In

a gigantic effort to win through on the
"march to Calais;" the significance of

this gain can be realized easily.
