Gallaudet Makes Georgetown Hustle

To Win Football Game on Hilltop
Kendall Greeners Put Up Gallant Fight Marshall Runs

50 Yards for Touchdown The Final v
Score Is 1 2 to 7.

Turkey Day football at Georgetown be-

fore a big crowd brought to light a rival
right here In the. DUtrlct able to put
up the sort of sport that delights the fol-

lowers of the grand old autumn game.

Gallaudet College from Kendall Green
gave Georgetown a battle. The score waa
12 to 7 and there was something doing
every minute.

Twice during the game the visitors
came within scoring distance, but for-

ward paaseea and a kick from placement
failed to yield points. This happened in
the first and final quarters.

Georgetown rammed its way te atouch-dow- n

in the opening period and forward
passed its second touchdown shortly aft
er the final period opened.

real bit of fancy work during the
noon was performed by Right End

Marshall, of Gallaudefcln the third penoa,
when he grabbed the pigskin after Kel-

ly had fumbled it and sprinted yards
tor a touchdown.

Marshall carved a niche for himself In
Gallaudet's hall of fame by this nifty
play and the little knot of students and
alumni huddled In one section of the
west stand went fairly wild with Joy.

The Kendall Greeners were satisfied to
hold Georgetown to a pair of touch-
downs. Faint hope was held out that Gal-

laudet would score, but the scrappy
Mttle Northeast eleven simply covered
Itself with glory and upset a lot of pre-

dictions.
Georgetown was palpably stale. Its fa-

mous rush line was punctured time and
again. Tackles Ward and Gormley were
boxed by lighter opponents and few
teams this season have scored more
ground through the Blue and Gray for-

wards than did Gallaudet yesterday.

The Hilltoppers had been trained up to
(he Washington and Jefferson game last
Saturday and were not expecting much
trouble 'with Gallaudet. but the contest
was only a few minutes old when It was
apparent that Coach Exendine"s charges
must look to their laurels ..

There was no signs of dirty lootoaii
yesterday, a charge that has been laid
at Georgetown's door by certain out-o- r-

tov-- font ball roaches ana otnors. ine
came was as clean as a whistle in this
respect and no unnecessary roughness
could be detected at any stage

Handicapped physically in the matter
of heanne; the Gallaudet boys made up
for this deficiency by displaying a thor
ough knowledge of the game, following
the ll closely and uncorking at times
a puzzllnff attack. On the defense they
also looked good, and could not be fooled
by Georgetown's forward passes.

Gallaudet got the j'Jmp on the Hill-top- p

rs during the first few minutes of
T.'..i and soon had the ball on George-
town's line, where a kick from
placement failed.

A few minutes later Petritz Intercepted
one of Gallaudet's forward passes In mid-- f

. Id and about eight rushes yielded a
touchdown. Noark missed an easy goal.

There was no scoring in the second
period, play being confined almost en-

tirely to Gallaudet's territory.
Cronls Scores Touchdown.

In the third period, after five minutes
of play, had been consumed the Hilltop-pe-r

smashed their way to Gallaudet's
line where was successfully pulled

off. Georgetown's only forward pass, a
touchdown resulting. Caiman shooting the
hall to Cronln. who caught it behind
the goal line. Noark runted out but the
kick was poor and the ball hit the
ground.

Gallaudet's chance to score came In
the final period. Georgetown was rip-
ping through for big gains and steadily
marching toward Gallaudet's goal line,
when suddenly the ball popped out of
Left Half Back Kelley's arms, after the
latter had made a good gain. Marshall
was on the oval like a flash, picking it
up and dashing madly toward the

goal. Hugh Golden made a des-
perate effort to head off the flying end,
but Marshall had too big a lead, and
planted the ball behind the posts. Moore
kicked an easy goal.

The Kendall Greeners attempted a
novel trick in the final quarter which
nearly worked for a gain. Foltx,
with the ball under his arm. walked up
as If to talk to the umpire. He sudden-
ly dashed down the field and was tripped
up by Calnan and Golden.

Piny Failed to Work.
The ball was brought back by the

officials, who claimed that it had been
put in play before the whistle was blown,
although It was admitted that seven men
were on the line of scrimmage, and had
the whistle blown before the ball was

VIRGINIA WINS

FROM TARHEELS

CharlottesviUe Collegians Tri-

umph Over North Caro-

lina, 20 to 3.

Ri hmond. V., Nov. 31 Too much
Bobby Gooch was the answer in today's
big-- football battle between Virginia and
North Carolina, in which the Orange and
Hlue triumphed over their rivals, 20 to
1 Both Capt. Mayer and Gooch ended
their football career at Virginia In a
blase of glory, the pair being in tha
main repon!blo for all the scoring, with
the exception of a Held goal kick by
Tandy. Carolina's sterling center.

Virginia's three touchdowns were all
scored by line plunges after Gooch and
Mayer had placed the ball within tcor-in- g

distance by spectacular runs of from
5 to 3D yard.

Gooch's one mteplay just after the first
kick-of- f. sent the Carolina rooters wild.
He missed Tayloe's punt on Virginia's 30--
vard line, where Homewood fell on the
ball for the Tarheel.

Ten yards was the best the Blue and
White were able --to make against Vlr
ginla's heavy line and a sigh cf relief
came from the east stand as Tandy's
attempt at a Held goal went a trifle wide
of the posts.

Irstnla Forced Bark.
After the ball had been put into play

Virginia was again forced back to her
line before the end of the first

quarter. Tandy, however, suffered a sim-
ilar fate In his second attempt to dror
kick.

At this point Virginia took a brace
and Gooch and Mayer. In a aeries of zig-

zag runs through the line, put the ball
on Carolina's line. Mayer car
ried it over for the tirst score. Barker
kicked an easv final.

A few minifies after the kick-of- f. Win
ston made one of the longest runs of
the same around Virginia's right end,
Mayer stopping him on the Orange and
BliH- - line. Three attempts to
gain failed and on the fouith down.
Tandy scored l points for his team with
a beautiful goal.

Vlrslala Srwroa Often.
The play was almost entirely In Caro-

lina's territory throughout the serond
half. Virginia scoring a touchdown In
each quarter. It uas in leading up to
tneae scores that Bobby Gooch gave one
of the most brilliant exhibitions of

playing cr seen in the South.
As far as modern football was con-

cerned, th contest was very much of a
disappointment. Not a single forward
pass was completed by either team and
no more than four were attempted. To
a great many, it seemed that Carolina
used poor judgment In trying so many
held goals, when In Orange and Hlue ter-
ritory, rather than the pass. This was
particularly noticeable since Virginia had
scored a touchdown.

Although defeatt .1. Carolina showed
flashes and did not fall to fight at
any time. Winston was their one con-
sistent ground gainer, sharing honors
with Tsdy and Homewood, who were
a stonewall on the defense. The whole
Carolina line seemed to race when her
goal line wag threatened, but on several
occasions it came too late.

Capt. Mayer, besides making two of
his team's scores, also backed up the
line in fine style, and on several occa-
sions prevented a Carolina runner from
getting loose.

TodaV victory undonbtedly gives Vir-
ginia, a clear title to the Southern cham-
pionship and the 00 or mort students
who came from Charlottesville will cele-
brate tonight.

A crowd of 12.000 persons witnessed the
game, a good number being turn5 away
at the Bate, and setting the high water
mark In attendance.
