PREPARATION FOR WAR

LEVY WAS "BIG JOB"

D. S. Porter, of Chesapeake and Po-

tomac Telephone Company, Tells

of New System.
Preparation for collection of the

fax on telephone messages of 15 cents or
over was a "big Job," according to D. 8.

fPorter, division manager of the Cheaa- -

peage and Potomac Telephone Company.
Explaining how the new tax la to be col-
lected, Mr. Porter said:

"In the ease of public telephones with
coin-bo- x attachments, the tax of 1 cent
is to be Inserted as directed by the oper-
ator In the nt slot In the coin box.

"Special preparations for billing regu-
lar subscribers correctly for the tax Im-
posed oa their messages of 15 cents and
over also bad to be made. New collec-
tion routines had to be prepared and new
systems of accounting Worked out. The
telephone company has advised all tele-
phone users of the new law, and the
methods put Into effect for collecting the
tax.

"The law applies not only to all mes-
sages on which the rate Is IS cents or
more a message, but also to all mes-
sages on which the total charge. Includ-
ing overtime, amounts to IS cents or
more. Thus, while a single call at the
rate of S cents bears no tax. should the
conversation be prolonged over a period
which would make the aggregate charge
15 cents or more, the tax of 1 cent la
Imposed.

The law directs that this tax shall
be collected from the person paying for
such message or conversation and places
the responsibility for collection upon the
telephone company. '

READY TO START TASK

President Confident It Will Be Suc
cessful-Beli- eved He Will Ask

for Congressional Body.

Tha commission created by President
Wilson to deal with the Colorado strike
situation will get down to business at
one. Word waa received by tha Presi-
dent yesterday from Beth Low, chairman
of the commission, that ha and hla as-
sociates will begin negotiations for a per-
manent settlement of tha Colorado strike
without delay.

Associated with Mr. Low on the com-
mission are Patrick Ollday. of Clearfield.
Pa., and Charles W. Mills, of Philadel-
phia. Agents of the Department of Labor
In Colorado have been instructed to con-
fer with tha leaders In the mining opera-
tions there and plan the work for the
new commission.

The President appears to ha confi
dent that hla commission will have
the same success In settling the pres-
ent trouble as did that of President
Roosevelt In the Pennsylvania anthra-
cite conflict.

"JIM CROW STATUTE

Must Pullmans for All in Okla-

homa or None at All, Says

Tribunal.
The Supreme Court yesterday bald

that the "Jim Crow" car law of tha
State of Oklahoma which permits rail-
roads to carry aleepers and dining and
chair cars for whites without providing
"equal" accommodations for the colored

Invalid It violates
the fourteenth amendment of the

Constitution. Several railroads are
involved In the case which has attract-
ed a lot of interest throughout the
South.

The section of the Oklahoma law
which permitted the railroads carry
separate diners, chair cars, and sleep-
ers for the whites was defended before
the highest court, on the around that

were "luxuries" not necessary to
travel and It was averred that the
negroes seldom patronised these auxili
aries of modern travel. But the court
says that such accessories of modern
travel are necessary and that they must
be available to all classes of citixens
alike.
