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WILSON CONCLUDES MESSAGE

President's Annnal Address in
Be 4.oto Words Usg.

President Wilson has completed his an-

nual message to Congress which be will
resd to a Joint sesion of the House and
Senate next week, and advance copies
are to be distributed to newspapers
throughout the country tomorrow. The
message la nearly 4,000 words long and
la probably the longest address which
Mr. Wilson has delivered to the Con-
gress.

The President will not propose any new
legislation in the message. It was learn-
ed authoritatively last night. He will
urge the enactment of the shipping bill.
the Philippine Independence bill and the
conservation measures, but will stop
there.

Officials understand that the Presi-
dent will discuss the Mexican situation at
some length in the message and that in
so doing he will express satisfaction at
the successful withdrawal of the Amer-
ican troops from Vera Cruz.

Dr. Woodward Reports, Howrvrr,
That Scarlet Fever lseresiei.

There was a decrease of two cases In
diphtheria, four addltiona In scarl-- t
fever, five less in whooping cough, and
one additional case In typhoid fever, ac-
cording to the weekly report of Dr.
William C. Woodward. District Health
OfHcer, made public yesterday.

The figures are up until November It.
There are five cases of smallpox under
treatment, seven of measles, eleven of
chlckenpoz, and twenty-on- e cases of tu-
berculosis. One case of pellagra was
brought to the attention of the depart-
ment.

There were 173 nuisances reported, and
301 nuisances ordered abated.

Dec. 4 The Appellate
Court of Maryland today upheld the va
lidity of the "Jim Crow" law. The suit
waa brought by James Jenkins, who re-
fused to with the provisions on a
car of the Washington.

Gov. Patterson Says "Moonshiners"
Do Little Damage, While Manu-

facturers Harm Thousands.
The treatment accorded the humble

"moonshiner" In the mountains of the
South by tho Federal government was
contrasted with the attitude which the
same government displays towards ths
wealthy distiller by former Gov. M. R.
Patterson, of Tennessee, st a meeting
st Luther Place Memorial Church last
evening. Gov. Patterson declared the
moonshiner makes a few gallons of
liquor, exercising what he believes la a
natural right, which, even if It gets into
other hands can affect only a limited few,
while the distiller sends out his product
to be consumed by hundreds of thou-
sands.

All this means, he said, that the gov-
ernment, for the sake of the money which
it gets from the distiller, la willing to
assist in perpetuating the liquor traffic.
The speaker expressed the hope that the
day soon would come when what he
termed an "infernal partnership" would
come to an end.

Dr. Sam Small, at Mount Vernon Place

lar lines. He asserted the Federal gov-
ernment bus for years shown favoritism
to the liquor Interests, especially the
manufacturers.
