HOLD
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NEW MILK LAW NEEDED,

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Campaign of Education and Prosecu

tion of Violator in Vain.

Thejr Tell Congress. '

In thair annual report to Congress yes
terday the District Commissioners called
attention to the bill for the betterment
of the milk supply and urged Its early
enactment. That efforta to secure a bet
ter milk supply for the District had laliea
during the year Juat passed was flatly
admitted. The campaign of education
and the prosecutions by the Health De-
partment against dealers of impure milk
met with little success, the report
stated. This the report held was due
to defendants being aided financially by
certain dealers throughout the country.

The report la. In part: "The prosecu-
tions against dispensers of adulterated
milk have failed because of the de-

termined opposition of the defendants
who have secured the financial support
of a certain class of dealera through-
out the country who are resorting to all
kinds of dilatory tactics. At the writ-
ing of this report these cases are undis-
posed of, while the action in many oth-
ers is suspended awaiting the result.
These cases demonstrate the need of a
better law regulating the milk supply
of the District

"When the milk dealer defends himself
In court by evidence undertaking to
show that even the vilest forms of filth
may be properly introduced Into milk
so long as their detection Is Impossible
it Is manifest that statutary definitions
aa to what constitutes adulterated milk
would be of great advantage."

"While Europe has been mobilizing
armies, America has mobilised Its
rredlt snd begun to send forward to
the market place ita vast reserves of
foodstuffs snd mineral products."

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SUFFRAGISTS REQUEST

CONGRESSIONAL FAVOR

National American Women's Associa-

tion Writes to Members Urging Sup-

port of Movement for Ballot

With the convening of Congress yes- -
terdsy. the National American Woman
Suffrage Association began through its
Congressional committee a rigorous cam-
paign, when Mrs. Antoinette Funk, chair-
man of the committee, sent to every
member of the House a pointed letter,
requesting their views regarding the
movement generally, and urging a seri-
ous consideration of the cause.

The three suffrage measures now before
Congress the Bristow-Monde- ll resolution.
the Shafroth-Palme- r resolution and the
French bill briefly were outlined In the
letter. The attitude of every member
toward each bill was asked.

Following la a part of the letter:
"Women from all over the United States

are under no misapprehension as to the
attitude of Congressmen generally to
ward their demands, and they insist that
this committee make it clear to Con-
gress that we no longer are In the
elementary, educational or sentimental
stages. Our problem Is one of practical
politics, and Federal lawmakers are now
facing a widespread demani to give this
question ita proper consideration. "

VICTIM OF PLAGUE,
MARRIAGE IS ANNULLED

Important Decision Handed Down by
New York Justice Was Tuber-

cular Before Wedding.
Spaelal to The Wuhrnrtii Hrnld.

New Tork. Dee. 7.-- An Important and
decision affecting the mar-

riage relations in this State was handed
down by Supreme Court Justice
Blanchard today when he annulled a
marriage on the ground that the husband
was a sufferer from tuberculosis. It Is
the first decision on this subject ever
made by the courts In this State, and a
careful search of the law books of other
States falls to revesl s similar rase.

Colo While
courting the young woman Sobel con-

When he
coughed and she grew suspicious that
bis sickness wss graver than he clalmej.
he allayed her fear by telling her he had
a had cold. Almost Immediately after he
learned the nature of his illness Sobel
married In great haste, although the doc-

tor told him he would be committing a
crime if he did so. it was testified.
Fnsllv his condition became so grave
he had to go West to prolong his life.
