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CHAMBER ASKS

SUFFRAGE AND

GOVERNMENT AID

Large Meeting Adopts Com-

mittee Report Almost
Unanimously.

WOMEN'S CAUSE ARGUED

Mrs. Funk Says Their Fran-

chise Should Be Included
in Appeal.

U. S. WOULD RETAIN POWER

Name Men to Work for Constitutional

Change, Giving District Repre-

sentatives in Congress.

Amendment of the Constitution of the
United States so that the District shall
be eonaide ed a State insofar as it shall
be entitled to representation In the Sen-

ate. House and electoral college was
urged by the Chamber of Commerce last
night.

The Chamber went on record as favor-
ing retention of the lf plan
and the exclusive Jurisdiction by Con-

gress over the District.
A resolution presented by Chairman

Albert Schultels. of the Suffrage Com-

mittee, and committing the chamber to
this attitude, was adopted with but two
or three dissenting votes among a hun-

dred or more. A motion to make the
vote unanimous was defeated.

Pleads Woman's Ciaar.
Before the vote was reached the

Chamber came dangerously near the
woman suffrage question. This ques-

tion was injected by Mrs. Antoinette
Funk, vice chairman of the national
Congressional committee of the Na-

tional American Woman 'Suffrage Asso-

ciation. Mrs. Funk asked for five min-

utes' time and it was granted unani-
mously.

She made the most of the five minutes,
declaring: "I can promise that this cham-
ber will be backed by all the machinery
and pressure of 5,000,000 women armed
with a regular political machine is its
etNrt to get a Constitutional amendment
enfranchising the people of the District

"But I can make this promise only If

the chamber agrees to ask Congress to

enfranchise the women of the District
on the same terms as the men." With
these words, Mrs. Funk took her leave

j

but as she left, officers of the chamber
expressed much concerned.

"Men 'Won't Be Sarry."
A few. who refused to be quoted, ex-

pressed concurrence in Mrs. Funk's be-

lief that:
"Tou men of this Chamber of Com-

merce won't be sorry one tiny bit If you

hook up with the women of the National
American Suffrage Association." But
the chamber as a body studiously avoided

the woman suffrage feature when it put
Itself on record.

In October the chamber went on record
as favoring suffrage in the District. A

committee was appointed "to formulate
ways and means to bring about the end

sought by the suffrage resolution." It
was this committee which reported last
night in the words:

"Your committee unanimously decided

that the particular form of suffrage which
the chamber should advocate for the Dis-

trict is representation In the Senate and
House and Electoral College and we rec-

ommend that the Constitution of the
1'nlted States be amended so that the
District shall be considered a State In-

sofar as It shall be entitled to representa-

tion in the Senate, House and Electoral
College.

Congress Shoal Still Control.
"It should be stated, to avoid misun-

derstanding that the proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution would not in
any manner affecftne exclusive of Con-cre-

over the District, and would not
in any way alter or interfere with the
existing lf arrangement be-

tween the District and national govern-
ment

"The only effect of the amendment
would be to give the people of the Dis-

trict a voice In the national government,
the name as other Americans have. We
therefore recommend that a special com-

mittee be appointed to bring about the
passage of a Joint resolution by Congress
for amendment of the Constitution."

The special committee recommended
was at once appointed by President Gude
and is composed of Chapin Brown,
Joseph I. Weller. A. Leftwich Sinclair,
George G. Selbold, James F. Oyster,
Theodore W. Noyes, Robert N. Harper.
E. C. Graham, Ross P. Andrews, and Al-

bert Schultels.

Will Not Violate Law.
In advocating adoption of the suf-

frage committee's recommendation for
a Constitutional amendment. Chairman
Schultels said:

"Have no fear that the organic act will
ever be violated If we are properly repre- -
aented In Congress by an authorised per-
son to plead our cause. 'Everybody's
business Is nobody's business.' Because
we had no representation there our clti-se-

Five years ao the stylishly and
elegantly gowned daughter of the Emer-
ald Isle, who last night dictated this
advertisement, was married to John
Kamb, erstwhile employe of the navy
Yard. Kamb said he was a German, but
his pretty wife refers to him as "Just
a plain Dutchman." She did so in court
two weeks ago, and she did so again last
night

aces Cannot Agree.
The Irish snd the "Dutch" Just can't

get along, according to both Mr. and Mrs.
Kamb. Three months ago, while his
wife lay sick at Providence Hospital,'
Herr Kamb grabbed his two brown haired
youngsters, vacated his home at Cherry-- i
dale, Va., and fled to Rochester, N. T..
according to her statement.

Mrs. Kamb was so exasperated that she
got well. She armed herself with a re-

volver and hurried in pursuit.
"You know how a cat feels when some

one grabs her kitten?" explained the
Irish wife last night. "That's how I felt
when the 'Dutchman' got mine."

Mrs. Kamb stormed the Rochester house
where the young ones were concealed,
but was repulsed by her "old maid
in-law." She then had Kamb locked
up for nonsupport. The judge placed
Kamb under bond to pay $12 weekly to
the Irish wife. Three days later he la
ssid to have skipped out of Rochester.
That was ten days ago.

Scrap Narrowly Averted.
Mrs. Kamb, while In Rochester, learn-

ed that her "hubby" had fled to Virginia,
so she made a bee-lin- e for Washington,
reaching here yesterday morning. As
she stepped on a street car she found
herself face to face with her sister-in-la-

There would have been a scrap
right there, but the conductor put the
sister-in-la- off.

The Irish damsel then sent detectives
to Dominion Heights, Va., near Cherry-dal- e,

where Kamb was arrested. He was
released on bond and will be given a
bearing Monday. But the baby boys
could not be found.

"Lots of Money: Real
"I have a barrel of money," said the

pretty wife last night, "and I'm ready
to spend it all to get my darlings back
Where did I get It? Oh. that's a secret:
That's what gets my husband's goat.
He has detectives trying to find out But
let me tell you, I get it honestly and
uprightly. I don't go with men; I'm
never out after 12; I drink only sherry
and eggs; and in short I'm just real
good."

While the reporter was talking to her
she tipped three bell-bo- and waiter,
paid for her "ad," and then capped the
climax by offering to tip the reporter
and Inviting him to dinner.

"We will be divorced soon,' she said.
"I filed my suit three months ago; then
my husband filed one, not knowing of
mine; so we are sure of getting one. The
Irish and the "Dutch" Just can't get
along. But my darlings! They are what
I long for."

Concealment of a tubercular condition
by one contracting party to a marriage i

furnishes grounds for annulment.

It Gtinenrns I""! rf t amIb t n t .1iui n i u) j t mi i aaiuitua.' i auu
which was heartily endorsed hy Wash-
ington scientist? and cugenists yesterday.

Justice Warn hard declared that be-

cause of the disastrous consequences
which might result to the other party to
the marriage contract, or to the chil-

dren of such a union, the principal in-

volved was on all fours with misrepre-
sentation as to physical or mental condi-

tion before manage, and that failure to
announce the condition under the circum-
stances was tantamount to willful mis-

representation.
Justice Blanchard's decision, setting a

precedent of very great importance. Is
hailed as a new and unexpectedly effic-

ient weapon in the fight against the white
plague and for eugenics.

Dr. George M. Kober, president of the
National Association for Study and Pre-

vention of Tuberculosis, declared that
as a preventative Justice Blanchard's de-

cision will exert "a good, wholesome ef-

fect"
nlvrrsal Law edH.

Dr. Kober added: "There are approxi
mately 1.500,000 persona In the United
States suffering from tuberculosis, a large
percentage of whom are not married. If

suawaaaaaabMaau - a as 1,.JlAi.liiirusj (.uiwurapukCB iei m vi uic juumai
decision, those among them who might
conceal their condition before marrying
will not be so likely to commit this fraud.

"While the decision undoubtedly will l

work a wonderful influence In the right
direction, it emphasises need of a uni-

versal law prohibiting the marriage of
tubercular persons. Some States already
have laws prohibiting marriage of per-

sons with communicable diseases. I
favor a universal law of that kind.

"Every person applying for a marriage
license should be required to present
reputable physician's certificate showina
the spplicant to be free not only from
tuberculosis, but from all communicable
disease."

Great Preveatatlve EsTi .

Health Officer Woodward declared that
the "preventative effect" will be the
greatest benefit of the Judicial opinion.

'lf a woman enters marriage with a

man she knows to be tubercular." he
said, "she makes a contract 'for bett r
or for worse,', and the courts will not
Interfere, but Justice Blanchard has in-

terfered to right a grave wrong done h
woman. Th publicity given his opinion
probably will prevent a great many dis-
eased persons from fraudulently marry-
ing."

Woman Haa Right to Know.
Dr. Cora Smith King declared the

opinion is entirely in line with the most
advanced teachings in eugenics. "The
annullment was granted because of the
concealment before marriage of a com-

municable disease." she said. Tubercu-
losis belongs to a vicious tryad of dis-
eases, the other two being epilepsy and
Insanity. A child of a tubercular pa-

rent may be predisposed to insanity. A
child of an insane parent may be epilep-
tic, and it works all ways. The thaee
diseases are very closely associated.
The wisdom of Justice Blanchard's de-

cision therefore Is more easily seen.
"Before marriage a woman has a right

to know all of a man's physical condi-

tion that he himself knows, and he
should know, at least, whether he is dis-

eased. Certainly, in the light of simple
justice, a woman should have the privi-

lege of refusing to enter a marriage
likely to bring forth children that are
not healthy."

It was 11:45 o'clock, thirty-fiv- e minutes
after their first robbery, when they

highwaymen took to their heels.
