The adop-
tion vesterday by the House in Committee of the
Whole of the Ben Johnson amendment to the Dis-
trict appropriation bill, which repeals the half-and-
hali provision of the organic act, was only the first
step in the Ben Johnson scheme to extort from the
taxpayers of Washington the utmost penny of their
ability to pay and then to curtail Federal appropria-

s, with the only possible result that the Capital

ity will deteriorate.

The -Ben Johnson amendmeut provides that the
| entire revenue from taxation in the District shall be
devoted to the maintenance of the Na#on's Capital,
and that the balance (a term altogether meaningless
as used in the amendment) shall be paid from the
Treasary of the United States. In no case, however,
i5 the Federal appropriation to be as much as one-
balf of the expense of maintaining the Capital. The
blind, of course, can see that the Ben Johnson
amendment, should it ever become law, would sub-
stitute utter chaos for an orderly system of govern-
meyt. Its only definite provision prohibits the gov-
ernment of the Umited States from spending as much
money on the maintenance of the Capnal of the
Nation as can be extorted from B 330,000 residents

It may be possible thus to shackle a great govern-
ment, but it has not yet been accomplished. Ben
Johnson W the first skirmish because of the tatal
House membership of 435 only 117 attended the ses-
sion of the Committee of the Whole vesterday.
