187 JOBS ARE ABOLISHED

Provision for Agricultural Census Re-

quires 1.000 Employes Congres-

sional Mileage Cut to 5 Cents.

j Klgtd economy was written plainly in
the legislative, executive and judicial ap
propriation bill reported to the House
yesterday by the Appropriation Commit-
tee. The bill provides for total expen-
ditures of SM.7K733.50. which is lUS.-MS.8- 0

smaller than appropriations made
for the current year. This cut Is made
despite the fact that the bill provides
an item of S2.3SS.100 for a census of
agriculture.

The measure abolishes 187 specific sal-
aries and carries no salary Increases
of any sort. It provides, however, for
1.000 temporary positions In the new ag-
ricultural census, the Jobs to be of two
years' duration and not under civil serv
ice. The item for the agricultural cen-
sus itself is tn;. less tban that rec
ommend d by Secretary of Commerce
Kedfleld.

The force of the pension Office is re
duced by eighty-eigh- t, the Postofflce De
partment force by eighty-on- e and the
i rensurer h omce by twenty-six- . The bill
cuts mileage rate of members of Con-
gress from twenty to five cents a mile.
