The Senate yesterday voted forty-seve- n
to twelve to retain tho "literacy test"
In the immigration bllL It was the real
Issue Involved in the struggle that had
been going on In the Senate over the
Immigration bill, and now tha It has
been disposed of. the bill probably will
be passed Saturday, when the Senate
reconvenes, after the New Year's recess.

may cause him to veto the bill, excludes
from the United States, among other
classes of immigrants, "all aliens over
sixteen years of age, physically capable
of reading, cannot read the English
language or some other language or dia-
lect, including Hebrew or Yiddish."

Martlne Against Test.
Senator Martlne moved to strike the

literacy test from the bill. The twelve
Snators who voted to eliminate it were:
Brandegee, of Connecticut; Clarke, of
Arkansas: LaFollette. of Wisconsin.
Lewis, of Illinois; Llppett, of Rhcdu
Island; McCumber, of North Dakota; Mc-
Lean, of Connecticut; Martlne, of New
Jersey: O'Gorman, of New York; Rans-del- L

of Louisiana; Reed, of Missouri, and
Walsh, of Montana.

Senator Thomas had an amendment In-
tended to modify the rigorous features
of the bill by exempting from the literacy
test Immigrants fleeing to the United
States as the result of religious, political,
or racial persecution. This was defeated,
24 to 20.

Probably the most remarkable amend- -
I inent attached to the bill yesterday was
one excluding absolutely from the United
States members of the "African or negro

ace." This amendment, offered
by Senator Reed, was adopted by a vote
of 3 to 23.

to exclude persons who "believe in"
polygamy as well as those who "prac-

POLICE ENJOY

SPLENDID YEAR

Fewer Tragedies and Un-

cleared Mysteries Than
Happened in 1913.

ONLY A FEW HOMICIDES

No Way to Tell Why This Is Unle
World May Be Growing Better,

as Some Say.

What is considered one of the best
years In the history of tho Metropoli- -
tsn Police Department came to a close
last midnight.

The number of crimes decreased over
1913. There were tewer tragedies and
fewer uncleared, mysteries.

The police of course had nothing to
do with wheels of human fortune, and
were powerless to stop the commission
of crimes. Why there were not as
many felonies in 1914 as In 1913 Is just
one of the freaks impossible of expla-
nation. The world may be getting bet-
ter, is one theory advanced.

There were less than twenty homi-
cides during the year, and of these two
remain uncleared. On June 1, Itobert
Talor, colored, was killed and the
murderer has not been captured. Sep-
tember 7, John Wesley was killed and
William Stark, colored, alias "Cincin-
nati Red." suspected of the deed, has
not been captured.

The murder of Charles Stocket, the
Eighteenth street hardware merchant,
which occurred in November, 1913, re-
mains uncleared. The police have failed
to locate Detlef Schultz. who on Angust
23. 1913, shot Francis A. Reilly. clerk
In the office of Senator Bristow.

But few robberies and embezzlement
cases remain unsolved. JIIss Alice Sla-lo-

has not been arrested for taking
JS.W0 of the funds of the X. L. Carpen-
ter & Co.. New York brokers. In De-
cember. 1913. she. along with Sydney Har-
rison? then manager of the local offices
of the brokerage concern, disappeared.
The embezzlement was not reported for
almost two weeks, and the couple had a
big start on the police. Harrison was ar-
rested three months ago after a nation-
wide hunt. He was located near Cherry-dal- e.

The government of tne United States
does not Intend at this tlmo to discuss
the propriety of Including certain articles
In the lists of absolute and conditional
contraband, which have been procl. mde
by his majesty. Open to objretlc i as
some of these seem to this go"em jent.
the chief ground of present conv. !ntls
the treatment of cargoes of both classes
of articles when bound to neutral ports.

Articles listed as absolute contraband,
shipped from the United States and con-
signed to neutral countries, have been
seized and detained on the ground that
the countries to which they nere des-
tined have not prohibited the exportation
of such articles. Unwarranted as such
detentions are. In the opinion of this gov-
ernment, American exporters are further
perplexed by tho apparent Indecision of
the British authorities In applying their
own rules to neutral cargoes. For ex-
ample, a shipment of copper from this
country to a specified consignee In Swe-
den was detained because, as was stated
by Great Britain, Sweden had placed no
embargo on copper.- - On the other hand.
Italy not only prohibited the export of
copper, but. as this government Is in-
formed, put In force a decree that ship-
ments to Italian consignees or "to order,"
which arrive in ports of Italy cannot be
exported or transhipped. The only ex-
ception Italy makes Is of copper which
passes through that country in transit to
another country. In spite, of tbeso de-
crees, however, tho British foreign office
has thus far declined to affirm that cop-
per shipments consigned to Italy will not
be molested on the high seas. Seizures
are so numerous and delays so prolonged
that exporters are afraid to send their
copper to Italy, steamship lines decline
to accent It, and Insurers refuse to issue
policies upon It. In a word, a legitimate
trade Is being greatly impaired through
uncertainty as to the treatment which It
may expect at the hands of the British
authorities'.

Aits British Plans.
We feel that we are abundantly Justi-

fied in asking for information as to the
manner In which the British government
propose to carry out the policy which
they have adopted. In order that wo may
determine the steps necessary to protect
our citizens, engaged tn foreign trade. In
their rights and from the serious losses
to which they are liable through Igno-
rance of the hazards to which their car-
goes are exposed.

In the rase of conditional contraband
the policy of Great Britain appears to
this government to be equally unjustified
by the established rules of international
conduct. As evidence of this, attention
Is directed to the fact that a number of
the American cargoes which have been
seized consist of foodstuffs and other
articles of common ure In all countries
which are admittedly relative con
traband. In spite of tho the pre
sumption of Innocent use became des-
tined to neutral tcrltory. the British au-
thorities made these seizures and deten-
tions without, so far as wc are Informed,
being In possession of facts which war-

ranted a reasonable belief that the ship
ments had In reality a bcHlgerenr desti
nation, as that term is 'tsod In Interna
tional law. Mere suspicion is not evi-
dence and doubts should be resolved la
favor of neutral commerce, not against
It. The effect upon trade in these articles
between neutral nations resulting irom
interrupted voyages and detained cargoes
is not entirely cured by reimbursement
of the owners for the damages, which
they, have suffered, after Investigation
has failed to establish on enemy destina
tion. The lniurv is to American com
merce with neutral countries eg a 'hole
through, the hazard of tho enterprljo and
tho repeated diversion of goods from
established market.
