Dec. 3L—A British soldier
writing home gives the following
scription of the unofficial Christmas truce |
between the hostlle trenches:

“On Christmas Eve we were shouting
across ‘Merry Christmes’ and other|
friendly mreetings. They shouted “Don't
shoot until New Year's Day.

“Om Christmas morming the
was foggy and there was no shooting, so
we got out in front of the trenches and
sturted wandering over to the German
linem. When the mist cleared we saw
that the Germans were doing the same
thing. Of course, we were all unarmed,
We got so close that five of them and]
five of ua met and had a talk. They
nearly all spoke English.

“After Christmas dinner, nearly all our
boys went out in t. where we found
the Germans also turned up In force.
The result was a huge mixed crowd of
men swopping butt ends of cigarettes,
etc. Bome of the German officera came up
and u-t.un: took our pbﬂmuh while
we were all sitting on the ground.™
