Chicago, Jan. 4 Wheat reached the highest rice
In years today and the trend wu still upward at
the dose of the session; this. too. after gains of
24c to 34 for the day Conditions favored the
advances established, and they would have been
ranch greater but for heavy profit.Uklng. The news
from abrosd was mainly bullish, nd overbalanced
anjthuTg of a bearish natnro that could be scared
out C the speculative brush hefc on this side of
the water

Mora than 3,000,000 bushels of wheat were taken
in all positions today by exporters, of which
nearly all was grain raised sooth of the Inter-
national line. It was rerorted from Nen York that
exporters there were reselling on the advances In
an attempt to check: the upturn, as well as to cause
at least s partial change In the rampant bullish
feelingj In evidence. The same tactics were at-
tempted st Chicago, but everything available In the
shape of wheat here was snarped up in a hurry

Exporters who hold big buying orders for both
cash and futures led the buyers, and they were
followed by nearly every professional in the cram.
try. Growers of wheat are not selling their grain
in large quantities, even on the advances estab-
lished. It U expected thit Argentina will soon
commence to ship wheat liberally, but the unfavor-
able weather In that country, as well as the short
age in tonnage, has almost entirely cut off tho
movement.

There were advances of 14c to 14c In com. The
feeling was unsettled but the market was strong
at the clow on buying by influential Interests.
There was a good Investment call, and speeulstors
bought freely The country is selling very little
corn, the January sales being exceptionally light.

Advances were shown of .c to 14c In oats, snd
the best prices were fully snstsined. Cash trans-
actions were 200000 bushels, of which 100.000 bushels
were for export.
