New York, Jan. i.—In the two weeks be-
fore argument {8 begun at Chicago before
Judge Landis in the sult brought by the
Federal League against organized base-
ball there is likely to be an Important
move toward pence. This is expected to
coms from the men behind the national
baseball commission, the American
League and the Natlonal League.

The latest move of the *‘outlaws™ in
attacking the old leagues as a trust has
thrown consternation into the camp of
the orgmnized baseball hends, desplte
their statements that they welcome In-
vestigation and have no fear of the out-
come.

The action siarted by the Federals is
the most threatening they have made on
organized baseball If they win it will
mean that interleague agreements will ba
Als=olved, more than 10000 plavers would
ba released from contracts and s most
intricats organizsation, built upon the ex-
perience of years, would be shattered.

Today the attorneys for the “old guard™
began preparallons to combat the latest

move of the Federals. The answer in a

general way in expecled to be a denial of
all the Federal claims, and will in turn
charge the Federals with planning to in-
troduce dishonest metheds In the national
game.
