San Francisco, Jan. 7. Tho Vnltcd
States Court of Appeals today declared
unconstitutional the socalled "eighty per
cent, labor enactment of Arizona" which
provided that no employer or corporation
could employ more than twenty per cent,
of alien labor.

The court held that the law violated
the fourteenth amendment of the federal

ution in that it "transgressed the
safety and liberty of mankind."

Jreat Britain and Italy recently pro- -
l tested to the State Department at Wash
ington against the proposed law.

The rejection of the Arizona alien em-

ployes law may prove to have a bearing
on the California alien land law contro-crs- y

ly No such action has ever been brought
against the California alien land law.
but there is now reason to believe that
as a result of the favorablo decision in
the Arizona case, individual Japanese
may take similar proceedings In Cali-

fornia
The United States government suggest-

ed to the Japanese government that the
California law could at any time be
tested by Japanese In the Federal courts.
The Japanese government held, however.
that It was not its place to test the law
but that the Washington govcrnmen
should bring the action in the courts.
This the United States has refused to
do. with the result that no action has ;

been brought from cither side.

Argument fur JnpHnrne.
The argument has frequently been

made in upholding the Japanese side of
I

the California dispute that provisions of
the land law were in violation of consti-
tutional guarantees as to the possession
of property. It was declared that the
treaty with Japan accorded to Japanese
subjects the right to come to and lle IfIn the United States: that his right of
residence having been conceded, then tho
Federal government was bound to secure
to the Japanese full retention of their
rights of life. liberty, and property. Ac-

ceptance of this reasoning by the Fed-

eral court in the Arizona case will, it is
believed, undoubtedly stimulate Japanese
affected by the alien land law In Cali-

fornia to make an endeavor to have the
statute nullified.

The Italian and British governments
had mado representations against the
Arizona law, and had based their state-
ments on the privileges accorded them
in treati'--s with the United States. It is
known, how ever, that these governments
also were prepared to raise the consti-
tutional question if the controversy were
not decided in their favor on the basis
of treaty guarantees.

The State Department yesterday re-

quested thc governor of California to
procure and transmit to Washington an
accurato report of the action regarding
the Arizona law and the court's decision.

TURKISH RETREATi

Seize Egress" to Valley Ot-

toman Losses on the
Increase.

THREE CORPS CUT UP

One Annihilated and Others Almost
Entirely Wiped Out Petrograd

Celebrates Victory.

Petrograd, Jan. 7. This city Is decorat-

ed In honor of the great Kusslan victory
over Enver Pasha's Turkish army In
Transcaucasia. Every report that comes
from TIflls emphasizes the importance of
the Russian victory there. The Turkish
army has been completely routed and It
Is estimated that the invaders lost at
least SO.oOO men.

The Russian cavalry overtook and
broke Into the Tenth Turkish- Army Corps
fleeing from Sari Kamlsch along thi
Oltr.vgy. The Turks suffered enormous
losses. Many batteries were taken andl'ma"' dislodged the German forces When

6,) prisoners were brought into Kars.
Thc Russians have blocked the retreat

of thc Turkish army by seizing the south-
ern egress of the valley. It's entire
equipment has been destroed and its
staff has been captured.

Tluee days, -- prvlouIir thte second
Turkish army corps was annihilated
among the valles around Ardahan. and
Its only remnants are the convoys which
arc being brought to Tlfils.

StrnsrKle In 3fountalnn.
The clcenth Turkish army corps also

suffered a disastrous defeat In the re-

gion of Van.
Knver Pasha counted upon the sym-

pathies of the natives to help his Turkish
army, but In this he counted without his
host. For ten days tho Turk.x and Rus-
sians struggled In the snow-fille- d passes
of the mountains around Sari Kamich.
M.OiO feet above the sea level, before
fresh Russian decided

It Is believed that the overthrow of the
Turks at Sari Kamlsch and Ardahan puts
an end to the Turkish menace against
Egypt and will result In thc speedy sub
jugation of the Ottoman empire.

around Warsaw and in Hungary. On

IN THE ARGONNE

Bring Up Heavy

FAIL TO GAIN GROUND

Big Guns Rain Shells on

Joffre's Positions in the
Forest Region.

PAU ADVANCES IN ILL VALLEY

His Front Only Two and One-ha- lf

Miles from Altkirch. Paris
Claims.

Paris, Jan. 7. A violent German counter-of-

fensive developed today in the
region, about Verdun and in front

of Steinbach, in Alsace. Air scouts re-

port the arrival of heavy
brought up to strengthen the Ger-

man lines In the Argonne and along the
Alsne.

Evidently deeply concerned at the rapid
progress made by the French forces on
this eastern wing, the invaders began the
day with a tcjrlfic artillery tire all along
the line, concentrating on the region of
Lasslgny. on the trenches held by the
French at the crossing of the road from

to Varennes and the
Haute-Chevauch- road, and upon the
works to the north of Verdun. These
cannonades were followed at Intervals by
Infantry attacks, but all were repulsed.

Shell French Batteries.
The French artillery positions on the

ridge which dominates Steinbach and
from which the fire was directed which

they were compelled to evacuate on Mon-

day, was subjected to a particularly vio-

lent bombardment, but the condition of
thc hillsides and the country all about,
due to tho heavy rains, made attacks by
Infantry Impossible.
--.Resumption nf-tbe offensive, at Stein
bach and the bombardment of Thann, are
believed to be closely related to the at-

tempt of thc Kaiser's troops to thruM
forward a wedge between the French
northern column, attacking the outer
defenses of Muelhausen from the direc-
tion of Mount Bonhomme, and that which
is advancing from Thann. through Stein
bach and Cernay.

Penetrates IU Valley.
The third of Gen. Pau's columns which

Is advancing from Belfort as its base,
has so far penetrated the Valley of the
III to the southwest of Altkirch. the key
to the south door of Muelhausen. that
they have taken up a position In a small
forest two and one-ha- lf miles from
Altkirch.

Here the French "TIs" have battered
the German guns and have established
themselves in positions which command
the earthworks which defend the town In
three lines on the south and southwest.

Petrograd. Jan. 7. The German at-
tack along the Bzura and Rawka have
been weakening steadily for the last
fortnight, tremendous losses having
reduced their strength.

The Russians on Tuesday took the of-
fensive In North Poland. There have
been signs since the slackening of
the German attack on the central Rus-
sian positions that the Teutons were
Intending to move on the flank of the
Russians, but the latter advanced first
and surprised the German leading
column on the river Rosrova and drove
It back with heavy loss.

This victory has great value, since It
has upset the first move In Gen. Von
Hlndenburg's new scheme, which he
conceived after the direct attack along
the Warsaw roads was abandoned.

Seas of mud In Poland have wrought
havoc with the German plan of cam-

paign against Warsaw. Field Marshal
von Hlndenburg has been seriously ham-
pered by the Impossibility of moving
heavy artillery.

Paris, Jan. 7. An official statement re-

viewing the fighting of the last eleven
days was Issued by the French war office
tonight.

"We have been successful everywhere,"
Is the keynote of the statement. It says.

"At certain points the enemy has re-

acted slightly; at others he has made
violent counter-attack- s, but everywhere
he has been repulsed. Nowhere has he
obtained results which can even distantly
compare with these which these eleven
days have achieved for us.

St. George's had been organized by the

for rifle fire, barricades of sacks tilled
with earth, and mitrailleuses command-
ing two approaches. The levee alone- - th
bank, which also served as a roadway.
was occupied ajid protected by wire en-

tanglements.
"Marine fusilllers and cyclist chasseurs,

lo whom, with a detachment of dragoons,
belongs the honor of the capture of Ust
George's. had made their way toward
the village by dizzlng a zig-za- g trench or
conduit, which even penetrated the levee.
At various places along the conduits were
formed shelters from which to make an
assault.

"In this way we had succeeded by De-
cember T, in reaching the ferry house
north of St. George's. This poinx of sup
port fell Into our hands and the assau.t
was delivered the following day.

Mounted Gun on Scott.
"Despite a violent fire from the enemy

some marine fusslliers succeeded In load-
ing a gun on a small scow and thence
mounting on the dke only a short dis-
tance from the houses of St Georges.

"The fusilllers grouped In the conduUs
prang to the charge and the last Ger-

man marines remaining In St George's
surrendered. There was not more than
forty left. In the ruins of the village
wo found about SM bodies.

"Our detachment was able to main
tain Itself at St. George's despite the ad-
versary's return to the offensive. On
December 30, there was an extremely
violent bombardment. Four thousand
shells completed the destruction of the
village and upset our trenches. The ene-
my advanced In four columns. by the
dyke, by tho levee, across the canal
banks and even through the water. All
of these columns finally were stopped
oy our fire.

We mad a further advance of 730
metres beyond St. George's, to the east.
and found 100 more Germans slain.

S.000 Lout with Fort.
"In the neighborhood of Tpres on New

Year's Day. we blew up a fort occupied
by two detachments of l.flftj men each,
with three mitrailleuses and two field can-
non. The explosion produced a column
of .moke 130 meters (130 yards) high nd
l.'iO meters In extent. Half the defenders
were buried and tho other half took
to flight. Our artillery thereupon entered
Into action and decimated the fleeing
men.

"In spile of the detestable weather, our
aviators have shown great activity. The
railway station at Mctz was the re-

cipient of twenty bombs on the Z3d 0f
December and of six on the 31at. Six
bombs were dropped on the aviation
hangars of Metz on the Kth. This was
our response to the Zeppelin raid on
Nancy.

Railway Stations Bombarded.
"The railway stations at Vie. Chateua-Salin- s,

Remllly, Arnavllte. Thlaucaourt
and Heudlcourt ha-- e been bombarded
several times. At many other poinds on
the front camps and bivouacs have been
bombarded both by day and night and
thousands of arrows have been dropped
upon carriages and Infantry.

"A night flight executed on Christ-
mas eve was particularly brilliant The
aviators set out af 7 o'clock In a high
wind. Passing the enemy's lines at a
height of 1.6C0 meters, they caught sight
of an encampment and dropped a shell,
the effects of which they were able to
observe. At their first passage all fires
were out; upon their return they were
followed by searchlights and their war
was lit by fuses and shells. They es-

caped by rising to a great height
On December 39 we entered Steinbach.

It was a battle of the streets, fought house
by house. By evening we had half the
village In our power. On the 30th and
on January 1 the enemy was pushed still
further back, losing three new lines of
houses. In each of which were found
bodies."
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
