Big Urges Pas-

sage of National Auto
Law.

ACTS UPHELD

Supreme Court Rules State Can Fix
Statute in Absence of Na-

tional Rule.

Congress now will be asked by a
million and a half motor car users to
pass the Adamson measure. The
American Automobile Association has
taken the matter In hand and Presi-
dent John A. Wilson will confer In
Washington with Representative Will-
iam C Adamson, of Georgia, chairman
of the Committee on Interstate and
Foreign Commerce, and author of a
common-sens- e measure concisely set
forth In the following extract:

"No person who shall have qualified
by complying with the laws and regu-
lations of the State, territory or dis-
trict of his residence to use and oper-
ate such vehicle or vehicles shall be
required in any other State or terri-
tory or district Into which he may go
for business or for pleasure to make
any additional registration or take
out any additional license in order to
use and operate any such machine "

For some time the Adamson meas-
ure has rested in committee awaiting
a decision by the United States Su-
preme Court on what has been known
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as the "Maryland case," wherein a
resident of the District contended that
he had the same right as any other
vehicle owner to the use of Maryland
roads as long as he had provided

t himself with an Identification number
from his home district, and thus
made it possible to apprehend him in
case he violated any of the highway
laws of the Commonwealth.

Mnryland Act Upheld.
But In the decision rendered by the

highest court in the land, written by
Justice McReynolds and concurred in
by all the Justices, It is held that In
the absence of a national law a State
has a perfect right to enact whatever
laws it may see fit in relation to the
automobile Furthermore Justice Mc-
Reynolds holds that "the movement of
motor vehicles over the highways is
attended by constant and serious dan-
ger to the public and is also abnor-
mally destructive tp the highway it-

self." Further on the justice states:
"In the absence of national legislation

covering the subject, a State may right-
fully prescribe uniform regulations nec-
essary for public safety and order In re-
spect to the operation upon its highways
of all motor vehicles those moving In
interstate commerce as well as others."

President Wilson, of the A. A. A.,
commenting upon the situation, says:

The Inference of the highest court
that there should be a national law cov-
ering the subject should prompt our im-

mediate attention to the matter, for It is
certainly a most unusual situation when
a citizen of the United States is not free
to travel in any section of the country
after" he has provided himself with an
identification number from his home
State. The European countries, with dif- -
ferent languages and different customs,

' have agreed upon an International plate

I "For instance, a motorist of France
after having obtained a home number
which, incidentally, allows him to operate

It does
not seem reasonable that the several
States of the Union and the Federal Dis-
trict of the country should be unable to
provide for free and uninterrupted roads
travel.

ehicle. With a logical plan of Federal
participation with the several States a
large percentage of highways expense of
an interstate properly would be
transferred to the national government."

Tires Stand Up Under Hard Test In
California Race.

In a mad race up hill and down hill,
around bad turns and over a rough
dirt roadbed, Firestone tires again
brought Earl Cooper victory, enabling
him to win the Point Loma race at the
San Diego Exposition January 9.

The Point Loma course Is a 5.983
mile circuit of ordinary dirt roads with
no special construction. There are
many difficult hills, sharp turns, and
few speed stretches. Considering these
things great speed was Impossible,
though Cooper's winning time was
4:40.10 5 for-- the fifty-on- e laps, or
305.0S2 miles. This means an average
of sixty-fiv- e and three-fourt- miles
per hour remarkable speed for such
a rough, rugged road. Just how diff-
icult the course was may be realized by
the fact that of the eighteen starters
only seven finished.

Britishers.

ENGLISH MART GLUTTED

Importers in that Country Can Under-

sell Americans, Is Fear of
Dealers Here.

Dealers in rubber goods, tires, as well
as those in the automobile Industry, are
Interested In efforts being made by the
Rubber Club of America and the Hub-b- rr

Trade Association of Xew York to
Induce the British government to lift
the embargo on the exportation of rubber
from the British colonics In so far as
that embargo applies to the United
States.

In an effort to attain this end B. G.
Work, of the Goodrich Rubber Company,
left for England Wednesday on board
the Lusltania of the Cunard Line to con-

fer with representatives of the British
government. Mr. Work was designated
as the official representative of the Rub-
ber Club of America and of the Rubber
Trade Association of New Tork.

The Importance attached to the nego-
tiations to be conducted by Mr. Work
was explained yesterday by Howard E.
Raymond, vice president of the Good-
rich Rubljcr Company.

Brazil Can't Fill Demand.
"The finer grades of rubber," he said,

"come either from Brazil or the Island
of Ceylon and the Malay States. Ceylon
or the Malay States are British colonies.
and therefore the embargo of the British
government places a ban on the cxporta
tlon of the rubber of tho;e two colonies
to the United States. This leaves us with
only Brazil to supply us with the finer
grades of rubber, and the supply from
that country Is wholly inadequate for
American consumption.

"The ostensible object of the British
government In placing the embargo on
the exportation of rubber is to keep that
product from getting into the hands of
Germany and Austria. But It hits the
United States as badly as either of these
countries. We are trying to arrange It
so that Ceylon and the Malay States can
export their rubber to this country In
order to supply the legitimate needs of
this country. As yet we have been unsuc-
cessful, but we hope the difficulties may
be solved in a satisfactory manner."

Could Undersell I". S. Dealers.
Crude rubber is selling in Xew Tork

at about 90 cents a pound, while In Eng
land the price Is 51 cents a pound, with
practically no market, it is said. The
normal demand for rubber In the United
States during 1915 Is estimated at G5.0G0
tons, or this amount Brazil trill be
able to supply only "3.0C0 tons, leaving
fully 30.000 tons which must come either
from Ceylon or the Malay States. Un
less England lifts the embargo it Is said
that 50,0)0 employes In the rubber in
dustry In this country will be affected
as well as thousands of persons who hart
Invested capital In rubber enterprises.

On account of the glutting of the Brit
ish markets with crude rubber, it Is
said that British rubber manufacturers
under present conditions will be able
to undersell the American manufacturer.
It is believed, however, that the British
government will lift the embargo so far
as it applies to the United States, pro-
vided assurances are given that none of
the Imported rubber will be to
uermany or Austria.

OLDS PERIODICAL
REVIVED BY COMPANY

"News Letter," Paper Discontinued in
1908, Saw Light Again in

January.
The original Oidsobile house organ, un-

doubtedly the first ever published In the
automobile Industry, has been revived by
the Olds motor works and in Its present
form will be essentially a continuation of
the periodical which was published more
than a decade ago. Its resurrection re-
calls vividly the pioneer days when the
Oldsmoblle was equipped with a tiller and
had a curved dash like a sleigh. When
originally Issued the publication was
known as the "News Letter" and was
such a curiosity that it sold on the news
stands for 10 cents a copy.

In 1903 it was discontinued and has not
since been published until the present
time. The first number of the paper in
Its new form was Issued in January and
will come out monthly.

C V. McGulre. advertising manager of
the Olds Company, who will have edi-
torial charge, states that the terlod!cal
will be devoted primarily to the Inter-
ests of dealers and win carry forward
the original purpose of the "News Let-
ter." and thtt It will be known as the
Official Bulletin of the Olds Motor Works.

Achievements.

The flist annual meeting of the
board of directors of the Woman's
Clinic Auxiliary was held on the aft-
ernoon of January 11 at the clinic
room. 716 Thirteenth street. The
following officers were elected for the
ensuing year: President. Mrs. John
Hays Hammond; first vice president,
Mrs. Charles Hughes; second vice
president. Mrs. Robert S. Chew; third
vice president.

tients were enrolled. These made a
total or 2.200 visits to (he clinic for
consultation and treatment. Clin-
icians made over 350 visits to these
patients In their homes or in hos-
pitals. This is an average of 147 vis-
its a month to the clinic. During the
last three months the visits have
been Just treble what they were the
first three months.

The largest attendance for any day
has been reached on two occasions
twenty. Eighteen per cent of the
patients are children. Of the adult
patients, 54 per cent are wage-earnin- g

women, and 44 per cent are
(housewives.

The organlaztion has demonstrated
that there was need of an evening
clinic It is meeting this need most
satisfactorily. It has the Indorsement
of the charities indorsement commit-
tee. It has the support of a large
number of the best men and women In
Washington. Members of the organi-
zation contributed during the year
1914 31.233 In dues. Members and
friends gave $850 In donations. The
Income received" from dine fees from
patients was 3573. This Is less than
30 cents a visit.

The small feei received from pati-
ents covered a little over onefourth
of the general expenses of ther clinic.

With the opening of the new year
the number of services Is doubled.
The regular visiting staff now num-
bers eight .women physicians, two
dentists, a pharmacist, a nurse and a
psychologist all women. The consult-
ing staff numbers twenty-thre- e of the
leading men physicians of the city.

Sibley Hospital has extended a
helping hand to the clinic a number
of times during the past year. Free
service, to the value of over 3100 was
given. A number of donations were
announced, the largest being 3250 for
a bed at Sibley Hospital. This bed
will be occupied by patients of the
Woman's Auxiliary Clinic. Among
other donations was 3SS. for electrical
equipment, tind a treatment table for
the electro-therapeut- ic service.
