stitutions in Maryland. Economy of tho
right sort Is wise, but there Is no econ-
omy in holding on at the faucet and
allowing the fluid to run out at the bung
hole.

At the risk of giving offense to some
very excellent and persons,
we would suggest that the board of direc-
tors this year take particular pains to
be as liberal as possible with horse own-
ers and trainers. These men aro neces-
sary to their They arc men
who appreciate a kindly attitude, and an
expression of interest in their affairs will
prove to be an excellent Investment No
horse owner or trainer should be per-
mitted to leave the Rockvllle Fair track
this year with the conviction that he has
been unfairly treated.

It Is a difficult task to ever horseman
where there are so many conflicting in-

terests, but every fair association that
consults Its future and not Its mere pres-
ent will see to It that the men who con
tribute to the success of tho fair are
treated so well that they will be anxious
to return the following year.
