Strong Army and Navy Needed to Se-
cure Pacification of European War,
Says Representative Fess.

Very few who have given the European
war and its effects serious thought are
now advocating disarmament by the
United States without an International
mgreement particlpated In by all the
gEreat powera of the world Among the
prominent participants In the movement
toward universal peace who is opposed
to disarmament on the part of the United
States without the co-operation of the
other great powers Is Representative 8.
0. Fess, of Ohlo,

Dr. Eesa Is president of the Antioch
College, which has always taken a prom-
inent part In the peace movement.
Horace Mann, the great educator and
ene of the early presidents of Antloch,
was an advocate of universal peace when
Andrew Carnegie was too busy manu-
facturing war material to think of a
peace propaganda,

Dr, Feas says: “"Many students of world
politics predict disarmament as the most
likely and vital resuit of the "European
war. T sincerely hope that this will prove
true, and I would be the last to favor
anything that would retard the movement
towanrd universal peace. But In taking
up the question of national defense and
the part that thls nation is to take In
world politics we should take Inte con-
sideration things as they are and not as
they should be.

“No ona would seriously argue that the
European conditions would justify our na-
tion to refuse natlonal defense while Eu-
rope remained an armed camp. The dis-
armament must come us & world move-
ment, In which our nation will giadly
foln. As we now find ourselves, We must
hold aloof from entangling alllances,
ready to bring the warring natlons to-
In the meantime
we cannot gain any prestige for this
great work by allowing great nations to
override treaties and violate neutgal
rights on the sea without protest

“While the hearts of all Americans go
out to the suffering of other lands, we
pledge ourselves to our own national
ideals and beg the near opportunity to
bid the warring countrics wseek better
methods of adjustment than thes teat of
hattie. Herein lles this nation's greatest
opportunity. To this end we must stand
for law and order, for reapect for treatiss
and for the rights of all nations, great
and small. We must be ready to inter-
pret each warring nation to the other,
|and, if necrssary, be the just man armed
that we may fulfil our mission as the
peacemaker when half the world ls In
arma. The tima has not yet arrived
when the demand for respect of our na-
| tional rights will receive serious conald-
eration from any nation when It is not
backed up by a strong army and navy."
