ness when it comes to questions of
age A certain lack of truthfulness
one might expect to And among child-

ren whose parents wanted them to go

to work before the age allowed by

the law. but children who have not
the slightest object in hiding their
aBe8 children of the better-to-d- o

families even very often cannot tell
within two or three years of how old
they are One child of ten who said
that he was "eight" going on "twelve."
was an example of the sort of hazi-

ness that some children feel on this
subject.

The same condition, so the health
officer says, prevails among high
school children. They don't know

the year and very often don't know
the day on which they were born
although one would suppose that there
was incentive enough in most families
for young folk to remember their
birthdays.

Two Many Women Left
This Is War's Greatest Curse

So Says Miss Constance Drexel, Who
Has Nursed at the Front and Now

Comes to Seek Remedy by Work-

ing for Women's Vote.

"When I saw those fine young men-m- en
of twenty or twenty-fiv- e wounded,

mutilated, crippled, killed being carried
from the hospital trains at Deauvllle, and
thought of our own chaps the country's
youngest and best I Just made up my
mind that something was wrong at
the bottom of things; that working there
as a nurse, patching them up. washing
and dressing their wounds, nursing them
back from death even, wasn't enough.
Something more had to be done."

Thus spoke Miss Drexel at the Congres-
sional I'nlon headquarters to a repre-sentat-

of The Woman's Herald yes-
terday. Mi!s Drexel has returned from
the war zone of Europe, where she actu-
ally gave her services as a nurse for
to months after the war broke out and
blie can speak from experience of the
horrors of the war. Now she Is back
in this country because she feels that
she has discovered what this "some-
thing" that the felt must be done real-
ly Is.

"The women over there know that
something is wrong. Their hearts are
bleeding and they are terribly oppressed
by it all. They realize blindly what
a frightful thing It is for them this
killing of their men. What will life be
uorth? Nothing. For to one of those
European women, marriage, children, the
things that men do for women are all
that Is worth while In life. In this coun-
try It would not be so bad, for women
have other ways of expressing them-
selves. Talk about the glory of protect-
ing the women. It would be a hundred
times more welcome to them to be killed
with their men, if they felt that In so
doing they might avert the calamity of
this disproportionate decrease In
number of men in the community. It is
the future that they have to face In an
abnormal predominance of women that
Is the firightful thing.

"These women blindly feel that some--

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thing Is wrong and that If they had had
their way it would not have come to
pass. It occurred to me that that some-
thing that women needed to avert these
calamities was a voice In the gover-
nmentIt was "votes for women" If you
will. So, though there was nursing
enough to be done there. I came back to
this country determined to throw my
energies Into the fight here.

"I was not a suffragist I never
though about it. But that frightful
picture of war made me think. I feel
that If the fight could be won here in this
country It would be such a glorious ex-
ample that it would be heeded by Eu-
rope as well."

So it was that Miss Drexel, slight,
young absurdly youag. one would
think, to have formulated such a serious
determination explained her "mission"
In coming to Washington. She Is here
to stuly the suffrage situation and she
uas at the Congressional Union yester-
day morning to see Just what was go-
ing on in the camp here.

"How did you happen to be on the
continent when the war broke out?"
Miss Drexel was asked.

"It was this way. I was visiting in
France. After the war had broken out
we got up to Paris and from there
I went with Mrs. James Parish, jr., by
motor to Deauvllle where she had a
villa, and there I stayed. The men were
called off and before long Mrs. Parish's
men servants had left and the poor little
'femme re chambre' had the added duty
of serving dinner. But no one minded
things like that.

"Then the fighting began In earnest and
soon the wounded began to pour into
Deauvllle from the great battle of the
Marne. The Royal Hotel and the Casino
were turned Into military hospitals and
every one helped to do the nursing.

"Did you find that you were handi
capped because you had not had regular
training as a nurse? '

'Oh, no, there was plenty for us all to
ao. Ail one needed was common sense.
At the hospital they would get word that
the wounded the 'blesses' were coming
and tnen we would all get to work un-
dressing the poor soldiers, for they came
from the battlefield and the trenches just
as they were Injured. There was end-
less work to do they needed so much
attention before they were ready for thesurgeons and we found that we could
all do it.

"The trains would come by night or by
day these trains of the 'blesses', and as
itrs. Parish had one of the comparatively
few motors in Deauvllle that was not
taken by the government, it was kept
busy when the hospital trains came tak-
ing the soldiers from the station to the
improvised hospitals.

"And now what are your plans?' the
representaUve from The Woman's Herald
asked Miss DrexeL "Now that you are
to be ranked as one of the recruits In the
cause, what are you going to do?"

"First, I shall study the situation." said
Miss Drexel. simply, "and then I shall
do what there Is to be done. I am con-
fident that the best remedy for war lies
In the winning of the vote and I am
going to give my time to that cause."

Hannah More, one of the most suc-
cessful of all English women, writers,
was born on February 2, 1745. When
she was three and a half years old a
delicate, but delightful little girl her
mother thought she was old enough to
learn her letters. But when Hannah
began the lessons her mother found
to her surprise that the child already
knew her letters and could read a
little. She had listened to her older
sisters as they went through their
lessons and had quietly learned with
them when she was supposed to be
playing with her dolls. She had a
nurse who had lived with the family
of the poet Dryden, and as a child
Hannah would be good as long as her
nurse would repeat the poetry of
Dryden or tell stories of the great man.

The one romance In Hannah More's
life occurred when she was twenty- -
one. She then met and became en
gaged to a wealthy bachelor, who
seemed entirely devoted to her. How
ever, as the day of the wedding ap-
proached he became unaccountably
reticent about the proceedings and
begged off. Once again the "wedding
da.e was set, and again the bride-
groom asked to have a little more
time. Hannah did not bear him any
resentment for his . vs.i.ge behavior
and would gladly ha v. .. uttnued her
engagement, but her friends and fam-
ily wisely insisted that she break her
agreement. The bachelor seems to
have been glnd of his freedom, for he
offered her th- equivalent of $1,000 a
year compens i n, which Hannah re
fused to accept However, he did
force her to accept a large amount
of money Just how much Is not
known and remembered her gener-
ously in his will. Hannah had had
enough of love and vowed that she
would never again listen to a P'o
posal of marriage. And she was as
good as her promise.

Hannah More's first reputation as a
writer was won In the field of novels
and plays. Garrlck. the great actor,
for whom she wrote several very suc-
cessful plays, said that she was the
nine muses all combined In one. In
her later life she retired from society
and devoted herself to writing re-
ligious and moral novels and tracts
which were even more popular than
her fot-n-er line of writing had been.
One of the "Cheap Repository Tracts"
which she wiote sold to the extent of
2,000,000 copies In one year. Hannah
More is also remembered because nf
the prominent part she took in the
organization of Sunday schools in
England.

Variety Is spicy of that we have all
been assured since we began to learn
our A B C's. But nevertheless, there are
some rules that govern the serving of
food that make and at the
same time for the best menu possible.

For instance, there is a regular rule
for the serving of breadstufTs with soup.

With clear soups, bread or breadstlcks
should be passed.

With soups of oysters or clams crisp
crackers should go.

Croutons are the proper accompaniment
of thick soups of the puree type.

With chowders large croutons may be
served.

Celery, olives and radishes should be
passed with the soup course.

With broiled llsh, serve creamed pota
toes, and cucumbers with French dress-
ing.

With baked flsh serve frltd potato balls,
and cucumbers.

With boiled fish serve HolIandaUe
sauce and boiled potato balli dressed with
melted butter and minced parsley and
cucumbers.

THE WEST FAMILY

American 'West Coat-of-ar- - New
Amsterdam Family of Van der

Ppe One of the Most Ancient
Names in Britain Window, of Purl-ta- n

Fane Lanes Famed for Patriot-
ism.

Americans of the name West bear the
coat-of-ar- of the family of County
Bucks, England, which is described in
the language of heraldy, as follows: Ar-

gent (silver) a fesse dancette. In base a
maunche sable (black) in chief two esto--
lles gules (red).

To "Inquirer" who wants information
about the Van der Hayden family:

The forefather of the Van der Haydens
In this country was Jacob Tyssen Van
der Hayden, a tailor of Amsterdam, who
came to New Amsterdam about 16S3 with
the Intent, no doubt, of making a pleas-
ant home for himself In the new world.
However rosy his dreams may have been.

VEST
he probably never even hoped for such
bright prospects as awaited him, for he
and his family made a record to be proud
of In the new world.

The year after his arrival at New Am
sterdam, he went northward to what was
then known as Beverwyck. now Albany.
Ho was about thirty-eig-ht at the time.
and no doubt was impatient to be mar
ried, so he went back to Amsterdam and
married Anna Hals, and with her re-
turned again to Albany. After about
thirty years of happy and prosperous
married life. Jacob died. leaving his
widow, and a son. Dirk, or DIrlck.

In 16S6 this Dirk went on an expedition
against the Indians, and an exciting
experience. His party was set upon by
the French Indians, and robbed. He
was carried to Quebec there sub-
jected to the most severe treatment
Finally he, with others, escaped, and
after five days' traveling, he reached Al-

bany. The next year he married Rachel
Jochemse.

Dirk was an Innkeeper by trade, but
managed to handle some brilliant land
deals. In 1TM he obtained from Peter van
Woggelum a grant of 490 acres of land
In fee, at a rent of "Ave schepels
of wheat and four fat fowls." This grant
was called the Poesten Bowery." or farm.
Later It was known as Vanderheyden's
Ferry and In 1TS3 It became the city of
Troy. N. T.

There Is probably much of Interest to
the family still to be ferreted out of the
old records In Amsterdam, but no on
with sufficient patience and knowledge of.
the Dutch language seems to have risen
to undertake the interesting task. There
was a Jan Van Der Heyden, born at Ger-ku-

Netherlands, about 1637, who died
at Amsterdam In 1712. whose name as an
architectural painter Is known to stu-
dents of art-- He was beginning his
career about the time that the more rest-
less spirit of Jacob Tyssen Van Der
Heyden was bent on finding a home
across the waters. No doubt there Is
some family connection between these
two. but it has apparently not been es-

tablished.
Some member of the family mnst also

have gone to England, for In the British
armories we find the coat-of-ar- of the
Vander Heydens well established. It Is
blazoned: Sable, three mullets pierced
argent, on a canton or. a rose of the
field.

As a surname Pope Is said to have been
known In Britain in the fifth century.

Several variations of the name are
common; for example: Poppe In Germany,
also Pop and Popp. Then there is Poape
found1 In colonial records, and the varia-
tions Popeson. Popham and Popehanu

The name- - Popeham Is a combination of
Pope and ham, the home of Pope or the
Pope family,- - ham being a corruption of
tbe uerrnan helm, from which we get our
word home.

In the Domesday book, one of the four
free men. holding manors, was Popham
or Popeham. who had an estate In
Hampshire, called by his name, which
proves that ka was of. ooaseqiaace. In

xutam.
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the time of Edward in. the family was
prominent In Kent.

One of the privy council of Henry
VI was Thomas Pope. In the British
Museum is a parchment deed of land,signed and sealed by Ralph Pope.

The guardian of the princess, after-
ward Queen Elizabeth, during her mi-
nority, was Sir Thomas Pope. He re-
sided with her at Hatfield House, andthere he was authorized by her to de-
cline the King of Sweden's offer of mar-
riage. Sir Thomas Is better remembered
for his endowment. nf... Tvinitv...... ., rnii..W,C(,C.

The founder of the Winslow family in
this country was Edward Winslow, who
was married In 1618 to Elizabeth Barker,
who came over to this country with her
husband with three servants In the May-
flower. It Is down In the records that
he was a gentleman "well connected."
and "of the best family of any of the
Pilgrims." This is a distinction claimed
by others of their Mayflower grandfath-
ers. At any rate. Edward has the dis-
tinguished prefix "Mr." to his name in
the compact. His marriage to the widow.
Susanna Fuller White, mother of Pere-
grine White, the first child born to the
colonists, was the first wedding in Ply-
mouth.

The record puts It quaintly: "Mr. Ed.
Winslow, his wifo dyed, and he marled
with the widow of Mr. White, and hath
two children living by her. marlgable.
besides sundry that are dead."

To J. B. L., who asks for the record of
the Lanes In America.

During the seventeenth century a
dozen or more of the Lane family joined
the New England colonists. In Hlngham.
Mass.. there was George, whose financial
rating In 16S0. when the meeting house
was built was 6 6s Sd. This Is the old-
est meeting house In continuous use in
New r.ngland.

Lanesvlllp, near Gloucester, was settled
and named by John Lane, who moved
there from Maine In 16S7. A Capt John
Lane Is mentioned as among the brave
men of the garrison during Phillips' war

Other pilgrims were William, who came
in 1651 and settled In Boston: Deacon
Joshut and another William, who both
founded homes In New Hampshire, at
Hampton. It Is there the Lane family
hold their reunions.

The Lanes have always been famed
for patriotism, not shrinking from the
duties of military life, as is evident from
the number of soldiers In the family. John
Lane, of Hampton. N. H., and his three
sons. John. Daniel, and Jabez, won re-
nown In war. the father In the Indian
wars, the sons In the revolution, and
each became captain.

Job Lane. Jr.. of Bedford. Mass.. left
home at midnight. April 19. 1775. and Join-
ed the Minute Men under Capt Wilson.

"We give you a cold breakfast boys."
said the brave captain, "but we will give
the British a hot dinner, and have every
one of them before night." It was of
the Minute Men at the Concord fight that
Lord said: "I never saw anything
equal to their Intrepidity." Lane was
severely wounded, and In 1779 the town
of Bedford voted to abate one-ha- lf of his
war rates In consideration of his wounds.
The following year tbe town voted to
abate his poll tax for every year slnct
the war began, and he also was given

14 for his services in the army.
